Second APEC Seminar on Practical Measures to Manage Aviation Emissions


To be held at the Shangri-La Hotel in Kuala Lumpur, Malaysia on 3-4 April 2008
Dear APEC Transportation Working Group Colleagues

Australia and Malaysia will shortly be co-hosting a two-day Seminar in Kuala Lumpur on practical measures to manage aviation emissions.

In March 2007, APEC Transport Ministers requested the APEC TPT-WG to work with relevant experts in the environment and aviation fields to address, as a matter of urgency, options for cooperative work to contribute to sustainable policy approaches on this issue. The first seminar on this topic was held in Singapore in August 2007.

The decision to hold a second seminar was endorsed in the Sydney APEC Leaders’ Declaration on Climate Change, Energy Security and Clean Development announced in September 2007.  Convening the second Seminar in early April 2008 will enable the outcomes to be presented at the TPT-WG meeting in Manila later that month.

A draft outline of the Seminar program is attached.  The broad objective of the Seminar is to examine measures that are currently being, or are near to being, introduced in an attempt to understand the implementation issues, to look for options to expand measures and to examine ways to measure and quantify the likely emissions benefits.  Presenters at the Seminar will speak on the key policy, operational and technological approaches identified by the APEC Leaders.  The Seminar will provide the opportunity to share experiences at the practical level and bring an Asia-Pacific focus to this important global issue.  
Given the specific focus of this seminar, I invite you to encourage appropriate representatives from your economy to attend and participate in discussions on the implementation of strategies designed to address the greenhouse impacts of aviation emissions in the Asia-Pacific region.  
Your early consideration is sought on your economy’s intended participation in the seminar and a preliminary indication of the likely number of participants attending would be appreciated.
