Aviation Security Seminar

The purpose of this seminar is to provide participants with fundamental knowledge of aviation security practised in Japan.  Participants will also have the opportunity to exchange views in the field of aviation security among other participants and the lecturers from Japan, thus contributing to investigating applicable methods to improve aviation security in participating countries.

The capacity is about 20 persons every year. In 2003, 29 officials from India, Indonesia, Laos, Malaysia, Nepal, Philippines, Sri Lanka, Thailand, Myanmar, Mongolia, China, Egypt, Oman, Palastine, Brazil, Guatamela, Columbia, Peru, Kenya, Tanzania, Gambia, Sao Tome and Principe, Central Africa, Seychelles, Cook Islands, Fiji, Solomon Islands, Tonga and Samoa are expected to participate in the course.
