REPORTING PROGRESS TOWARDS LIBERALISING AIR SERVICES
At TPT-WG/18, SC/CT agreed that progress towards implementation of the agreed liberalisation agenda will be reported annually to Leaders through SOM.
Australia proposes that the report be based on consolidated reports to the attached questionnaire. Australia is prepared to coordinate these responses and, as with the questionnaire that formed the basis of the APEC liberalisation matrix, we will ensure that individual responses will remain confidential and the Report to SOM, cleared through TPT-WG, will be in aggregate.
Any additional measures that may be agreed from time to time may be included in the questionnaire as required. 
If member economies accept this proposal we should aim to report progress in implementing agreed liberalisation measures at TPT-WG/20.
Over time these annual reports, together with the voluntary reports submitted by individual economies, will provide a valuable record of progress in meeting the objectives on the Auckland Leaders Declaration.
