BACKGROUND
At the 18th APEC Transportation Working Group (TPT-WG) Meeting in Miyazaki, Japan, Australia presented a paper on a proposal to establish a Bilateral Training Projects Register.  It was noted that while it has not been normal practice to raise bilateral projects in the TPT-WG fora, individual bilateral projects are complementary to the overall work of the TPT-WG.

It has become evident that there are benefits in developing a register of bilateral training projects being undertaken between APEC economies.  The register will identify all existing bilateral training projects being undertaken between APEC economies, raising economies’ awareness of these projects and providing access to details of existing bilateral training projects.  This in turn may lead to other economies identifying similar training requirements and initiate projects to meet their specific needs.  This could also facilitate the development of multilateral APEC projects.

At TPT-WG18, most economies generally agreed on the usefulness of the proposed register and agreed to Australia commencing work on developing a bilateral training projects register.  

PROGRESS TO DATE

Australia has commenced work on the development of the projects register.  A copy of the proposed structure and content of the register is attached.  By way of an example, details of the Aviation Law Training Project being undertaken between Australia and Indonesia have been included in the register. 

FUTURE ACTION

In order for Australia to continue work on developing the projects register further, economies need to provide Australia with details of existing training projects which are being undertaken bilaterally between economies.  

When the bilateral training projects register is established, it is proposed that the register be posted on the TPT-WG website.

During the development stage, Australia will continue to maintain the register.

RECOMMENDED ACTION
· Australia seeks the Human Resource Development Steering Committee’s support to encourage economies to identify existing training projects which are being undertaken bilaterally between economies

· these training projects will then be placed on the bilateral training projects register

· during the development stage, Australia will maintain the register.
