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Procedure for establishing 

"Common APEC needs on ITS Standards Development"

1. 
Each Economy expecting to participate in the ITS Experts Group meeting should review the TICS Fundamental Services Summary as the basis for formulating their Economy's specific areas of interest along with a general estimate of level of interest. The Summary lists 32 named services and includes a high level statement of service content. (Additional descriptive material may be found in the referenced ISO Technical Report.) 

2. 
Each Economy should then identify up to five (5) named services that are of particular interest. This should be indicated on the Summary by an entry of the Economy's name in the column labeled "Economy Interest Level."  In addition to the Economy name, each Economy should enter a numeric level of interest (1 = interest, 2 = higher interest, 3 = highest interest).

3. 
Each Economy should then submit the Summary, filled out with their selections, to the ITS Experts Group Secretary.

4. 
The Secretary will aggregate the Economy selections, sorting the services based upon the number of Economies indicating interest. A list of named services having interest from more than one Economy will be presented to the Group as a starting point for discussion at the meeting. 

5. 
At the ITS Experts Group meeting, each Economy should consider expressing any particular views that help refine the focus or level of interest in a named service. The purpose of the discussion is to refine the aspects of the named service that may be of common interest.

6. 
The Chair will entertain a vote to approve the list as the basis for a communication to ISO TC204.
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
