Present Status of APEC PORT DATA BASE

Since it is observed that input and update of the data was quite a few, the operation manual for the database was distributed to enhance inputting and upgrading the data in the March 2001 Brunei meeting, however no significant changes are recorded.

The webmaster then appealed to each economy to contribute to the user’s demand.

Outline of the APEC PORT DATA BASE
The first version of the APEC PORT DATA BASE has been officially published in April 1998 during the Mexico meeting of the Port Expert Group.

The October 2000 Miyazaki meeting decided that this responsibility be transferred from Chile to Japan. 

Objective of the APEC PORT DATA BASE
The objective of the APEC PORT DATA BASE to provide public access to information on the main ports of Asia Pacific Economic Cooperation region, and to allow each port to update it directly via the Internet. 

Public and private ports of the 21 APEC economies may use freely the Port Database to inform their customers, ship owners and shippers of the cargo about their port facilities, services, equipment, cargo statistics, and management. All APEC ports input directly the information into the database thanks to a private password.

The Port Database includes in a single web address links to individual ports’ web sites, which can be easily found and visited by a single click.

Final users can use the powerful capacities of the database to realize specific queries, and get on line statistics, at the economy or general level, about the data input at the port level.
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Contents
The Home Page allows direct links to each of the 21 APEC economies. On the left side, it allows direct links to a Menu of general information About the Port Database and to the Menu of Statistics. Furthermore, it offers a direct link to the APEC Secretariat.
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The Economy Page shows a map of the selected economy and offers the list of all ports of this specific APEC economy available in this Port Data Base. 

The Port Main Page is identified by the name of the Port, and, when available, the logo and a photo of this port.

It is possible to view a map or another photo of this port pressing the appropriate button.

The detailed information of the port is available with a frame Menu on the left, which allows the links to the various detailed information on the port.
Location

The port geographical data, such as region or states where it is located, latitude and longitude, and the city nearest the port. 

Port Administration
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The type of organization of the port, the name of the manager, the address, phone, fax, email, and web site.
Climatology

The climate, the predominant winds, the average temperature, the mean waves, the rain and the tides.

Port Services

Repairing services, maximum ship repair capacity, number of tugboats and the capacity of the largest tugboat are indicated.

Cargo

The Overall Annual Tonnage and Type of Handled are available for every year that may have input the port administrator.

Terminals

On the Terminal Page, you will find general information about each terminal, such as the number of berths, the total length of piers, the size of the warehouses and stocking yards, and operational data (turnaround data, average ship waiting time). Indicative Prices of this terminal are also available, when the port has given them.

A terminal may have one or more berths. On the Berth Page, you may find detailed information about length, draft, depth, bits, fenders, cranes, and other operational information.

Local Transport

The Nearest Transport Means available and the percentage of those Transport Modes used by the port.

Destinations
The ports with which this port is trading, with the amount of cargo imported and exported.

Environment
Detailed information about dredging and environment has been considered important by the APEC Port Experts Group, and some ports have already input detailed information about those items.

Regulatory Agencies

The Agencies in charge of Regulation in this port, giving their name and specifying their responsibility.

Shipping Agencies

The list of the shipping agencies available in this port.

Documents

This button will link you to detailed text items input by the port administration, such as Marketing Advantages, Disposal Facilities or Entrance Procedures.

Summary

This hot link allows a quick view of the main items input by this port administration.

Other Ports

This button will link you to the other ports available in this same economy.

Port Data Base

Hot link to the home page.

STATISTICS

This is on of the most relevant feature of this port database, as it allows any visitor to generate on-line global statistics, at the APEC level or at a given economy level, on the most relevant data input by all port administrations.
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
