The Lead Shepherd will share the report of the e-APEC Task Force on the work plan to implement the e-APEC Strategy.  This is a discussion item.

On Human Capacity Building,  the Lead Shepherd will invite the TPT in recalling that the TPT has been approached to participate in the work of the APEC Human Capacity Building Coordinating Group (HCBCG).  The Lead Shepherd will seek the views of economies on how the TPT can implement  its work relating to the human capacity building strategy for the new economy. This is a discussion item.
On Gender Integration, the Lead Shepherd will solicit views on how the TPT  can integrate gender issues in its work and projects. This is a discussion item.
