4. VENUE

4.1. The venue for the 3rd APEC Transportation Ministerial Meeting is Los Delfines Hotel, which is situated in San Isidro, Lima’s most important financial and commercial district.
4.2. The Private dinner for Ministers / Heads of Delegation will be held also at the same hotel convention center.  The Ministers Private Dinner will be restricted to the Minister or Head of Delegation plus one senior transport official only.

4.3. The official media conference will take place after the conclusion of the 3rd   APEC Transportation Ministerial Meeting in the same hotel. Details of the Media conference will be provided in due course.

5. DELEGATION LIASON OFFICERS 
5.1. Member economies and observers are requested to advise details of their Delegations Liaison Officer (DLO) for all matters relating to the Transportation Ministerial Meeting as soon as possible.

5.2. Delegations liaison will be responsible for collecting their economies´ accreditation identification (ID), complimentary tickets and information kits, including delegates handbooks. Details regarding the time and place to collect these materials will be available in  a  subsequent circular.

5.3. There will be a briefing for DLOs before the Meeting. Details of the briefing will be provided in due course.

6. PERUVIAN LIAISON OFFICER

A  Peruvian Liaison Officer (PLO) will be assigned to each Minister (or Head of Delegation), the APEC Secretariat Executive Director and Heads of Observers Delegation. Selection of PLOs is currently being finalised and the list will be made available shortly.

7. REGISTRATION / ACCREDITATION

7.1. Like most other APEC Meetings, the 3rd APEC Transportation Ministerial Meeting will adopt an on line registration system to ensure expeditious, accurate, secure and efficient collection of data. Members are requested to contact their respective Accreditation Liaison Officer (ALO) to obtain details of the Internet registration arrangement. 

Each economy, the APEC Secretariat and the Observers are to appoint an ALO who will be given secure access to a registration web site (currently under construction). The ALO will then be able to input registration information for each delegate or member of the media accompanying the delegation (Annex B and C). 

Each economy is requested to fill out the Indicative Breakdown of the Delegation Form (Annex A) and should attach the full list of its delegates and official accredited members of the media, including their names, titles, and positions of the delegation. In the cases of media representatives, they have to mention the name of the organizations they represent. This information should be sent via fax to the addresses specified in the form.

Citizens of APEC Economies, holding  Diplomatic or Official Passport, can enter  Peru as Tourist citizens without the need of a Visa. Only citizens of Vietnam  need a Visa.

Citizens of member economies are advised to fill in the Embarkation/Disembarkation Card indicating tourism as purpose of travel (Item 15). 

For Official and Diplomatic Trips, citizens of member economies need a Visa with the exceptions of Economies that have bilateral agreement with us.  Please see the Chart.

9. HOTEL ACCOMMODATION

12. TRANSPORTATION

12.1. All designated hotels and meeting venue for 3rd APEC Transportation Ministerial Meeting can be reached by convenient transportation.

12.2. The Ministry of Transport, Communications, Housing and Construction will provide a chauffeur – driven vehicle for each Minister, Executive Director and Head of Delegation for the duration of the meeting. Ministers and Heads of Delegations will be met at Jorge Chavez International Airport on arrival and taken to their hotel. Their departure will also be facilitated.

12.3. Shuttle buses will operate between designated hotels and the meeting venue, Los Delfines Hotel, at regular intervals on May 7th, 8th and 9th , as well as for the airport arrival and departure.

12.4. To facilitate the transport of economies delegation, taxis service centers will be set up at airport, accommodation and meeting venues.

12.5. Delegates in need of alternative vehicles (taxis/mini vans) must take into consideration the driving and parking restrictions at the downtown area. Details on car rental companies will be provided at due course. 

13. PRIVATE / CHARTERED PLANE

All economies are requested to notify APEC Ministerial Meeting Preparatory Bureau, the number, type and purpose of private/chartered planes that will be used during APEC Ministerial Meeting.

14. INTERPRETATION FACILITIES

Interpretation booths and equipment will be available at the meeting venue for both the Ministerial Meeting, the Symposium and the private dinner.  Economies will be responsible for their own interpretation services. Economies are requested to advise whether they need the simultaneous facilities no later than ... (date to be determined). 18. GENERAL INFORMATION

PERU

Peru is located in the West-central part of South America.  It shares borders with Ecuador and Colombia to the North, with Chile to the South, with Brazil and Bolivia to the East and with the Pacific Ocean to the West.

