TPT-WG meetings are excellent avenues for TPT-WG member-economies not only to discuss  TPT future plans but also to review the Operational Plan taking into consideration relevant directives from Ministers and Leaders. The TPT-WG meets twice annually and a Transportation Ministerial meeting is held every after three years.

This paper discusses basic arrangements for the 3rd APEC Transportation Ministerial Meeting and invites Economies to consider hosting future TPT-WG Meetings.

Arrangements for the 3rd APEC Transportation Ministerial Meeting
1. Administrative Arrangements

As host economy for the 3rd APEC Transportation Ministerial Meeting, Peru will brief the TPT-WG with the latest administrative arrangements during the TPT-WG/20 Meeting. Member-economies may recall that the 3rd Ministerial Meeting was postponed in view of the inability of most Transportation Ministers to attend owing to urgent domestic concerns brought about by the September 11, 2001 event. Attached, for information and guidance as Annex A, is  Administrative Circular for the 3rd Transportation Ministerial Meeting.
2. Meeting Programme
Although not finalized prior to the postponement of the 3rd APEC Transportation Ministerial Meeting,  member-economies are kindly advised to go over the attached Meeting Programme  (Annex B) as discussed in Honolulu, Hawaii.  It  consists of two segments: (a)  Senior Transportation Officials Meeting (STOM) which shall be held a day prior to the Ministerial Meeting, and (b) the Ministerial Meeting Proper which shall include a portion where Ministers will interact directly with industry drivers from different modes of transportation.   The programme likewise provides a provision for bilateral meetings between Ministers. Once the re-adjustments in the Ministerial Programme are approved in principle at the TPT-WG/20 meeting, the finalization of the same shall be left to the host economy.
To facilitate discussion of the ministerial  programme, economies are strongly encouraged to report to the TPT-WG whether their Ministers and previously invited speakers from the private sector are attending the Ministerial Meeting.
3. Updating of TPT-WG Report to Ministers
Economies may recall that Transportation Ministers were  provided with the TPT Report   prior to the postponed Ministerial. At TPT-WG/20 Meeting, there might be a need to update the same in view of recent developments and progress of activities of different expert groups and steering committees.  In submitting proposed updates, expert groups must obtain the necessary  clearance from their respective steering committee coordinators. The Lead Shepherd will appreciate receiving all proposed updates not later than Wednesday, 06 March 2002. For your information, attached as  Annex C is a   the TPT Report to Ministers which was prepared by then Lead Shepherd, New Zealand.   
4. Draft Joint Ministerial Statement (JMS)
The Joint Ministerial Statement (JMS), Annex D,  which will be issued by our Transport Ministers in Lima, Peru will serve as the mandate of the TPT over the next three years. At the TPT-WG/20 meeting, discussion of the draft JMS will be extensive, and might require overtime.  Expert Groups and Lead Economies contemplating to propose amendments or additional elements to the draft JMS must  coordinate with their respective Steering Committee Coordinators prior to submitting them to the Lead Shepherd not later than Wednesday, 06 March 2002.  From the point of view of the Lead Shepherd, there is no longer any need to redraft the draft JMS as it has gone through a lot of discussion. Attached is the draft JMS as of September 2001.  The Lead Shepherd did not make any adjustment so that Expert Group Chairs, Steering Committee Coordinators and Heads of Delegation would be guided where to commence  the discussion. 
5. Draft Joint Press Release
For your consideration, also attached as Annex E is the draft Press Statement of the Ministers immediately following their acceptance of the Joint Ministerial Statement.
