REPORT TO APEC TRANSPORTATION MINISTERS ON THE ACTIVITIES OF THE TRANSPORTATION WORKING GROUP SINCE THE 2ND MINISTERIAL MEETING, 1997

Response to Ministers’ Priorities and Directives arising from Victoria BC
Summary:

1
Transportation Ministers, at their second meeting in Victoria BC, Canada, 22-24 June 1997, renewed their mandate to the Transportation Working Group (TPT-WG), established their priorities, and gave specific directives for future work to be undertaken by the Group. 

2
The Group has substantially achieved all of the directives issued by Ministers in Victoria BC, and in many cases has moved to further develop projects initiated as a result of the second ministerial meeting.  Notable achievements of the Group since the 1997 meeting include:

· addressing air, maritime and land transport safety, and environmental and security concerns in the region;

· harmonising technical regulations for road vehicles;

· making eight recommendations for more competitive air services to economies, and undertaking further work in response to Leaders’ 1999 and 2000 statements;

· promoting an efficient, safe and competitive operating environment for maritime transport, and formulating actions for the improvement of port capacity and efficiency;

· identifying and developing training initiatives across the transport sector, including for women and youth.

3
It is time now for Ministers to renew the Group’s mandate, and in doing so, to look to the future needs of the APEC community in relation to developing an integrated, safe, efficient and environmentally sustainable transportation infrastructure in the region.  This report will assist Ministers in reviewing the progress of the Group. 

4
The following sections detail the Group’s response to specific directives in the Joint Ministerial Statement from Victoria BC.  For convenience, they are grouped in accord with the TPT-WG’s steering committee structure.  The action taken by the Group on each directive is explained in italics.

Steering Committee on More Competitive Transportation Industry including Infrastructure

5
“We recognise the benefits of reducing impediments to trade and investment in the Region and direct the Working Group to further its efforts to improve transportation systems to liberalise trade and investment in the region, and to liberalise trade in services in the transportation sector itself.  We direct the Transportation Working Group to work with other international fora to this end.  In addition, we support the goal of further facilitation and liberalisation of the multi-lateral trading system”.

The Group has undertaken specific work in air and maritime services liberalisation and facilitation, and its work on vehicle technical regulations harmonisation is aimed at trade facilitation, and improvements to safety, energy efficiency and environmental protection.  These activities are reported upon separately.  In April 2001, the Group agreed to a project identifying non-tariff restrictions in trade in the transport sector and developing a best practice model which can serve as a guide to the elimination or reduction of the existing barriers.  The project will commence in 2002. In July 2001 the Group commenced a project “Efficiency in the facilitation of international seaborne trade” which will facilitate and liberalise trade by improving and harmonising seaborne trade practices and procedures.

6
“We urge APEC economies to fully participate in the ongoing work of the Road Transport Harmonisation Project to implement a harmonised system of technical regulations for road vehicle safety and emissions.  In that task, we encourage dialogue with the UN/ECE in connection with its proposal to establish a global agreement on road vehicle regulations”.

Significant progress has been made by member economies under the Road Transportation Harmonisation Project (RTHP), led by Australia, towards harmonisation of technical regulations and certification systems. Nine economies have established action plans in line with guidelines recommended by the RTHP and others have expressed their intention to do so.   In April 2001, the Group agreed to commence a project to provide training and technical advice to assist economies to implement their action plans.  This project will commence in 2002.

Member economies have recognised the World Forum for Harmonisation of Vehicle Regulations (WP29) of the United Nations as the focal point for the development of global technical regulations, and members have been encouraged to participate in the WP29 work programme. 

Three economies have signed the UN/ECE “1958 Agreement” that is intended to develop uniform vehicle technical regulations and to allow mutual recognition of certifications based on those regulations.  Six economies have signed the UN/ECE 1998 “Global Agreement” that is intended to harmonise and develop global vehicle technical regulations.  Other economies have made significant progress toward participating in the activities of WP29 or have expressed their intention to join the 1958 Agreement and/or the 1998 Global Agreement.  The RTHP anticipates that the majority of the APEC economies will be fully engaged in WP29 by 2020.  To that task, the Group has agreed to seek closer cooperation with WP29 through liaison with the groups of experts under WP29. 

