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1. Ministerial Meeting and significance of the event 
The 3rd Transportation Ministerial Meeting was held in Lima, Peru from 6th to 9th May 2002. The meeting was attended by 19 Heads of Delegation, 2 representatives of the APEC Secretariat, Official Observers and 181 delegates of member economies.

The theme of the meeting was "Connecting APEC: Pathways to Prosperity".  According to APEC goals and the key role of transportation in the facilitation of trade, Ministers committed to effectively "Connect APEC".

In the Symposium the following issues were addressed: Passengers Transportation, Cargo Transportation, Human Resources Development, ITS, E-commerce and Prevention of the effects of and recovery from Natural Disasters.

An important conclusion from the Minister-Industry Symposium was the need to develop a proactive and close cooperation between the private sector and the government to restore the public confidence in the transportation systems, which was affected after the attacks on September 11th 2001, in the United States. 

Ministers met for 3 days and issued a Joint Ministerial Statement (JMS) which reaffirmed their commitment to APEC goals. They noted that despite the important progress made in transport and trade issues, it was necessary to strengthen cooperation and continue working jointly with the private sector to offer improved services to transportation providers and users in the region.

2. Outcomes of the Meeting

The main outcomes of the meeting were centered in the responses, future actions and directives given by Ministers in the Joint Ministerial Statement.

2.1. Ministers’ Response to Leaders directive on Counter-Terrorism (Shanghai, China, 2001)

In their Meeting of Shanghai China, in October 2001, APEC Leaders issued a Statement on Counter-Terrorism and called on Transportation Ministers "to actively take part in the discussions on enhancing airport, aircraft, and port security, achieve effective outcomes as early as possible, and assure full implementation and cooperation in this regard."

Following discussion, Transportation Ministers determined to:

· Commend the Group’s work in transportation security, and its swift reaction to APEC Leaders Shanghai Statement on Counter-Terrorism.  We endorse its efforts to strengthen and harmonize the aviation security framework, and to promote international cooperation among appropriate entities for the suppression of piracy and armed robbery.

· Condemn in the strongest terms, the misuse of any part of an economy’s transport system or its infrastructure for acts of terrorism. 

· Fully support the actions and initiatives being taken by ICAO and IMO in aviation and maritime security and resolve to take all necessary measures to prevent a reoccurrence of such terrorist attacks.

· Encourage APEC economies to accelerate their implementation of transportation security standards adopted within ICAO, IMO and other international organizations.
· Pay particular attention to enhancing regional cooperation on safety and security.

2.2. Priorities for Future Actions:

Ministers established their priorities for transportation as follows to:

· Eliminate barriers to a more competitive transportation operating environment across all modes, ensuring safe and sustainable transport complying with international safety and security standards.

· Promote economic and technical cooperation especially for developing economies, to assist them in achieving the Bogor Goals.

· Promote measures, taking into account advancements in technology, to enhance safety, security, environmental protection and energy efficiency.

· Promote timely rational investment in the region's transport infrastructure, and to encourage efficient use of existing infrastructure through the application of appropriate technology, trade and transport facilitation techniques.

· Cooperate to address institutional constraints affecting the efficient provision of transportation services in the region, including cross-border facilitation.

· Build human capacity in productivity, skills and efficiency of labor and management in the transport sector.

Likewise, Ministers instructed the Group to provide an annual progress report on the implementation of our priorities.

2.3. Specific Directives for the Group’s work for the following two years

More Competitive Transportation:

Transportation Ministers determined to:

· Endorse the work undertaken by the TPT-WG in the identification of barriers to market access non-tariff restrictions to trade in the transport sector; as well as in the development of recommendations and mechanism to address impediments.

· Instruct the Group to continue to develop recommendations for more competitive air services.

· Encourage the Maritime Initiative to proceed with further activities such as: promotion of mutual understanding; facilitation of WTO negotiations; regional liberalization and technical cooperation.

· Encourage, where appropriate, mutual recognition arrangements for the certification of automotive products by using the Model Mutual Recognition Arrangement developed by the RTHP.

· Endorse the target of eliminating the requirements for paper documents. Encourage the Group to continue to assist economies with appropriate advice towards this achievement.

· Encourage the PEG in its work to improve port capacity and operational efficiency. Request the Group to consider further prevention and recovery or mitigation work to tackle impact of natural disasters across all modes when developing its Operational Plan. 

Safe and Environment-friendly Transportation

Transportation Ministers determined to:

· Collectively support, in the World Radiocommunications Conference in 2003, the retention of the current frequency spectrum for the exclusive use of aeronautical radionavigation and radionavigation-satellite services.

· Endorse the continuation and development of that work especially the implementation of GNSS for all transportation modes and its use by other industries.

· Encourage cooperation among economies to improve aviation safety and security oversight capability in the region.

· Encourage the Group to consider enhancing its work by seeking cooperation with public and private sectors to address road safety as well as environmental concerns.

· Direct the Transportation Working Group to establish a project that will demonstrate the effectiveness of ITS technology and facilitate development of ITS standards that enhance interoperability amongst economies.

· Direct the group to take into account the recommendations arising from the Symposium on Safer Shipping in the APEC Region held in 2001.

· Encourage APEC economies to work within appropriate international fora to further strengthening the security standards that apply to international transportation.

Human Resources Development

Transportation Ministers determined to:

· Instruct the Group to apply the women’s framework at all stages of its work on HRD.

· Encourage economies to enter into mutual recognition arrangements for recognition of transport professional qualifications.

· Commend the work of the Group in identification of seafarers’ training needs and training towards compliance with the international Convention on Standards of Training, Certification and Watchkeeping for Seafarers.

· Commend the group for its work with respect to intermodal skills development and training and endorse plans to hold an intermodal transportation symposium.

3. Other issues

Transportation Ministers also determined:

Private Sector Participation: 

To call on the Group to encourage the participation in economy delegations of appropriate transport industry representatives wherever possible.

Individual Action Plan (IAP): 

That the Individual Action Plan be an instrument to allow the Group to monitor regularly the economies implementation status regarding the adoption of measures oriented to contribute to trade and investment liberalization in the transport sector.

Strategic Directive

To commend the TPT-WG for determining a strategic direction in 2000, aimed at facilitating the continued improvement of living standards in the APEC community.

4. Next Meeting 

Ministers agreed to meet again in Bali, Indonesia in 2004.
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
