APEC Management Issues

1. Counter-Terrorism Statement

The Lead Shepherd will present and discuss TPT-WG’s response to the Counter-Terrorism Statement of Economic Leaders in Shanghai, China last October, 2001. This is a discussion item.

The Lead Shepherd will likewise invite economies, on voluntary basis, to report on initiatives/activities they have undertaken  to address the issue of transportation security. This is a  discussion  item.

2. Broadening of the Osaka Action  Agenda

The Lead Shepherd will solicit the views of the three (3) Steering Committee Coordinators on how the TPT-WG can contribute to the Broadening of the Osaka Action Agenda in its current and future activities. This is a discussion item.

3. Shanghai Accord

The Lead Shepherd will solicit the views of economies particularly the three (3) Steering Committee Coordinator economies on how the Shanghai Accord  could be implemented/incorporated in the current and future activities of the TPT-WG. This is a discussion item.

4. Gender Integration

With reference to the Joint Ministerial Statement (JMS) issued by Transportation Ministers during their 3rd Meeting in Lima, Peru from 6-9 May 2002, the  Lead Shepherd will lead the discussion on how the TPT-WG can integrate  gender issues in its current and future work. This is a discussion item. 

5. Human Capacity Building

The Lead Shepherd will outline the status of TPT’s work with respect to the human capacity building.  He will encourage economies to propose project proposals which seek to address the issue of  developing human capital as well as the other applicable themes of the 1996 Manila Declaration on the Framework for Strengthening Economic Cooperation and Development. This is a discussion item.

6. e-APEC Strategy

The Lead Shepherd will solicit the views of economies on how the TPT can assist or participate actively and contribute concrete steps in the building of an agenda for the e-APEC Strategy. This is a discussion item.

VI.
TPT-WG Management Issues

1. Implication of the JMS to the Work Programme of the TPT-WG

In view of the issuance by Transportation Ministers of their Joint Ministerial Statement (JMS) during their 3rd Meeting in Lima, the Lead Shepherd will encourage economies to respond to the directives of Transportation Ministers and propose initiatives that call for either individual economy  or collective actions. This is a discussion item.

2. Process to Update the TPT-WG Operational Plan

With a view to making the work of the TPT-WG more responsive to the directives of Economic Leaders and Transportation Ministers, the Lead Shepherd will encourage Lead Economies to propose updates to the TPT-WG Operational Plan which was approved during the TPT-WG/20 Meeting in Manila last March, 2002.

3. Establishment of a Corp of Experts to Review TPT-WG Project Proposals

The Lead Shepherd will encourage economies to agree on the establishment of a corp of experts, within the TPT-WG, to review TPT-WG project proposals before submitting them to the Budget and Management Committee (BMC) for approval. This is a discussion item.

4. Arrangements for Future Meetings

The Lead Shepherd will invite economies to consider hosting future TPT-WG Meetings.  No economy has confirmed hosting of the 22nd APEC Transportation Working Group (TPT-WG/22) Meeting while one economy has expressed interest to host the 23rd APEC Transportation Working Group (TPT-WG/23). Indonesia will host the 4th APEC Transportation Ministerial Meeting. 

Particularly, the Lead Shepherd will seek the cooperation of economies which have not yet hosted a single TPT-WG meeting to consider hosting one TPT-WG in the future, especially TPT-WG/22. This is a discussion item.

5. Effective Communications

The Lead Shepherd will share his thoughts on how to continue maintaining effective communication system within the TPT-WG.

VII.
Review of the Agenda for the Final Plenary
