AVIATION LAW TRAINING IN APEC ECONOMIES
PROJECT UPDATE

BACKGROUND

· At TPT-WG 20 Australia submitted a project proposal for the delivery of an Aviation Law Training course for APEC economies

· the project proposal was endorsed at that meeting and submitted to BMC for funding, which was subsequently approved. 

OBJECTIVE
· To provide government and aviation industry sectors in APEC economies with a greater understanding of the role played by aviation law in regulating civil aviation in the international arena.

· The aviation law training course will be designed to improve delivery of aviation services in recipient APEC economies

· through a collaborative approach in training government and industry officials, the training course will deliver training that meets identified needs and equips recipient economies with the skills to conduct further training in their own right.

OTHER ECONOMIES’ INVOLVEMENT

· The Aviation Law Training Course is to be conducted in two stages

· Stage 1: a pilot project for one economy, will comprise two short, intensive courses, each of one week duration, in aviation law with an emphasis on international air law and regulatory practices in aviation

· initially the course will be offered to all APEC economies and the Project Steering Committee will select the recipient economy

· Stage 2: depending on the success of Stage 1, the project could be further developed and tailored to meet the specific needs of other APEC economies with additional projects to be undertaken in subsequent funding cycles.

PROPOSED METHODOLOGY

· The project is to professionally design, develop and deliver two short intensive courses on international aviation law in an APEC economy

· the course syllabus covers all major areas of international aviation law and regulatory practice as it applies to civil aviation

· the program will be delivered through a combination of lectures, seminars, case studies and small group exercises intended to assist senior personnel with legal or policy backgrounds

· the two courses will be conducted approximately eight weeks apart, allowing participants time to absorb material covered during the first course and seek feedback on that material during the second course.

BUDGET

· APEC funding approved for Stage 1 of the project is $US23,800, which is significantly less than the proposed budget submitted to BMC.  However, costs associated with the project include:

· engaging a consultant to undertake research and develop an aviation law training course for one economy

· the consultant will work with the recipient economy during development of the course to ensure the specific training needs of that economy are met.

· Economies should note that the reduced budget will require the recipient economy to contribute to the project through the provision of a suitable training venue and equipment required for presentations.  

PROPOSED ACTION

· Economies interested in receiving the training are invited to submit expressions of interest to the Project Overseer (Australia) by Wednesday 15 October 2002

· the Project Steering Committee will then select the recipient economy

· expressions of interest should briefly (in one or two pages) outline identified training requirements in areas such as:

· international aviation law / legal framework

· objectives and functions of International Civil Aviation Organization

· bilateral and multilateral international air service and air transport agreements

· aviation regulation

· airline liability

· aviation security
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
