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BACKGROUND

At the 18th APEC Transportation Working Group (TPT-WG) Meeting, Australia presented a paper on a proposal to establish a Bilateral Training Projects Register.  

The register will identify all existing bilateral training projects being undertaken between APEC economies, raising economies’ awareness of these projects and providing access to details of existing bilateral training projects.  This in turn may lead to other economies identifying similar training requirements and initiate projects to meet their specific needs.  This could also facilitate the development of multilateral APEC projects.

At TPT-WG18, most economies generally agreed on the usefulness of the proposed register and agreed to Australia commencing work on developing a bilateral training projects register.

DEVELOPMENT OF THE REGISTER

Australia has developed the structure of the bilateral training projects register, copy attached.  By way of example, details of a range of training projects undertaken between Australia and other economies in recent years have been included in the register. 

At TPT-WG19 economies agreed to forward information on existing bilateral training projects to Australia, so that this data could be placed on the register.  Prior to TPT-WG 20, Australia had not received any information on bilateral training projects from other economies. 

At TPT-WG 20, Australia sought support from the Human Resources Development Steering Committee to encourage economies to identify existing training projects being undertaken bilaterally between economies and forward them to Australia by 30 June 2002.  To date, Australia has not received any information on bilateral training projects from other economies.  

PROGRESS TO DATE

While Australia has encouraged economies to provide information on bilateral training projects, there has not been any information received to date.  A copy of the bilateral training projects register has been placed on the TPT-WG website http://www.iot.gov.tw/apec_tptwg/Steering Committee on HRD/papers discussed at the last meeting.

FUTURE ACTION

Despite economies’ support for this initiative at previous TPT-WG meetings, the lack of response from economies is disappointing.  If Australia is to continue work on developing the projects register further, and in order for the register to be a useful resource, then we urge economies to provide details of existing training projects which are being undertaken bilaterally.  It would be appreciated if economies could forward details of bilateral training projects to either heather.dye@dotars.gov.au or peter.siripol@dotars.gov.au by 31 December 2002.

In the sort term Australia will continue to maintain the bilateral training projects register.  However once it is established and populated with bilateral training projects from other economies, it is proposed that the register be hosted on the TPT-WG website.  

RECOMMENDED ACTION
· Australia seeks the Human Resource Development Steering Committee’s support to encourage economies to identify existing training projects which are being undertaken bilaterally between economies, and forward them to Australia.

· If there is no response from economies by 31 December 2002, this project will be withdrawn.
