At TPT-WG 21 the ITF final report was presented and accepted as final by the More Competitive Transportation Industry Steering Committee.

At TPT-WG 21, the ITF noted the need to enhance security throughout international and domestic supply chains in the APEC region while facilitating the efficient cross-border movement of legitimate commerce.  The ITF agreed to urge economies to implement the intermodal aspects of the Safe Trade in the APEC Region (STAR) initiative.  Additionally, the ITF agreed to take a greater leadership role in intermodal skills identification and education.

This project is to conduct analysis of sea and air container tracking and tracing technology developments in Asia Pacific economies, and undertake case studies which examine the application of these technologies and their integration across supply/demand chains between economies.  The successful consultant will be selected by October 2002 with work to commence also in October 2002.

Mutual Recognition of Transport Professional Qualifications

(Lead Economy:  Australia)






Response to directions by the Transport Ministers for the TPT-WG to give consideration to measures that would promote transparency in regulations, resolve differences in conformity assessment and facilitate the mobility of transport personnel by encouraging the mutual recognition of professional qualifications.

Ministers at their 3rd meeting in Peru, May 2002, instructed the working Group to “enhance the mobility of transport professionals in the region through mutual recognition”.


The proposal for this project was endorsed at TPT-WG 15.  APEC funding was approved for 2000 and 2001.  A survey was undertaken during 2000 of a small number of selected professions, with emphasis on ascertaining entry requirements, examples of cooperative practices with other economies, and barriers/impediments to professional recognition and reasons for these.

TPT-WG 18 received a report of the consultant’s work and agreed to move to Stage 4 (final) of the project, being the development of a best practice mutual recognition framework.

TPT-WG 19 considered a work-in-progress report on Stage 4 of the project. 

An update was provided to the TPT-WG at its 20th Meeting.  

TPT-WG 21 endorsed the final report on Stage 4 of the project and agreed the implementation of Stage 5. A project proposal for stage 5 will be submitted for consideration at TPTWG22, trialling the mutual recognition model for the logistics manager profession.


Completion of a survey. Identification of relevant factors in the selected transport occupations to establish the scope for a practical mutual recognition model.

Gender Project Team

Lead Economy: New Zealand








To implement within the TPT-WG, the framework for the Integration of Women in APEC


At the TPT-WG 17, it was agreed the Gender Project Team would continue to exist for the duration of the 24-month transition period established by the Framework to ensure that the TPT-WG remains fully aware of the implications of the Framework and is successful in implementing it. 

In that respect the TPT-WG 17 endorsed a document entitled “Implementation of the Framework for the Integration of Women in APEC: A proposal for the Transportation Working Group." At the TPT-WG 17 a Gender Information Session was provided by a representative of the SOM Ad hoc Group on Gender Integration.

The TPT-WG 18 reconfirmed its endorsement of the Framework and noted the SOM III recommendations to Ministers and tasked the Gender Project team to take all necessary actions to ensure the TPT-WG is able to fully implement the Framework. 

New Zealand indicated its interest in taking over as project leader at TPT-WG 20. 

At TPT-WG 21 New Zealand agreed to continue as the TPT Gender Focal Point if no other economy volunteered to assume this role. New Zealand will prepare a list of TPT Gender Focal Points in APEC economies.

Seafarers Training

Lead Economy: Indonesia






To continue the seafarers training project to meet seafarers’ training needs in the APEC region. To study existing maritime training institutions and training equipment in each member economy.


The consultant for Phase II, China Maritime, provided a final report at TPT-WG/17 analysing 52 major maritime institutions in 18 APEC economies.  The Steering Committee accepted the report and phase II is now completed.


This project will promote the provision of high quality instruction for seafarers consistent with the requirements of the revised provisions of the International Convention on the Standards of Training, Certification and Watch keeping for Seafarers (STCW) 1978/ amended 1995.

The implementation of international standards with respect to seafarers training.


Seafarers, shippers, Shipowners and businesses depending on ocean-going transport, as well as maritime training institutions.


Indonesia submitted a proposal for Phase III to TPT-WG21. The proposal was accepted as a concept paper and it was agreed that the Maritime Safety Experts Group would provide inputs in order to enrich the proposal.
The project Phase III, seeks to set up a network system of standardized seafarer’s training via a harmonized curriculum and syllabus for each training program prescribed in Phase-II, detail procedures of exchanging instructors, standardize onboard training, list Mandatory and Recommended training facilities and equipment for each training program prescribed in Phase-II and the use of training facilities and equipment among APEC Member economies.



The standardized seafarer’s training will benefit all APEC economies as a basis for mutual recognition of certificates and professional competence of seafarers.


Aviation Law Training in APEC economies

Lead Economy: Australia







In response to Transport Ministers instructions “to address specific training and education needs”, and to provide government and aviation industry sectors in APEC economies with a greater understanding of the role played by aviation law in regulating civil aviation in the international arena


The aviation law training project was approved by the BMC in July 2002. A tender exercise will be undertaken in Oct/Nov 2002 and the training program will be delivered in one APEC economy by mid-2003

Identification of Needed Intermodal Skills and Development of Required Training Programs

(Lead Economy:  Canada)







Phase 1 of this project was presented at TPT-18. The Phase 2, the development of a training program, project proposal was presented and approved at TPT-19.

