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AVIATION LAW TRAINING IN APEC ECONOMIES
OBJECTIVE
· To provide government and aviation industry sectors in an APEC economy with a greater understanding of the role played by aviation law in regulating civil aviation in the international arena.

· The aviation law training course will be designed to improve delivery of aviation services in the recipient APEC economy

· through a collaborative approach in training government and industry officials, the aviation law training course will deliver training that meets identified needs and equips recipient economies with the skills to conduct further training in their own right.

PROPOSED METHODOLOGY

· The project is to professionally design, develop and deliver a training course on international aviation law

· the program will be delivered through a combination of lectures, seminars, case studies and small group exercises intended to assist senior personnel with legal or policy backgrounds

· detailed course materials will be provided to all participants.

· The course syllabus covers all major areas of international aviation law and regulatory practice as it applies to civil aviation

· there will be particular reference to issues of special importance to the recipient economy.

BACKGROUND

· At TPT-WG 21 Australia sought expressions of interest from economies interested in receiving the Aviation Law Training Project.

· Australia also invited other economies to join the Project’s Steering Committee (PSC)

· Canada and the USA subsequently agreed to join the PSC.

· The two economies that submitted expressions of interest for the project were Singapore and Thailand, with Thailand being selected as the recipient economy by the PSC. 

PROGRESS TO DATE

· As noted at TPT-WG21, BMC approved funds for USD 23,800 which was significantly less than the proposed budget submitted to BMC

· due to the reduced budget, Australia had grave concerns about our ability to provide a quality training project for the limited funds available

· as a result, Australia sought approval from the BMC to secure the services of a sole provider to conduct the training

· this request was subsequently approved.

· The project Aviation Law Training in APEC Economies was developed for APEC economies and modelled on an aviation law training project specifically developed for Indonesia

· the Indonesian project was conducted through the APEC Support Program administered by the Australian Agency for International Development (AusAID)

· in July 2000 the Department of Transport and Regional Services (DoTARS) conducted a tender selection process to engage a consultant to conduct the Aviation Law Training Project in Indonesia

· Mr Leighton Morris from Monash University was selected as the training provider based on his extensive experience in the delivery of specialist tertiary-level aviation law courses, the course syllabus, project schedule and general course outline.

· Australia recently approached Mr Morris to determine his interest in undertaking the project

· Mr Morris has advised that he would be pleased to undertake the training project.

PROPOSED ACTION
· Australia will now make arrangements with the APEC Secretariat for preparation of the contract.

· Due to the reduced funding and the delay in gaining approval for services of a sole provider, there has been some slippage in the proposed timing for the delivery of the training project

· the project will now be completed by December 2004.
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
