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APEC Aviation Security Audits Project:

Preparation for ICAO Universal Security Audits Program Audits.

APEC TPT-WG has joined with an external organization, ICAO, to develop and deliver a seminar to assist APEC economies to prepare for the ICAO Universal Security Audit Program (USAP) audits.  This project is being overseen by Canada.

With the collaboration of ICAO officials based in Montreal, Canada, and with the support of APEC colleagues from Thailand, United States and New Zealand serving on the Steering Committee, a Request for Proposals has been developed and will be forwarded to the APEC Secretariat for posting on the APEC Website.  Moreover, Canada’s Head of Delegation will forward a copy of the RFP to her colleague APEC HODs for advertisement and distribution in their economies.  

The Seminar will be held from March 31 to April 2, 2004.  Singapore Civil Aviation Authority has graciously offered the use of meeting space in its Academy as a venue for the seminar and break out meetings.

This is a 3 phase project with the development and delivery of the seminar being Phase 1.  A proposed Phase 2 would focus on assisting economies to draw up action plans to achieve compliance with the USAP recommendations.  Phase 3 would be proposed to assist economies to implement the action plans.  
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
