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1. The United States chaired the fourth Transportation Security Experts
Group (TSEG) meeting on Thursday and Friday, August 28-29, 2002. Eight
economies attended including Australia, Canada; Hong Kong, China; Japan;
Korea; New Zealand; Chinese Taipei and the United States.

The US continues to Chair the TSEG utilizing two co-chair persons; one from
US Department of Transportation and one from the Department of Homeland
Security.

2. New Zealand reported on the Fourth Inter-sessional Meeting of the
Aviation Security Experts Subgroup (ASES) meeting, which was held in Hong
Kong, China, August 23-24, 2003, in which twenty-one participants from
eleven economies participated. New Zealand Chaired the Subgroup. As a
follow-up to the Subgroup’s meeting in Bangkok, Thailand, progress reports
were made on the application of human factors in aviation security and
implementation of hold baggage screening. The Subgroup noted and accepted
the work accomplished by the working groups. Additionally, the ASES
reported fourteen recommendations (see attachment 1) to the Transportation
Security Experts Group Meeting for their support and submission to the
Steering Committee on Safe and Environment-Friendly Transportation. 

Hong Kong, China, named to accepted the post of Deputy Chair of the ASES.
The next meeting of the ASES will be prior to the ICAO AVSEC Panel meeting
in May 2004 at a venue to be determined.

3. As was noted in previous reports, the TSEG is actively responding to
the October 2001 APEC Leaders’ Statement on Counterterrorism and the
Declaration by organizing anti-terrorism projects. Original projects
included a piracy and maritime security conference, a security technology
conference and workshop dealing with 100 percent baggage screening, a
feasibility study for a terrorism crisis management exercise, and a survey
of training requirements and capabilities, including the development of a
training database.

4. September 8-9, 2003 the APEC High-Level Meeting on Maritime Security
will be held in Manila, Philippines. Topics for this conference will
include piracy, terrorism and the costs of maritime security. Presentation
of the New International Requirements in Maritime Security/ Country/Economy
Presentations on Maritime Security Concerns as well as initiatives from the
perspective of an international maritime organization, the government and
business sector. The new security requirements set by the International
Maritime Organization (IMO) will provide a background for the discussions.

5. The USA reported that the seminar on promoting 100% baggage
screening project took place August 26-28, 2003 in Hong Kong, China and was
a great success. The HBS Symposium was attended by 110 individuals from
thirteen economies including Australia; Brunei Darussalam; Canada; Hong
Kong, China; Chinese, Taipei; Japan; Korea; Malaysia; New Zealand;
Philippines; Singapore; Thailand and the USA.

The meeting format was that of a seminar including sessions on technology,
human factors, case studies on best practices and a workshop on technology
needs assessment. While attendance was good the audience did not include
many of the developing economies of APEC who would have benefit most from
the information presented. A detailed report of the outcomes and lessons
learned was developed and will be briefed during TPT-22, September 1-5,
2003. (See attachment 2)

6. Hong Kong, China reported that the training survey and database
development continues. The initial survey document was be issued in the
December 2002 – January 2003 and a follow-up request for information again
in April 2003. At this time Hong Kong, China has received responses from
few economies. The Chair made a request that all economies provide the
information by as soon as possible and not later than October 1, 2003. The
survey form has been re-sent to economies by the ASEG. In the survey the
project overseer requested member economies to identify training
opportunities in their respective economies that may be submitted to the
training database. Hong Kong, China will maintain the database for three
years. 

7. The USA reported that the first of up to three seminars proposed for
the crisis management exercise took place in August 2002 in Washington, DC.
Representatives from 3 of the 4 participating economies (Russia, Singapore,
and the USA) attended the first meeting. The primary objective was to
establish the feasibility of conducting a videoconference, web-enabled game
or exercise that demonstrates a variety of mitigation initiatives that can
be used to reduce the consequences of terrorism. The CME is at a standstill
due to difficulties with funding. 

Because advance was not available, the lead researcher paid for travel and per diem expenses to support the first meeting from his personal funds. The delay in reimbursement left him
reluctant to continue. Russia has expressed an informal interest in taking
the lead, but will require an advance funding arrangement to do so. The
Secretariat should give consideration to providing advance funding for this
project.

