ITS Experts Group Meeting

Busan, Korea, September 1-2, 2003

1. The meeting included representatives from 8 Economies including: Canada, People’s Republic of China, Chinese Taipei, Japan, Republic of Korea, Philippines, Singapore, and USA. Macao participated as a Guest Economy.

2. The Group reviewed its action plan and indicated a need to make further changes on an intersessional basis in time for discussion at the next TPT 23 meeting.

3. As a follow up to discussions in Brisbane and prior to the TPT-WG 22 meeting, the U.S. developed a Phase 2 Secure Trade Transport  project proposal intersessionally that was subsequently approved under expedited ground rules. The Phase 2 project is to develop plans for a demonstration of intermodal freight tracking. The Group discussed the details of the Phase 2 project and agreed to form a steering committee that included representatives from ITS, ITF, and e-Commerce as well as representatives from the broader freight community. The Group stressed the importance of collaborating with the Phase 1 project partners including the e-Commerce and ITF groups.  Accordingly, a follow-on joint meeting of the ITS, ITF, and e-Commerce Groups will be held on 3 September 2004 to discuss issues of coordination and project oversight. Additionally the Group agreed to hold a meeting in January 2004 with potential project stakeholders to solidify their participation.
4. The Group agreed to initiate, on an intersessional basis, the process to develop a proposal for Phase 3 of the Secure Transport Project. Phase 3 will develop a detailed project plan including cost estimates for follow-on demonstrations under Phases 4 and 5.  The proposal should be complete for submittal to the Steering Committee within the next 60-90 days.

5. The Group agreed to hold a second joint ISO TC204 and APEC TPT ITS Experts Group workshop to be held in November in Madrid, Spain in conjunction with the ITS World Congress. This workshop is aimed at better understanding the opportunities for APEC Member Economies to develop international ITS standards through ISO that benefit the APEC marketplace. 

6. The Group agreed to submit a proposal for a project to develop a World ITS standards Reports. This report will be based on a comprehensive international survey and will include each APEC Economy’s experiences, strategies, and polices on ITS standards. The report will be useful in the process of formulating ITS standards needs.
7. The Group received a presentation on the application of remote InfraRed Audible sign technology to assist visually impaired persons using public transportation. The Group agreed to review the technology and consider the appropriate extent of standardizing elements of its application to public transit information systems. 

8. The Group discussed the proposed merger of the ITS Experts Group and the e-Commerce Group and prepared a position stating that any decision on the merger be deferred until further information is available and considered by the ITS Experts Group. Further, the position stated that no decision be made without the specific input and recommendation of the ITS Experts Group.

Recommendations:

The ITS Experts Group recommends that the Steering Committee:

· Endorse the ITS Experts Group report as an indication of the Group’s activity.

· Endorse the Group's upcoming joint workshop with ISO TC204 during the upcoming ITS World Congress in November in Madrid, Spain.
· Approve the development on an intersessional basis of a proposal for Phase 3 of the Secure Trade project in collaboration with the Intermodal Task Force and E-commerce Group. The development of this Secure Trade project is consistent with direction from the APEC Ministers through their joint statement from the last Ministerial meeting.
· Approve the preparation of a project proposal to develop an ITS World Standards report. 
· Defer any decision with regard to the proposed merger of the ITS Experts Group and the e-Commerce Group until further information is available and considered by the ITS Experts Group. Further, no decision should be made without the specific input and recommendation of the ITS Experts Group.
