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I.
Background Information

Participating Economies

1.
The APEC Transportation Working Group (TPT-WG) Steering Committee on Safe and Environment-Friendly Transportation Systems (SCSE) held its tenth meeting on Wednesday, September 3, 2003, during the 22nd meeting of the TPT-WG.  The United States chaired the SCSE meeting, which was attended by thirty (30) participants from fifteen (15) economies, including Australia; Brunei Darussalam; Canada; China; Hong Kong, China; Indonesia; Japan; Republic of Korea; Malaysia; New Zealand; Philippines; Singapore; Chinese Taipei; Thailand; and the United States.

2.
The Chair welcomed the SCSE and commended them on the work that has been completed during the week.

3.
The Chair asked the SCSE to review and accept the day’s agenda.  The group formally accepted the agenda without revision. 

Projects Completed since last TPT-WG Meeting

4.
Pending official APEC Secretariat review, the following project was completed: “100% Hold Baggage Screening Symposium” (TPTWG22/SCSE/3.6).

II.
ONGOING PROJECTS – NEXT STEPS

Aviation Safety Experts Group (United States)

5.
The Aviation Safety Experts Group did not meet during TPT-WG 22.  New Zealand did provide a written status report on survey results regarding reciprocal acceptance of certification of Approved Maintenance Organizations (AMOs). Despite the May 1, 2002, survey deadline, only six economies responded.  Based upon the information received in these surveys, it was determined that a project to implement a process for reciprocal acceptance would not be pursued.  With the decision to not pursue the AMO project, the current work of Aviation Safety Experts Group has been completed.

The Steering Committee recommends that Plenary:  

a. accept recommendation not to pursue the AMO project (TPTWG22/SCSE/3.1); 

b. acknowledge that although aviation safety is important, the current work of the Aviation Safety Experts group in now complete; and

c. consider reconstituting the group should an economy propose aviation safety projects in the future.

Experts Group on Maritime Safety (Canada)

6.
The Experts Group on Maritime Safety (EGMS) did not meet during TPT-WG 22.  The Group continues to address marine environmental issues, to contribute to IMO meetings, and to provide input to the Transportation Security Experts Group on marine security issues. Canada provided an inter-sessional report stating that the Australasian Network of Maritime Educators and Trainers (AMNET) was awarded the contract for the project “Accreditation of Seafarer Manning Agencies.”  An interim report on this project was submitted to the Steering Committee (TPTWG22/SCSE/3.2).  EGMS also reported that the “Port Baseline Demonstration Project” and the “Shipboard Ballast Water Sampling Project” were not approved and are being considered for re-submission to the Secretariat and that a successful presentation of “Maritime Security Initiatives by APEC” was completed at the Conference on International Maritime and Port Security held January 21-23, 2003 in Singapore. 

The Steering Committee recommends that Plenary:

a. endorse the inter-sessional report of the Experts Group on Maritime Safety (TPTWG21/SCSE/3.2);

b. recognize that AMNET has been awarded the contract for the project “Accreditation of Seafarer Manning Agencies” and that an interim report was submitted to the Steering Committee;

c. acknowledge that the “Port Baseline Demonstration Project” and the “Shipboard Ballast Water Sampling Project” were not approved and are being considered for re-submission;

d. acknowledge EGMS’ successful presentation of “Maritime Security Initiatives by APEC” at the January 21-23, 2003 Conference on International Maritime and Port Security held in Singapore;

e. recognize that the EGMS Chair has responded to the APEC Energy Working Group’s letter regarding security of Sea Transport Lanes with an offer to work cooperatively; and 

f. request that another economy step forward to lead the EGMS.

ITS Experts Group (United States) 

7.
The United States reported that representatives from eight (8) economies, including Canada; China; Chinese Taipei, Japan; Republic of Korea; Philippines; Singapore; the United States and one guest, Macao, China participated in the ITS Experts Group meetings on September 1 and 2 (TPTWG22/SCSE/3.3).  One key activity over the last several meetings has been the formulation of a project to enhance secure trade in the APEC Region, end-to-end, by accelerating deployment of effective technologies; and to use the security improvements to enhance the efficiency of supply chain and trade activities. The project, known as “the APEC Secure Trade Project” is envisioned to have 5 phases, with an analysis of container track and trace technologies presently underway under the leadership of Australia (Phase 1). The development of this demonstration project is consistent with the Joint Ministerial Statement issued at the Third Transportation Ministerial.  