Peru is considered to be the birthplace of significant pre-Hispanic civilizations and great cultures, such as the Chavín de Huántar, Mochica and Nazca cultures, from the Classical Period, the inter-regional civilizations like Tiahuanaco and Huari, as well as the Inca Empire in the high-Andean Plateau. 

 For nature lovers, Peru is a must-visit-destination and is one of the 20 largest countries in the world.  It has valleys, plateaus and 36 mountain peaks that rise over 6,000 m.a.s.l.  There are approximately 1,000 peaks over 5000 m.a.s.l. distributed among Peru's 20 snow-capped mountain ranges.

The country's main cities are Lima, Arequipa, Trujillo, Chiclayo, Piura, Iquitos, Huancayo, Huaraz, Ayacucho, Cajamarca, Ica and Cuzco, among others.

OFFICIAL NAME

Republic of Peru

AREA
Peru covers an area of 1,285, 215. 60 Km2.  Peru's claim of territorial seas extends out of 200-nmi from the Peruvian coast and includes dominion and sovereignty of the seabed and subsoil. 

CAPITAL CITY

Lima.

POLITICAL DIVISIONS

Peru is divided into 24 departments, 194 provinces, the Constitutional Province of Callao, and 1812 Districts.   

REGIONS 

Peru has three distinct topographical regions, the Pacific Ocean Coast, lined with deserts, beaches and valleys, the Highland mountain region, dominated by the Andes and home to the snow-capped peak Huascarán, rising 6,768 m.a.s.l. and the Amazon Jungle region, sheltering the largest natural reserves in the world, is under a vast area of lush tropical vegetation. 

ALTITUDE

Altitude with respect to sea level varies in Peru.  Coastal altitudes range from sea level to 500 m.a.s.l, with the Highlands at 500 m.a.s.l. to 6,768 m.a.s.l. The Amazon Jungle altitudes range between 1000 m.a.s.l. to 80 m.a.s.l. on the eastern Andean watershed.

WEATHER

It rarely rains along the Peruvian coast.  Nevertheless, there are two well-defined seasons: summer (from December to March) with temperatures of up to 27ºC (80ºF), and winter (from May to October) which is humid and cold with temperatures as low as 12ºC (53º F). Fog and slight drizzle are common during winter.  

In the highlands or Sierra, the weather is dry and temperate with two well-marked seasons: a dry season (from May to October) characterized by sunny days, very cold nights and little rainfall and the rainy season (from December to March) marked by heavy rainfall. 

The Peruvian Amazon forest's weather is humid and tropical and also has two distinctive seasons: a dry season (from May to October) and a rainy season (from November to March) with frequent rain showers and increased river levels and flow.

POPULATION

Peru’s population is estimated to be approximately 25 million inhabitants.  The population  average growth rate of 1,7%.  The Peruvian people comprises 49,6% men and 50,4% women.  Most of the population is young with children between the ages of 0-14 representing 33,9 % of the population with 61,4% of the economically active population between the ages of 15-64 while those 65 and older constitute l 4,7%. 

LANGUAGE

The official language is Spanish.

GOVERNMENT  
Democratic Republic.

Constitution in force: December 29, 1993.

Legal voting system: 18 years old, universal vote.

State Structure:

The Executive Branch: The President is  Alejandro TOLEDO who  assumed the presidency last July 28th (Head of State elected by a universal vote for a five-year term).

The Legislative Branch: Unicameral Congress (120 members elected by a “consolidated national district” system for a five-year term).

The Judicial Branch: Supreme Court (18 Supreme Court members), Superior Courts (284 Superior Court member), Lower Courts (specialized in civil, criminal, labor, agrarian, children and adolescent matters), Magistrate’s Courts. The Court of Constitutional Guarantees and the Public Ministry are autonomous and are not part of the Judicial Branch.

TOURIST ATTRACTIONS

Peru is a quiet, hospitable and generous country. The following places are worth noting and visiting:

· The Machu Picchu Arqueological Monument, citadel situated in the Department of Cuzco has built in the 15th Century and is one of the most important tourist attractions of Peru.  It is also one of the most extraordinary examples of landscape gardening in the world.  It is situated on a mountaintop from where the Urubamba River Canyon can be viewed.

· Sacsayhuaman Fortress, Cuzco. A masterpiece of Inca military architecture.  More than 20 thousand people took part in its construction polishing and transporting stones from far away quarries.