The RTHP has established ties with the CTI
 Automotive Dialogue under the Early Voluntary Sectoral Liberalisation (EVSL) framework.  The RTHP approved the “Principles of Automotive Technical Regulations Harmonisation” which were developed jointly with the Automotive Dialogue.  The TPT-WG is acknowledged as the principal APEC forum for technical regulations harmonisation activities
7
“We endorse the Model Mutual Recognition Arrangement for Automotive Product developed by the Transportation Working Group for use as a reference to facilitate trade in the Region and expect and encourage members to pursue opportunities, where appropriate, to enter into arrangements using this model.  We note that the Model could have other potential applications in the transportation sector”.

A mutual recognition arrangement regarding conformity of compliance has been concluded between two economies.

8
“We direct the Transportation Working Group to give consideration, across its activities, to measures that would promote transparency in regulations, resolve differences in conformity assessment and facilitate the mobility of transportation personnel by encouraging mutual recognition of professional qualifications”.

The Group commenced a project in 2000 to identify relevant factors in selected occupations to establish a model framework of recommended practices and a mechanism to facilitate mutual recognition and accreditation of qualifications.  This work is expected to be completed in 2002.

9
“Recognising the mutually complementary and supportive relationship between liberalisation, facilitation, and economic and technical cooperation, and noting the importance of promoting a more competitive transportation operating environment, on the basis of fair and equitable access to markets and opportunity for all member economies:

We endorse the Options Paper prepared by the Group on More Competitive Air Services with Fair and Equitable Opportunity (the Air Services Group).  Further, we instruct the Transportation Working Group to reconvene the Air Services Group to analyse and prioritise the eight options and prepare on a consensus basis, a recommendation on the options to be developed and how they will be implemented.  We direct the Transportation Working Group to submit for our consideration, by mid-1998, a comprehensive final report including recommendations on options to be implemented by each member economy as developed on a consensus basis by the Transportation Working Group”.

The eight options reported to Ministers in 1997 were analysed and prioritised as recommendations.  A final comprehensive report was provided to Ministers as requested, in August 1998, and since then member economies have reported, on a voluntary basis, progress towards their implementation of the recommendations.  These reports covered developments for more competitive air services through bilateral agreements and the conclusion of a plurilateral agreement among five APEC economies in May 2001.  In September 1999 the Auckland Leaders’ Declaration supported the implementation of the “eight steps”
 and identification of further steps to liberalise air services.  The Group notes that:

· while there is clear evidence of APEC-wide implementation of the recommendations, the extent to which they have been implemented varies considerably; views on the pace and direction for further liberalisation also vary;

· while the TPT-WG is the most appropriate forum for monitoring the implementation of the eight recommendations for more competitive air services, it is ultimately the responsibility of individual economies to continue to implement steps to meet the requirements of the Leaders’ Declaration;

· economies should be encouraged to continue to liberalise by the means most appropriate to individual circumstances in line with the overall APEC liberalisation agenda, provided that progress towards liberalisation of international air services is inclusive and transparent;

· each economy is encouraged to report annually to the Group on its progress towards implementing the eight recommendations (as widened and deepened in April 2001)
; those economies that participated in discussions to develop a plurilateral arrangement undertook to provide status reports; each economy may also include in its report comments on its pursuit of liberalisation in other fora.

Air services will be a permanent item on the Group’s work programme through the annual implementation reports.  When any member identifies scope for further action in APEC to implement the eight recommendations or for further APEC-wide coordinated action that member will raise it in the Group.  Progress towards implementation will be recorded through an annual survey and aggregated results reported to Leaders through SOM
; and if requested, the Group will share its experiences and the information it has gathered to date with other international fora.

10
“We direct the Transportation Working Group to develop a maritime initiative aimed at promoting an efficient, safe and competitive operating environment for maritime transport with as a first step the elaboration of a Mission Statement, which is to be finalised by the 13th meeting”.