The RFP for Phase 2 will be posted on the APEC TPT website in October 2002
The outcome of this project proposal will be the development of training program of 1 week duration for inter-modal skills development.  The course will be presented as a pilot in a selected APEC economy.

The RFP will be posted in October 2002 with the consultant selected by November and the project completed by Dec 2003

The development of the training course will provide the basis for inter-modal skills development within the APEC region
APEC economies that currently lack inter-modal training skills development will benefit from the initiation of this program

Identification of Competency Standards for Perishable Goods Handling and Development of Training Programs 

(Lead Economy: Australia) 







October – December 2002: Task One - commencement of project (scoping for surveys and interviews; desk-top surveys in all APEC economies);

January – March 2003: Tasks Two and Three – fact-finding visits to three ‘demonstration’ economies with different levels of cool chain market maturity and report preparation; identification of competency standards and benchmarking standards against multi-national cool chain operators; and 

April – July 2003: Tasks Four and Five – development of training program and learning aids templates and a draft final report to TPT-WG23.


The expected outcome is the development of ‘grass roots’ training templates/programs for unskilled workers and their supervisors with particular emphasis on economies in which workplace/ employment structures may not be clearly defined and the workforce may have minimal formal education.

Project to be finalised by July 2003.
The project’s outcomes are expected to be improved cool-chain management practices through better understanding of perishable product requirements, the importance of partnerships and better qualified personnel. The project will also encourage up-skilling of Government officials and workers in rural communities, improving knowledge and awareness and giving rural communities better access to markets and greater economic well-being.


The project is applicable to all APEC economies, with special attention to levels of market maturity (well-developed, developed, and developing).

Beneficiaries: cool-chain operators, elements of the perishable goods cool chain (farmers, packers, wholesalers, and transporters, cool chain supervisors); transnational supermarket chains.

· A seminar on electronic commerce was presented in April 1999 in conjunction with TPT-WG 15.

· The Satellite Navigation and Communications Advisory Committee and the Intermodalism Task Force co-hosted the Forum on Intermodalism and Satellite-based Transportation Technologies in Singapore in May 1999.

· In 1999, the Ports Experts Group completed the development of the web-based Port Information Database.

· Phase II of the Seafarers Training Project was completed in 1999.

· The Virtual Centre for Transportation Research, Development and Education was established in website form and unveiled at TPT-WG 15 in 1999.

· An APEC International Road Vehicle Standards Harmonisation Seminar was held in Mexico City in April 1998.

· The TPT-WG web site was established in September 1998 to encourage the use of the Internet to disseminate information within the Working Group and promote on-line discussion using list servers.

· The Electronic Data Interchange commercial messages trial project was completed in October 1998.

· Based on  the Transparency Exercise Questionnaire, the Maritime Initiative Group prepared a report outlining an inventory of maritime transportation policies and practices, which was completed in October 1998.  This group also developed the Maritime Mission Statement in the same year.

· The TPT-WG submitted an issues paper on paperless trading, focusing on the requirement for regulatory and institutional paper documents for the key messages relevant to international trade, to the former APEC Electronic Commerce Task Force work program. 1997

· The model Mutual Recognition Arrangement for Automotive Product was developed in 1997 and  endorsed by APEC Transport Ministers.

· A workshop on the Privatisation of Transportation Infrastructure was held in August 1997.

· In 1997, the Group of Experts on Aviation Safety and Assistance prepared the report entitled “Aviation Safety in the APEC Economies: Report to APEC Transport Ministers, June 12, 1997”, detailing safety recommendations for the region and means for the implementation of these recommendations.  This report was later endorsed by the APEC transportation ministers.

· The Air Services Group developed the Options Paper for More Competitive Air Services with Fair and Equitable Opportunity in 1995, which was endorsed by Transport Ministers in June 1997.  In 1997, the group developed a further paper prioritising the options identified in the 1995 report.

· Urban transportation fora were held in November 1996 and September/October 1997.  Based on the results of these, the Korea Transport Institute (KOTI) has undertaken the development of a best practices manual identifying the best methods to address urban transport problems, which will be completed in 2000.

· The Transportation Congestion Points Study was completed in 1997 and, as a result, a Best Practices Manual and Technical Report for Eliminating Traffic Congestion Points was produced.

· A comprehensive study was completed on Satellite Navigation and Communications Systems, resulting in a Joint Ministerial Policy Statement and the creation, in 1997, of the Satellite Navigation and Communications Advisory Committee.

· In 1997 the Working Group completed an inventory of existing Regional Cooperation Arrangements with Respect to Oil Spill Preparedness and Response.

· In 1997, a database on Transportation Technology Research was made available on the APEC Secretariat web site.

· The Port Experts Group started work on six “themes”:1) Port Database (Chile,) 2) Regional Port Development Strategy (China,) 3) Port Administration, Management and Operation (Thailand,) 4) Environmental Consideration (United States) 5) Technical Standards and Technology Development (Chinese Taipei) and 6) Natural Disasters and Damage Prevention Measures (Japan.)

1996

· In 1996, the TPT-WG completed a survey on aviation personnel licensing requirements in the APEC region.

1995

· A survey of Air Traffic Control Licensing Requirements was carried out in 1995, after which a contact list of licensing authorities was established.