8. Chinese Taipei announced that they will host an International
Symposium On Aviation and Maritime Security. The symposium will be held in
Taipei December 7-10, 2003 and is open to all industry, government and
academia. The theme of the conference is “The New Challenge of International
Transportation Security”. In conjunction with the conference, an exhibition
center will be organized to showcase state-of-the-art security systems,
equipment, and services. The conference addresses six areas – threat
analysis; security technology and training; strategic security programs;
impacts on transportation industry; security organizations and crisis
management; international cooperation and experience sharing. The Chair
encouraged APEC economies to attend or support the conference. Additional

9. Canada provided an insightful update on the ASES/TSEG project
related to the ICAO Audit Program. The project is designed to assist
economies in preparing for ICAO Audits. A second proposal under development
proposes to support to economies with the development of an action plan to
address areas needing enhancement following ICAO Audits. The initial
project proposal was approved under an urgent funding request. The first
seminar of this program will take place at the Singapore Aviation Training
Center in September 2003 and will be attended by APEC economies anticipating
ICAO Audits. 

10. A briefing was provided to the TSEG by US Customs on the Container
Security Initiative (CSI) by Representatives of the US Customs Office, Hong
Kong, China. The briefing emphasized working closely with local
counterparts; minimum intrusiveness and potential benefits to commerce
through pre-clearance. The objective of this program is to identify
containers suspected of containing a potential weapon of mass destruction.

11. A member of the US delegation briefed the TSEG on Operation Safe
Commerce (OSC), a programs designed to facilitate commerce through improved
supply chain security. Additionally, the varying roles of the the
Transportation Security Agency (TSA) and the Department of Transportation
(DOT) were explained. TSA, as the lead agency for transportation security
operations, is the primary grant coordinator of OSC. DOT, as the the
primary Federal agency responsible for transportation mobility and safety,
has a critical role in ensuring that OSC projects not only deliver security
benefits, but also enhance the efficiency of the various supply chains
selected for awards under the program.

12. The Chair opened the floor for a discussion of new projects. The
new International Ship and Port Security (ISPS) requirements that come into
force in July 2004 involve a wide range of elements in port security plans,
access controls, training, etc. These will place a major strain on some
economies. Canada suggested that the Project Proposal #TPT02/2003T might
provide a useful template for a training project to ensure increased
compliance throughout the APEC region with these mew maritime security
requirements, especially among the lesser developed economies. A team
consisting of USA, Australia, and Singapore was formed to develop this
project and [Dan: check with Ted. I think this & the next 2 paras. Should
end with “and will prepare a project proposal to be presented at TPTWG-23]
will report out at the next TSEG/TPT-23.

13. Members of the TSEG recognize the need for continued outreach
efforts in the area of Hold Baggage Screening with less developed economies
within APEC and also with the economies from which passengers are fed into
the airports of APEC economies. A suggestion that funds remaining from the
recent 100% HBS Symposium held in Hong Kong, China be used to conduct
outreach seminars for APEC economies not in attendance with invitations
extended to neighboring economies whose passengers travel to APEC airports.
A team consisting of Canada, Japan and New Zealand was formed to develop
this project and will report out at the next TSEG/TPT-23.

14. Discussion of project proposals supporting the STAR initiative.
During the ASES, New Zealand pointed up the need for improved hold
baggage/cargo authorization procedures to ensure everything in the hold of
the aircraft has been authorized to be loaded and has been appropriately
screened. Further discussion during the TSEG suggested that this might be
an appropriate topic for an APEC project. A team consisting of Japan,
Chinese Taipei and the USA was tasked to research the project and report out
at the next TSEG.

15. The Co-chairs note with deep regret the pending retirement of Mr.
Ted Davies, Chair of the Steering Committee on Safe and Environment-Friendly
Transportation Systems. Mr. Davies was instrumental in forming the TSEG as
a forum to address security in all modes of transportation (including
inter-modal). We will sorely miss the advice, counsel, and support he has
provided throughout TSEG’s existence.