8.
As a follow up to discussions in Brisbane and prior to the TPT-WG 22 meeting, the United States developed a proposal for Phase 2 of “the APEC Secure Trade Project” entitled “Initial Planning and Concept Development.”  The proposal was submitted inter-sessionally and subsequently approved under expedited funding process. The Phase 2 project is to develop initial concepts and plans for a demonstration project involving ITS technology to track and trace air and sea containers. This meeting of the Working Group represented a kickoff of Phase 2 which included a joint meeting with representatives from ITS, ITF, and e-Commerce to discuss details of coordination and project oversight. There was agreement to form a steering committee that included representatives from ITS, ITF, and e-Commerce as well as representatives from the broader freight community. The Group stressed the importance of collaborating with the Phase 1 project partners including the e-Commerce and ITF groups.  Additionally the Group agreed to hold a meeting in January 2004 with potential project stakeholders to solidify their participation. The Group further agreed to initiate, on an inter-sessional basis, the process to develop a proposal for Phase 3 of the Secure Trade Project. Phase 3 will develop a detailed project plan including cost estimates for follow-on demonstrations under Phases 4 and 5.  The proposal should be complete for submittal to the Steering Committee within the next 60-90 days.

9.
The Group agreed to hold a second joint ISO TC204 and APEC TPT ITS Experts Group workshop in November in Madrid, Spain in conjunction with the ITS World Congress. This workshop is aimed at better understanding the opportunities for APEC Member Economies to develop international ITS standards through ISO that benefit the APEC marketplace.

10.
The Group agreed to submit a proposal for a project to develop a World ITS Standards Report. This report will be based on a comprehensive international survey and will include each APEC Economy’s experiences, strategies, and polices on ITS standards. The report will be useful in the process of formulating ITS standards needs.

The Steering Committee recommends that Plenary:  

a. endorse the ITS Experts Group report (TPTWG22/SCSE/3.3);

b. approve the development, on an inter-sessional basis, of a proposal for Phase 3 of the Secure Trade project in collaboration with the Intermodal Task Force and E-commerce Group. The development of this Secure Trade Project is consistent with direction from the APEC Transport Ministers through their joint statement issued in Lima, Peru;

c. endorse the Group's upcoming joint workshop with ISO TC204 during the upcoming ITS World Congress in November in Madrid, Spain; and 

d. endorse the preparation of a project proposal to develop an ITS World Standards Report.

Road Safety Experts Group (Chinese Taipei)

11.
Chinese Taipei reported that twelve (12) experts from six (6) APEC Member economies, including Brunei Darussalam, Indonesia, Republic of Korea, Singapore, Chinese Taipei Thailand and one guest, Macao, China, participated in the Road Safety Experts Group (RSEG) meeting.  The Chair informed the meeting that since TPT-WG 21, the project, TPT 01/2003: Initiatives for Improving Road Safety - 

Phase I, has been approved for APEC funding.  G. Ho Engineering Consultants was awarded the contract.  The first TPT 01/2003 project progress report has been circulated to and approved by all APEC member economies.  The second progress report of the project including the findings to date was presented.  The experts also reviewed the proposal and RFP of Phase II of the project as well as a proposal to hold a new workshop before Phase II commences.  This issue will be discussed inter-sessionally. Korea also presented their road safety goal and five-year Traffic Safety Basic Plan that includes major areas such as safer roads, education, enforcement and safer vehicles.  
The Steering Committee recommends that Plenary: 

a. endorse the Road Safety Experts Group’s report (TPTWG22/SCSE/3.4);

b. note the progress of the TPT 01/2003 project;

c. encourage all economies to provide comments on the proposal and RFP of project, “Initiatives for Improving Road Transportation Safety - Phase II”, and opinions of holding a new multi-day workshop; and

d. encourage another economy to consider chairing the RSEG.

Satellite Navigation and Communications (SN&C) Systems Advisory Committee (United States)

12.
The Satellite Navigation & Communications (SN&C) Systems Advisory Committee Meeting did not meet during TPT-WG 22.  An interim report was submitted that reflects the activities within the GNSS Implementation Team (GIT) and the SN&C that have taken place since September TPT-WG 21 meeting in Brisbane, Australia. 