· Paracas Peninsula, Ica. The Paracas National Reserve is the habitat of countless migratory birds and sea mammals.  It is also an archaeological site where still remains the Paracas Civilization (9th Century B.C. – 3rd A.D.).

· Titicaca Lake, Puno, has 25 tributaries and covers a surface area of 8380 km2.  Lake Titicaca, located at 3812 m.a.s.l, is the highest navigable lake in the world. The Titicaca National Reserve has been established on the Peruvian side to protect wildlife.

· Arequipa, Peru’s second largest metropolitan area after Lima, lies in a fertile green valley dominated by El Misti, a dormant volcano.  Called the “White City”, most of Arequipa is built using cream-colored soapstone.  With no doubt, the gem of Arequipa is the Convent of Santa Catalina, opened to the public in 1970.  “El Molino de Sabandia”, a country mill, and “La Mansión de El Fundador”, are highlights outside the city.  For nature lovers, there are flights over a natural volcano field, excellent hiking or a trip to the Colca Canyon, deepest canyon in the world, and one of the few habitats of the Andean condor.

Arequipa is located at 2,335 m.a.s.l. 

· A frontier town on the banks of the Peruvian Amazon, Iquitos is Peru’s gateway into the Amazon forest. The city is a mixture of European and Indian architecture.  Most visitors prefer staying at jungle lodges along the Amazon.  Some can be visited on a day trip from Iquitos; others, farther downstream, require an overnight stay.  Although accommodations are primitive, inner jungle lodges are suggested; it features the best look at virgin jungle.  Iquitos is located at 100 m.a.s.l.

· Trujillo, named for the birthplace of Spanish conquistador Francisco Pizarro, is located in an area called “The Valley of the Eternal Spring” on Peru’s northern Coast.  The valley enjoys excellent weather all year round, and is the heart of the pre Inca Mochica and Chimu cultures.  Not to be missed the recently discovered complex of “El Brujo” -The Shaman-.  Painted in shades of blue, red, yellow, white and black, these friezes, depicting life-size warriors, dancers and mythical scenes, were treated by the Moche.  The Iturregui Palace is evidence of the prosperous colonial period, as are the wrought iron gates typical of Trujillo.

· The Lord Of Sipán


The royal tomb of the lord of Sipan, Lambayeque, built 1,800 years ago is one of the last wonders that Peru has brought for mankind.


The lord of Sipan was a “curaca”, a powerful dignitary of this rich region of the northern Peruvian coast.  The fact comes out of the big display that accompanied him to his last home.  The noble “Moche” appeared wrapped in offerings made of gold and jewelry. The reign was, actually, a big worship temple, where people from everywhere went.


At the same time it is known it was an important trading center with other Peruvian regions.


It’s the very first time that a tomb of these characteristics is found in Peru, and it has turned the eyes of new investigators among the amazing discoveries of this culture.


This finding will help to fill a gap of 1,200 years preceding the Inca’s civilization. It offers new evidences about this rich and refined, but at the same time, cruel reign.

PUBLIC HOLIDAYS

Of the many civic, social and religious holidays in Peru, the following are considered to be the most important ones: 

· May 1st -  Labor Day

· June 24th   - Farmer's Day

· June 29th  - Saint Peter and Saint Paul

· July 28th  and 29th - Independence Day of Peru

· August 30th - Saint Rose of Lima, Patroness of the Americas

· October 8th - Battle of Angamos Day

LIMA: CAPITAL OF THE 3rd TRANSPORTATION MINISTERIAL MEETING

The department of Lima is located on the West-central part of the country and covers an area of 33,820 Km2.  Its Pacific Ocean coast quickly gives way to rising mountains towards the East.  Lima is the political, cultural and economic center of the country and one of the main cities in South America.  The weather is mild and cool during most of the year with a high humidity rate with no significant rainfall.  

Conqueror Francisco Pizarro founded Lima, known as the "City of Kings," on January 18, 1535, on the shores of the Rimac River.  The valley was chosen for its strategic and geographic conditions.  During the 16th and 17th centuries, it was considered the most important and powerful city of Spanish America and the center of all commercial and cultural activities of the Vice-royalty.

In 1821, after intense political struggles, Liberator Jose de San Martín, proclaimed the independence of Peru, thus, establishing the Republic of Peru.

At present, the city has approximately 8.0 million inhabitants that represent around 35% of the country’s population.