The “Maritime Initiative” (MI) of the TPT-WG was set up in 1997 and is chaired by Japan.  A “mission statement”, aimed at achieving an efficient, safe and competitive operating environment for maritime transport was agreed in 1998.  A priority for the MI was the development of a Transparency Exercise Questionnaire (TEQ) into economy policies. Seventeen member economies provided information.  Following the assortment of the information, the MI analysed priority items such as support measures and market access.  The outcomes of the project provide a basis for future cooperation among APEC economies on international maritime trade issues.  The comprehensive report on the TEQ was finalised in April 2001.  The report highlights areas for liberalisation in the maritime transport sector, for consideration by the MI. 

The TILF-funded
 project “Facilitation of International Shipping” was carried out to study the impact of maritime policy reforms on international shipping, and to develop policy alternatives towards International Shipping Liberalisation.  The outcomes of the project provide a basis for future cooperation among APEC economies on international maritime trade issues, and will be the subject of discussion by the MI at the next TPT-WG meeting.

In 1999, the MI commenced discussions on issues related to the mandated WTO negotiations on maritime transport services (MTS), which were suspended in June 1996.  Information and views on the subjects have been exchanged among members, offering members the opportunity to understand and develop options and visions concerning the MTS negotiations.

A joint meeting between the MI and the Group’s Intermodal Task Force (ITF) was held to discuss intermodal issues related to maritime transport at the 19th TPT-WG meeting in April 2001.

11
We encourage economies to utilise and build on the results of the Transportation Congestion Points Study, particularly the “Best Practices Manuals”, and direct the Transportation Working Group to monitor its implementation.  We reaffirm our commitment to an efficient, integrated regional transportation system and direct that an Intermodal Task Force be established to provide guidelines, standards, and provisional options associated with an integrated transport system.

The Intermodal Task Force (ITF) of the TPT-WG was established in August 1997, to facilitate the implementation of an efficient, integrated, intermodal transportation system in the Asia Pacific region.  It is co-chaired by Canada and the USA.

The ITF immediately undertook an intermodal freight and passenger survey and developed projects for the “Identification of Needed Intermodal Skills and Development of Required Training Programmes”, and an “Intermodal Workshop”.  A consultant initiated work on the intermodal skills project in January 2000 and presented a report in October 2000, which concluded that significant gaps exist between what industry and governments are seeking in the way of intermodal design, planning, and management skills and what educational programmes now offer.  As a result, a further project, to develop the required training programmes, will be commenced in 2002.

The ITF has agreed on a future action programme that consists of the following areas: Harmonisation; Technical Applications; Intermodal Benefits; Passenger and Freight Interfaces; Air Cargo and Maritime Land Connections; and Logistics Management and Intermodal Skills Education/Training.  Future activities include an intermodal transportation symposium to be held in March 2002.

“In addition, we support the creation of an experts group to identify ”best practices” and methodologies for privatisation or corporatisation of transportation infrastructure projects.  Special attention is to be given to project transparency and the development of opportunities for the participation of small and medium-sized enterprises”.

13
“We direct the Transportation Working Group to work in cooperation with other APEC fora, such as the Infrastructure Workshop under the APEC Economic Committee and the Senior Environment Officials, in undertaking priority joint infrastructure-related initiatives”.

A workshop on the privatisation of transportation infrastructure was held in Indonesia in August 1997.  However when reviewing the Group’s Operational Plan in 1998 it was noted that other APEC fora existed to cover the issue of privatisation of infrastructure and the Group agreed that its work on privatisation could be regarded as complete.

14
“We support the Port Experts Group in its efforts to identify common issues and formulate actions for the improvement of port capacity and efficiency in the APEC Region”.

The Port Experts Group (PEG) of the TPT-WG was established in 1996.  Chaired by Japan, the PEG work programme was organised around six themes that focused on the improvement of port infrastructure; ports database; regional port development strategy; port administration, management and operation; environmental considerations; technical standards and technology development; and natural disasters and damage prevention measures.  The PEG completed work on the six themes in October 2000, together with a seminar entitled “ Earthquake Countermeasures in APEC Ports” and following a review of its work programme, has commenced work on four new themes: electronic port manifest; port and intermodal interface; port investment, and technical standards of the APEC region. The PEG is also considering studying other themes such as environment and disaster issues; and realisation of development projects.

15
“We note the emerging technologies in cargo, container and small package tracking systems that would enhance the speed and lower the costs of intermodal cargo processing and port clearance, and direct the Transportation Working Group to coordinate closely with the Telecommunications Working Group and the CTI Sub-Committee on Customs Procedures to determine best practices for APEC members as these technologies reach the stage of practical and economical application”.