TSEG Recommendations to the Steering Committee:

a) Endorse the Transportation Security Experts Group’s final report;
b) Note the work of the Aviation Security Experts Subgroup and
progress made in the areas of Human Factors and Checked/Hold Baggage
Screening and Crisis Management;
c) Support the TSEG plan to continue outreach efforts in the area of
100% hold baggage screening to lesser developed economies and neighboring
economies through additional seminars and conferences using existing and
future funds;
d) Urge economies to actively participate in the pending
APEC-sponsored counter-terrorism projects;
e) Endorse the Subgroup’s nomination for observer status on the ICAO
AVSEC Panel;
f) Support the Subgroup’s development of an AVSEC training proposal;
g) Support the Subgroup’s selection of a Deputy Chair;
h) Note that a project proposal process workshop should be held during
the next TPT-WG meeting; and
i) Note that the STAR Initiative was discussed and that in principle,
economies can support the concept of the Initiative.

· Action: The Chair to distribute to all economies the outcomes of
this initiative.
· The Chairman has produced a paper on Quality Control of Security.
It is recommended to economies that they use this document for guidance on
establishing quality control where such management processes are not already
in place.
· Action: The Chair to distribute this paper to all economies.
· The group undertake the drafting of a guidance document including a
framework of “best practices” for verifying that security technology is
functioning as required.
· Action: Working Group – Canada to lead assisted by TSA and Hong Kong
China.
· That each Economy supply to the chairman the methodology of
achieving compliance with Annex 17 Air Cargo Security (4.5.1 to 4.5.3) by 1
January 2004.
· Action: The Chair has surveyed economies and requested responses to
that survey.
· That Malaysia represent the APEC – ASEG at the next ICAO Aviation
Security Panel currently scheduled for early May 2004.
· Action: Formal request to be made to DGCA Malaysia to be initiated
by the Chairman.
· Economies to respond to the Chairman as soon as possible with the
training resources and requirements surveys to enable the completion of the
data-base by Hong Kong China and for developing the APEC funded training
project.
· Action: Chair to distribute surveys by e-mail on 24 August 2003.
Economies to respond as soon as possible but not later than 1 October 2003.



Attachment 2
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Background:
In the APEC Economic Leader’s Statement issued in Shanghai on 21 October 2001, Leaders committed to prevent and suppress all forms of terrorist acts.  Leaders were determined to enhance counter-terrorism cooperation through, amongst other things, adherence by all economies to relevant international requirements for the security of air and maritime transport.  It is one of the strategic objectives of the International Civil Aviation Organization to require 100% screening of baggage.

The conference provides a forum where government regulators, transport operators, port and airport operators, security service providers, and screening equipment manufactures will have the opportunity to be engaged in discussions regarding the implementation of 100% baggage screening.  The project will enable the member economies to understand the operational requirements required to implement 100% screening of baggage and consider the state-of-the-art technology available for such 100% screening to share with other economies their experience and assist them in planning and implementation. The project “Promoting Effective 100% Screening of Baggage” is directed toward baggage to be carried on board various transportation modes.  

The Transportation Security Experts Group of the Transportation Working Group is responsible for the project and dissemination of the results.

Objectives:
The main part of the project is to organize a seminar/symposium to help members understand the operational requirements for implementing effective 100% baggage screening for various transportation modes, including multi-modal integration as well as introduce them to advanced technologies in baggage screening. The project aims to assist member economies achieve effective 100% baggage screening, which will enhance the security of transportation, particularly in light of the incident that occurred on 11 September 2001.

A concern of the traveling public is the possibility of air or vessel cargo being used to ship weapons, such as bombs.  The practice of 100% baggage screening may reduce the apprehensions travelers may have, therefore increasing tourism throughout the Asia-Pacific region.  Increased travel will have a direct economic effect on industries related to tourism such as hotels, restaurants, shopping areas, and tourist attractions.  