13.
Since the TPT-WG 21 meeting in Brisbane, Australia, the GIT held it’s third meeting in Kobe, Japan. The Civil Aviation Bureau (CAB) of the Ministry of Land, Infrastructure and Transport (MLIT) of Japan hosted GIT/3 in February 26-28, 2003. Fifty-three participants from eleven economies (Australia; Brunei Darussalam; China; Hong Kong, China; Japan; Korea; Philippines; Singapore; Chinese Taipei; Thailand; and the United States), the International Civil Aviation Organization (ICAO), the Japan Coast Guard, along with the following Industry participants: Advanced Space Business Corporation; Airservices Australia; Electronic Navigation Research Institute (ENRI); Furuno, Innovative Solutions International, JRANSA, Mitre, National Aerospace Laboratory (NAL), NEC Corporation, Raytheon and Thai Airways.
14.
During GIT/3, Australia proposed the development of a GNSS Awareness-Raising Initiative for TPT-WG funding. This Initiative would consist of two 2-day GNSS Awareness-Raising Workshops to be held in the APEC region. The GIT was in favor of the proposal made by Australia. Thailand, Japan and the United States agreed to act as co-sponsors for the project.   Since the GIT/3, the Australian proposal was tabled at the July 2003 APEC Business Management Committee (BMC) in Singapore and received approval for funding of $28,720.00.  The agenda and workshops will be discussed at the GIT/4 meeting will be hosted by the Aeronautical Radio of Thailand, Ltd. (Aerothai), October 7-10, 2003 in Chiang Mai, Thailand. 
15.
The United States presented the current status of the proposal of the GNSS feasibility study in the Asia-Pacific region that was originally briefed at the GIT/2 in Brisbane.  The United States reviewed the draft terms of reference (TOR) that would be included in the feasibility study, received GIT comments and the final version was submitted to United States Trade Development Agency (USTDA) for funding consideration.  Japan also expressed its intention to support regions implementation of GNSS.  Since the GIT/3, the United States has received notice that the USTDA Desk Study conducted on the feasibility of funding the APEC GNSS Regional Feasibility Study was completed and that the initial recommendation was to fund the project.  Project funding and identification of participating economies is expected by mid-September 2003.  The results and project will be discussed at GIT/4 in October 2003. 

The Steering Committee recommends that Plenary: 

a. endorse the interim SN&C Advisory Committee and GIT report (TPTWG22/SCSE/3.5);
b. note economies’ progress in regards to implementing GNSS as a means of navigation for en route and non-precision approaches; 

c. note the progress of funding mechanisms to initiate GIT work program;   

d. encourage economies to prepare for WRC 2007 in regards to spectrum protection;

e. urge economies to submit appropriate contact information for SN&C/GNSS experts to the SN&C Secretariat; and

f. support the inclusion of the GIT program as a Pathfinder Initiative.

Transportation Security Experts Group (United States)
16.
The Transportation Security Experts Group (TSEG) met in Hong Kong, China on August 28-29, 2003.  The Meeting was chaired by the United States and attended by experts from eight (8) economies, including Australia; Canada; Hong Kong, China; Japan; Republic of Korea; New Zealand; Chinese Taipei; and the United States.

17.
The TSEG reported on the successful August 26-28, 2003 Promoting 100% Baggage Screening Symposium (HBS) in Hong Kong, China.  The HBS Symposium was attended by 110 individuals from thirteen (13) economies including Australia; Brunei Darussalam; Canada; Hong Kong, China; Chinese Taipei; Japan; Republic of Korea; Malaysia; New Zealand; Philippines; Singapore; Thailand and the United States. A detailed survey of participant feedback and lessons learned is being developed and will be submitted to the APEC Secretariat through the Lead Shepherd to complete the project.  The SCSE will be briefed on the results of the survey at TPT WG-23.  

18.
The TSEG also reminded the Steering Committee that the APEC High-Level Meeting on Maritime Security Conference would be held in Manila, Philippines, September 8-9, 2003. Topics include piracy, terrorism and the costs of maritime security, as well as presentations on new International Requirements in Maritime Security, Maritime Security Concerns, as well as initiatives from international maritime organizations, government and business sector perspectives.  The new security requirements set by the International Maritime Organization (IMO) will provide a background for the discussions.