WEATHER CONDITIONS

Summer in Lima runs from December to March with an average temperature of 25ºC (77 °F).  Fall is from April to June and winter is from June to September with an average temperature that varies between 11ºC and 15ºC (52°F and 59°F).  Spring runs from October to December with the average temperature in the month of October being 16ºC and 20ºC (61ºC and 68°F). 

For the meeting, it is advisable to bring mid-season clothing for the daytime and warmer clothing for the evenings. Relative humidity in this city is very high, between 95 and 98%. 

TOURIST ATTRACTIONS

Lima is a great cultural center filled with significant tourist attractions. Colonial houses and historical buildings dating back from pre-Hispanic times have a renowned architectural value. Some of the most important structures are: the Palacio de Torre Tagle, a palace built in 1735, that is a typical example of colonial architecture, the Palacio de Gobierno or Government House also known as Casa de Pizarro.   La Casa del Oidor (House of the Spanish Judges) is the oldest house on the Main Square. Some interesting churches to visit are the Cathedral of Lima, Santo Domingo Church, La Merced Church, and San Francisco Church. 

Other places worth visiting are the Rafael Larco Herrera Archaeological Museum, that safeguards a valuable collection of pottery, textiles, and gold and silverwork from the north of Peru and also features erotic ceramic pottery exhibits.  Also definitely worth a look are: the Pedro de Osma Colonial Art Museum displays furniture from colonial times, the Museum of the Nation, that traces the development of Peruvian culture, archaeological sites, engravings, and collections and also presents different cultural events, the National Anthropology, Archaeology and History Museum that exhibits a didactic and chronological exhibition of all of Peru’s ancient civilizations, the Gold of Peru and Weapons of the World Museum has a large collection of gold pieces, necklaces, ceremonial vessels and antique weapons from different parts of the world.

There are also other places which are part of the city's historical heritage such as:  Paseo de los Descalzos, a tree-lined promenade, Plaza de Toros de Acho, a bullfighting ring built in 1768 in the district of El Rímac, Puente de los Suspiros, a romantic bridge that has inspired many artists in the district of Barranco, etc. 

LOCAL TIME

CURRENCY

The official currency is the Nuevo Sol (S/.), which is divided in 100 cents.  At present, there are 10, 20 and 50 cent coins in circulation as well as 1, 2 and 5 Nuevos Soles coins and S/. 10, 20, 50, 100 and 200 Nuevos Soles banknotes. 

The US Dollar is accepted in most stores, restaurants, and gas stations at the current rate of exchange. The exchange rate is around  S/.   3.50 per Dollar.

CREDIT CARDS

Most establishments in Peru accept credit cards.  The most widely used are Visa, Master Card, Diners and American Express. The use of travelers’ checks is limited. Check with the establishment first to see if these are accepted.

BANKS AND CURRENCY EXCHANGE

It is advisable to change currency at hotels, banks and authorized money-exchange houses  (open from 9:00 h - 18:00 h). Banks are open only until noon on Saturdays.  The type of exchange rate in relation to the dollar is variable. Check before changing money.  It is important to have low-value coins and bills to facilitate business transactions, especially for taxi fares and purchases made at small establishments.

AUTOMATIC TELLER MACHINES

You can withdraw cash in Soles or US Dollars from automatic teller machines in Peru using the above-mentioned international credit cards. 

SALES AND SERVICE TAXES

An 18% General Sales Tax (IGV, Impuesto General a las Ventas) is charged on all purchases made in the country.

Prices displayed on articles do not include IGV, unless it is expressly indicated. Make sure a receipt is issued for any purchase made.

TIPPING    
Tips are not generally included in the bill, however, it is common to add 10% to the total amount of the bill before taxes for any service delivered.  

SMOKING

Smoking is prohibited in all public places according to Law 25357.  Some restaurants may have a special area for non-smokers. 

ELECTRIC CURRENT

Electric current in Peru is 220 volts. In addition, most four and five-star hotels offer 110-volt electric current as do the Hotels reserved for this Conference.

COMMUNICATIONS 

· International and local long distance phone calls can be made from public telephones.

· Country and city codes are found in most telephone booths.  For international calls, dial 00+ country code + the city code + the telephone number.

· Dial 103 for information.

· Dial 108 to speak to the long distance telephone operator.  Communication with any country in the world is available, as are the different types of calls: telephone-to-telephone, person to person and collect.