The Group’s Electronic Commerce activities, led by Australia, have seen a number of activities related to the issues identified in the ministerial directive.  These include close collaboration with the Telecommunications and Information Working Group and the CTI Sub-Committee on Customs Procedures on the APEC “paperless trading” initiative. This is aimed at the reduction or elimination of the requirements for the use of paper documents in APEC cross-border trade, by 2005 for developed economies and 2010 for developing economies (or as soon as possible thereafter).

This initiative would enhance the speed and lower the cost of intermodal cargo processing and cargo clearance.  An electronic port manifest project is underway in collaboration with the PEG.  A website-based, “pilot” for electronic commerce training in maritime transport was successfully completed in March 2001 and an APEC Paperless Trading Demonstration Project (Electronic Transmission of the SANCRT message) commenced in July 2001. 

Steering Committee on Safe & Environment-friendly Transportation Systems (SC/SE)

16
“We reaffirm that transportation safety and security in the Region must remain one of the highest priorities of the Transportation Working Group and also recognise the importance of environmentally sustainable transportation to improving the quality of life for APEC citizens”. 

The Group convened a Transportation Security Experts Group to focus on multimodal aspects of transportation security.  It developed goals, terms of reference and a work programme in October 2000.  It will work towards developing standards in aviation security, taking into consideration current internationally recognised standards, and in conjunction with the TPT-WG’s maritime safety experts, it is addressing the issue of maritime piracy in the region.

17
“Conscious of the unprecedented growth in and globalisation of air transportation in the Asia Pacific Region and the associated civil aviation safety issues to which it will undoubtedly give rise, we endorse the objective of developing strong Civil Aviation Authorities within each economy.  We accept the Report of the Group of Experts on Aviation Safety and Assistance and its important civil aviation safety recommendations relating to: safety oversight; harmonisation of safety rules; prevention of air traffic conflict; the lease, charter and interchange of aircraft; and, accident and incident reporting.  We therefore direct the Transportation Working Group to review and bring forward for Ministers’ consideration, as a matter of priority by year end, appropriate mechanisms to implement these recommendations including a mechanism for advising Civil Aviation Authorities and for administering relevant resources”. 

The TPT-WG’s then Group of Experts on Aviation Safety and Assistance (GEASA) submitted its recommendations to Ministers by correspondence in November 1997.  The report proposed that the Steering Committee on Safe and Environment-Friendly Transportation Systems (SC/SE) be tasked with the monitoring of the implementation status of the safety programmes recommended by the GEASA. Monitoring was completed in October 2000.  The aviation safety matters raised by the GEASA are well understood and being implemented in the 16 economies that participated in the GEASA work.  It also appears that there are several worldwide aviation safety initiatives underway in which APEC economies are directly involved.  Consequently it appears that no further work is needed at this time as a follow up to the GEASA report.  The renamed Aviation Safety Experts Group (ASEG) of the SC/SE will continue to be responsive to any requests for future follow up work in these areas. 

18
“Recognising the significance of road transportation safety to an integrated transportation system, we endorse the establishment of a group of experts as a first step in enhancing road safety programs in the Region”.

The Group convened a Road Safety Experts Group (RSEG) in 1998, with Chinese Taipei as the lead economy.  The RSEG immediately surveyed economies on road safety policies and experiences.  It then evaluated the possibility of maintaining a common road accident database for APEC members, and prepared a report named “Improving Road Safety through the Establishment of Road Accident Database in the APEC Region”.  Although there are quite different vehicle classifications and data formats of accident data among economies, a common database could be established through a harmonised standard format in order to share the information and improve understanding of the problems in the region. 

The RSEG has identified twelve major road safety problems in the APEC region as well as having identified low-cost highly-effective counter-measures obtained from economies to deal with these problems.  According to the above results, the RSEG has prepared the first phase of a “Best Practice Manual ” as a reference for economies to improve their road safety.