The project is proactive instead of reactive approach to combating terrorism and ensuring the safety of the traveling public.  Since September 11, 2001, there has been a 20% drop in passenger and cargo traffic.  The loss of commerce directly impacts the economic and political stability of APEC economies.  The project is 

Expected to enhance the security of travel thereby regaining the confidence of the people worldwide in traveling by air from, to and via the member economies, which had been weakened after the incident on September 11, 2001.  

The project met The Osaka Action Agenda Part One: Section C: #3 Services under the transportation heading.  APEC economies will promote the implementation of International Civil Aviation Organization (ICAO) and International Maritime Organization (IMO) standards.  It is one of the strategic objectives of the International Civil Aviation Organization to require 100% screening of baggage carried on board aircraft.

The project also met Part Two: Section A: Essential Elements, Human Resources Development – Common Policy Concepts.  The section states the following:

· Increasing the supply and enhancing the quality of managers, entrepreneurs, scientists and educators/trainers; and

· Preparing organizations and individuals to remain productive in the face of rapid economic and technological changes.

The conference contributed to the Transportation – Common Policy Concepts.  The CPC states that the ability of a transportation system to efficiently handle the movement of people and goods is critical in order to maximize economic productivity, facilitate trade and contribute to the mobility of people.  APEC economies will therefore seek to develop an efficient, safe and integrated regional transportation system.

The seminar/symposium addressed the need for acceptance/installation operational testing required to ensure that compiles Explosive Detection System (EDS) technologies are functioning properly.  Participants were presented with statistical data and sound testing methodologies enabling them to understand practices and guidelines for performing these tests in a statistically sound manner.  


Outcomes:
APEC economies met to consider “best practices” for implementing 100% baggage screening in air and maritime travel. The economies assembled in Hong Kong, China, August 26-28,2003. Attendees to the conference included industry and government security experts.

The symposium, which was co-hosted by Hong Kong and the United States, was attended by 110 delegates from 15 APEC economies and was an overwhelming success. The implementation of 100% baggage screening is one of the goals of the Secure Trade APEC Region (STAR) Initiative, and the symposium will be a deliverable for the forthcoming APEC Leader's meeting in Bangkok, Thailand. 

The symposium met each of the objectives established for this project in the initial project proposal to the APEC Steering Committee for Safe and Environment-Friendly Transportation Systems (including new technologies).  Additionally, economies in attendance concluded that they would meet the goals of Leader's and implement 100% baggage inspection by 2005, one year ahead of the ICAO requirement. 

The goals of the symposium included assisting member economies in
understanding the operational requirements required for implementing 100%
baggage screening. The seminar identified best practices, and provided
the opportunity for APEC economies to share with other economies their
experience and assist them in planning and implementation. In addition,
to the symposium, the gathering of transportation security experts was used to conduct meetings of both the aviation security experts group, and the transportation security experts group.

APEC transportation experts are taking proactive steps to implement increased security through the use of new technologies and procedures, while facilitating the movement of passengers. "We are confident that working together we will carry out the wishes of APEC Leaders."

The APEC Transportation Security Experts Group will meet in Pusan, Korea, September 1-5, 2003 to continue their efforts to implement the goals of the APEC Secure Trade in the APEC Region (STAR) initiative.  During those meetings the TSEG will brief the Steering Committee for Safe and Environment Friendly Transportation Systems (including new technologies) on the success of the 100% Hold Baggage Screening Symposium, Hong Kong, China.

Screening of hold baggage is one of the
important security control measures in ensuring that no restricted
articles that are used for unlawful interference are carried on board,"
Mr. Lam said.

The goals of the symposium included assisting member economies in
understanding the operational requirements required to implement 100%
baggage screening. The seminar identified best practices, and provided
the opportunity for APEC economies to share with other economies their
experience and assist them in planning and implementation. In addition,
to the symposium, there was a meeting of the aviation security experts
group, and the transportation security experts group.

APEC transportation experts seek to implement increased security through
using new technologies and procedures, while facilitating the movement of
passengers. "We are confident that working together we will carry out
the wishes of APEC Leaders."

APEC Transportation experts will meet in Pusan, Korea, September 1-5 to
continue their efforts to implement the goals of the APEC Secure Trade
in the APEC Region (STAR) initiative.