19.
With regard to current projects, Hong Kong, China reported that the training survey and database development continues. The initial survey document was issued in the December 2002 – January 2003 and a follow-up request for information again in April 2003. The TSEG and Aviation Security Experts Subgroup (ASES) Chairs each made the request of all economies to provide the requested information by no later than October 1, 2003. The survey form has been re-sent to economies by the ASES. The United States reported that the first of up to three seminars proposed for the crisis management exercise took place in August 2002 in Washington, DC. Representatives from three (3) of the four (4) participating economies (Russia, Singapore, and the United States) attended the first meeting. The primary objective was to establish the feasibility of conducting a videoconference, web-enabled game or exercise that demonstrates a variety of mitigation initiatives that can be used to reduce the consequences of terrorism.   The United States project lead has retired from civil service.  Russia has expressed an informal interest in taking the lead, and a formal letter requesting their participation as project lead is being developed by the TSEG.  An application for advance funds to support travel and ensure the success of this project will be sent to the secretariat in support of this project.

 
20.
Canada also provided an insightful update on the ASES/TSEG project related to the International Civil Aviation Organization (ICAO) Security Audit Program. The project is designed to assist economies in preparing for ICAO Security Audits. A second proposal under development proposes to support economies with the development of an action plan to address areas needing enhancement following ICAO Audits. The initial project proposal was approved under an urgent funding request. The first seminar of this program will take place at the Singapore Aviation Academy from March 31-April 2, 2004 and will be attended by APEC economies anticipating ICAO Audits. 

The Steering Committee recommends that Plenary:
a. endorse the TSEG’s Final Report (TPTWG22/SCSE/3.6);

b. note the work of the TSEG and progress made in Human Capacity Building/Training Database and Checked/Hold Baggage Screening and Crisis Management;

c. support the TSEG plan to continue outreach efforts in the area of 100% HBS, including a potential second symposium using existing or remaining funding and other self funding mechanisms;

d. urge economies to actively participate in the pending APEC-sponsored counter-terrorism projects; and

e. endorse the Subgroup’s nomination for observer status on the ICAO AVSEC Panel.

III. DRAFT WORK PROGRAM/FUTURE PROJECTS

21.
Members of the TSEG recognize the need for continued outreach efforts in the area of Hold Baggage Screening with developing economies within APEC and also with the economies from which passengers arrive at the airports of APEC economies. A project proposal will be developed for urgent funding to enhance the recent successful 100% HBS Symposium and, through outreach efforts, conduct a second symposium with organizations such as the Pacific Islands Forum (PIF) and the Association of Southeast Asian Nations (ASEAN).  APEC support for travel of developing economies may also be included in the project proposal.  A team consisting of Canada, Japan and New Zealand was formed to develop this project for submission inter-sessionally.

22.
The Chair reviewed a proposal arising from the Counter-Terrorism Task Force (CTTF) requesting APEC fora to review their respective counter-terrorism action plans with the view to harmonize the TPT-WG’s efforts to provide consistency across the economies.  Canada has agreed to provide the TPT-WG with additional information on the review requested by the CTTF.  A proposal to review the action plans at a joint workshop of the economies is being developed.

23.
The SCSE approved the development of the following projects for submission to the TPT-WG:

a. 100% Hold Baggage Screening (HBS) as a Pathfinder Initiative to take advantage of developing technologies and meeting the increasing needs of the economies growth;

b. International Ship and Port Security (ISPS) workshop as an urgent project proposal to prepare economies for the IMO’s July 2004 deadline to have ship and port security plans in place; and

c. Baggage/Hold Cargo Authorization study to determine if it is feasible for economies to implement programs that ensure baggage authorized by security authorities is placed on the correct aircraft, thereby minimizing rerouting of baggage.

IV.
OUTSTANDING Issues

24.
There were no outstanding issues.

V.
MANAGEMENT ISSUES

25.
The Chair reported on Australia’s proposal to restructure the TPT-WG, including an assessment of the TPT-WG’s working arrangements and, where possible, developing strategies for consolidation of Expert Groups and streamlining processes.  While the Steering Committee agreed with the concept, the current proposal, however, was not endorsed by the SCSE.

26.
Guest status was addressed with the view that specific goals and objectives be understood and areas of guest participation be identified and coordinated with the Heads of Delegation (HODs), Steering Committee’s (SCs), and Expert Groups.

27.
The Chair provided information and direction on newly instituted project and project management guidelines.  The Chair suggested that if the opportunity arose, members should visit the Secretariat’s offices in Singapore with the view to gain a better understanding of the process.

28.
Chinese Taipei provided the Heads of Delegation (HODs) with a presentation on the administration of TPT-WG’s web site.  During the presentation, it was recommended that links be established to provide more information on the SN &C’s and ITS standards activities.  The Chair requested both groups to provide the required information to the website manager in Chinese Taipei.  Chinese Taipei also requested an economy to assist with the web site’s maintenance or undertake management of the web site.
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