In addition, economies have presented their research results and experiences, and provided information on road safety conferences.  The RSEG has sought information on the activities of other road safety organisations, such as the Global Road Safety Partnership (GRSP).  The RSEG also invited the Asian Development Bank (ADB) to give a presentation about accident statistics around the region as well as the plans of the GRSP and the ADB for improving road safety.
In the interests of preventing deaths, injuries, and economic losses caused by road crashes, the RSEG has agreed that its future work could focus on increasing cooperation with public and private sectors, promoting the implementation of economically feasible and highly effective measures, and continue sharing economy experiences for improving road safety.
19
“We direct the Transportation Working Group to establish an Experts Group on Maritime Safety to address maritime safety concerns in the Region.  We urge member economies to work closely with international organisations having competence in this field, such as the International Maritime Organisation, to develop programs and mechanisms to promote the implementation of, and compliance with, existing international rules and standards adopted by these organisations.  Recognising the key role of ship surveyors and inspectors in the elimination of sub-standard shipping and the protection of the marine environment, we support the consideration by the Transportation Working Group of establishing an informal consultative forum of classification societies to improve the effectiveness in promoting compliance with international maritime standards in the Region.”

The Group established an Experts Group on Maritime Safety (EGMS) in 1997 with Canada as the lead economy.  It has worked with international organisations, including IMO, to develop programmes and mechanisms to promote implementation of and compliance with existing international rules and standards.

In 1999 the Group completed a project entitled “Safer Shipping in the Asia Pacific Region - an integrated approach to developing appropriate regulatory and economic mechanisms to promote safer shipping in the Asia Pacific Region”. The Group commenced a project to identify “Optimum Maritime Administrative Structures and the Legal Framework for Safer Shipping in the Asia Pacific Region” in 2000, and this year has commenced a project to analyse the economic benefits of the provision of hydrographic services in the region.

An international symposium, "Safer Shipping in the APEC Region”, was held in March 2001, and its recommendations will be taken into account in developing the future work programme of the TPT-WG with respect to maritime safety issues.

20
“We recognise that the ability to access and harness new technologies such as Electronic Data Interchange, Intelligent Transportation Systems and Global Positioning Systems, and others as they emerge, will be essential to the improvement of the transportation system of the Region and we urge member economies to cooperate in research and development of new technologies and their application.  We also note that congestion can be exacerbated both by delays in applying new technologies as well as the inappropriate use of these technologies.  We request that the Transportation Working Group expand its current work to include new developments in infrastructure technology and to develop a framework of standards for the initial application of Intelligent Transportation Systems to vehicle identification, safety, location, and tolling.  The Group is to report to us by the end of 1998”. 

The Group convened an experts group on Intelligent Transportation Systems (ITS) to identify ITS standards requirements that should be APEC priorities; to facilitate establishment of ITS standards by the International Standards Organisation (ISO) which are consistent with APEC priorities; to promote the universal use amongst all APEC Economies of ITS standards established by ISO; and to share information among APEC Economies regarding ITS developments.  A vision statement/protocol for ITS standards was completed in 1998, and endorsed by Ministers in 1999 by correspondence.

The Group has taken a proactive approach to ensure harmonisation of ITS standards through its work with the ISO over the last year, culminating in a formal mechanism between the Group and the ISO “TC204”
 in April 2001.
21
“We endorse the Joint Policy Statement on Satellite Navigation and Communications Systems as recommended by the Transportation Working Group which calls for a series of cooperative actions to facilitate implementation of satellite-based navigation and communications systems in the APEC Region consistent with ICAO
 and IMO
 guidelines, and the establishment of an Advisory Committee to monitor these cooperative actions”.

The Group established a Satellite Navigation and Communications Systems (SN&C) Advisory Committee, with the US as the lead economy, in 1998.  It secured Ministers’ endorsement of retention of the spectrum band 1559-1610 MHz for exclusive use by radionavigation services, and coordinated Ministerial support for the retention of the current allocation of the spectrum band 1559-1610 MHz for the exclusive use of the aeronautical radionavigation and radionavigation-satellite services at the World Radiocommunication Conference (WRC) in 2000. 

The Group also established an experts group on Global Navigation Satellite Systems (GNSS) Implementation to promote implementation of regional GNSS augmentation systems and recommend additional steps to the SN&C Advisory Committee.

22
“We recognise the urgency of addressing urban congestion-related issues and the need to develop more efficient urban transportation systems in the APEC Region, including the development of a “best practices” manual based on findings arising from Urban Transport Forum meetings (Second Forum in Chinese Taipei, September 1997)”.

Under the leadership of Korea, the Group held a second Urban Transport Forum and then developed a “best practices” manual addressing urban congestion-related issues and the need to develop more efficient urban transportation systems in the APEC region.  The manual was disseminated to all economies in 2000.

23
“Following the completion of an inventory of existing regional cooperation arrangements with respect to oil spill preparedness and response, we encourage member economies to undertake the development and maintenance of sub-regional cooperative quick response contingency plans”.

The Group, led by the Philippines, produced a document, "Regional Co-operation on Oil Spills Preparedness and Response Arrangements", which advises members on methods to develop and maintain sub-regional cooperative quick response contingency plans for oil spill preparedness and response; and plans for neighbouring economies, including an inventory of existing arrangements.

24
“In our Declaration of Principles made today, we affirmed our commitment to the principle of harmonising Civil Aviation Safety Rules on ICAO standards across the Region.  We also support additional training of nationals of APEC developing economies and encourage greater international and regional cooperation including programmes such as the APEC Technical Transportation Exchange Programme”.

The Technical Transportation Exchange Programme was an early proposal of the Group, however following the second Ministerial Meeting, it was considered that sufficient opportunities existed for bilateral training exchanges between economies and that there was no requirement for the development of a formal regional programme.  The Group is active in other areas of training and development.

Steering Committee on Human Resources Development

25
“We believe that improving and strengthening transportation education and training through a comprehensive approach is key to the successful development of human resources in the transportation sector. We agree that a study be conducted to ascertain the existing standards of training facilities, instructors, examiners and curriculum for seafarers throughout the APEC Region. We also recognise the important role for a network of institutions that together would constitute a virtual centre of transportation research, development and education to access, harness and adopt new technologies for transportation. We ask that the Working Group monitor closely emerging skill needs in the transportation sector, particularly in the developing APEC economies, and consider appropriate responses”. 

The second phase of the Seafarer Training project was completed in 1999.  A third phase, to establish a network of uniform training is still being developed for consideration at the Group’s next meeting.  In the interim, specific training for maritime institutions was provided in 1999/2000 to assist selected economies meet new IMO Standards of Training, Certification and Watchkeeping.

A Virtual Centre for Transportation Research, Development and Education was established in website form in 1999.  As stated earlier, the Group commenced a project in 2000 to identify relevant factors in selected transport occupations to establish a model framework of recommended practices and a mechanism to facilitate mutual recognition and accreditation of qualifications.  The Group has also identified needed intermodal transport skills, and is developing training programmes.  

Other initiatives covered elsewhere in this report include training in electronic commerce, and training for the handling of perishable goods.

26
“We underline our commitment to women and youth by directing the Transportation Working Group to identify training and development initiatives to ensure that these groups are well prepared for career opportunities in the transportation sector and are available for APEC members to draw upon to meet the challenge of maintaining safe, environmentally sustainable, and competitive transportation systems within the APEC Region”. 

Under Canada’s leadership, a compendium of success stories covering the increased participation of women in the transport sector was completed in 1999.  Similarly Canada developed the Group’s response to the directive on the integration of women in APEC contained in the APEC Leaders’ Auckland Declaration, and developed the Group’s “Gender Criteria Toolkit” a guide for the preparation of gender requirements in all APEC project proposals and project evaluations.

Other Achievements and Activities

In a move to improve communications both within the Group and with the public, and to reduce the production of paper documents, the Group established its own Website in September 1998. First hosted by Australia, and now by Chinese Taipei, (www.iot.gov.tw/apec_tptwg) the website contains a full record of the Groups meetings and its projects, provides informative background on the Groups goals and objectives, and links to APEC-central and other transport-related sites.  

Conclusion

A seamless and safe transportation system is important in the facilitation of trade, and the provision of basic services throughout any society.  The trade and social goals of APEC cannot be pursued without consideration being given to transport issues in the Region.  Thus, the Transportation Working Group has a key role to play in the achievement of APEC’s goals.  

Following consultation at officials’ level, this report reflects the consensus of all member economies of the Transportation Working Group.
