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1. The Satellite Navigation & Communications (SN&C) Systems Advisory Committee Meeting did not meet during the 22nd meeting of the APEC Transportation Working Group (TPT-WG).  This interim report reflects the activities within the GNSS Implementation Team (GIT) and the SN&C that have taken place since September TPT-WG 21 meeting in Brisbane, Australia. 

2. Since the TPT-WG/21 meeting in Brisbane, Australia, the GNSS Implementation Team (GIT) held its third meeting in Kobe, Japan. GIT/3 was hosted by the Civil Aviation Bureau (CAB) of the Ministry of Land, Infrastructure and Transport (MLIT) of Japan in February 26-28, 2003. 
3. Fifty-three participants from eleven economies (Australia; Brunei Darussalam; China; Hong Kong, China; Japan; Korea; Philippines; Singapore; Chinese Taipei; Thailand; and the United States), the International Civil Aviation Organization (ICAO), the Japan Coast Guard, along with the following Industry participants: Advanced Space Business Corporation; Airservices Australia; Electronic Navigation Research Institute (ENRI); Furuno, Innovative Solutions International, JRANSA, Mitre, National Aerospace Laboratory (NAL), NEC Corporation, Raytheon and Thai Airways participated in the third meeting of the GIT held February 26-28, 2003 in Kobe, Japan.
4. The meeting included Global Navigation Satellite System (GNSS) status reports from the participating economies and ICAO.  The GIT Chair reviewed the results of the second GIT Meeting, September 26-28, 2002 in Brisbane. In addition, the GIT reviewed the Goals and Objectives, the Terms of Reference and the Work Program. 
5. The GIT was briefed on the results from the fifth Asia Pacific Telecommunity (APT) Conference Preparation Group (APG)/5 which was the last meeting to set up common positions among ITU member states in the region for the upcoming WRC2003. The meeting was in favor with the result of the APG/5.
6. The economy of Australia and the economy of the United States of America presented proposals for new initiatives, both of which were to promote and support the implementation of GNSS in the region.
6.1 GNSS Awareness Raising Workshops

Australia proposed the development of a GNSS Awareness-Raising Initiative for TPT-WG funding. This Initiative would consist of two 2-day GNSS Awareness-Raising Workshops to be held in the APEC region. The GIT meeting was in favor with the proposal made by Australia. 
As support from two other economies were required to formalize the proposal in accordance with the APEC funding procedures, the chairperson of the meeting invited the participating economies to inform him of their intention to support the initiative as soon as possible.  Thailand, Japan and the United States agreed to act as co-sponsors for the project proposal.

Since the GIT/3, the Australian proposal was tabled at the July 2003 APEC Business Management Committee (BMC) in Singapore.  The GNSS Awareness Raising Workshops received approval for funding of $28,720.00.

The agenda and workshops will be discussed at the GIT/4 meeting in 
October, 2003. 
6-2.APEC GNSS Regional Feasibility Study 
The representative of the United States of America presented the current status of the proposal of the GNSS feasibility study in the Asia-Pacific region that was originally briefed at the GIT/2 in Brisbane. The proposal was submitted to the United States Trade and Development Agency (USTDA) for funding. The U.S. reviewed the draft terms of reference (TOR) that would be included in the feasibility study and asked for GIT comments and input. The meeting welcomed the U.S.-led initiative. Necessary coordination to complete the draft application documents was continued through the secretariat of the GIT and the final was submitted to TDA for funding consideration. 
The Economy of Japan also expressed its intention to support regions implementation of GNSS.
Since the GIT/3, the U.S. has received notice that the U.S. TDA Desk Study conducted on the feasibility of funding the APEC GNSS Regional Feasibility Study was completed and that the initial recommendation was to fund the project.  Project funding and final participating economies is expected by mid-September.  The results and project will be discussed at GIT/4. 

7. Next meeting
GIT/4 will be hosted by the Aeronautical Radio of Thailand, Ltd. (Aerothai), October 7-10, 2003 in Chiang Mai, Thailand. 
8. Chairpersons summary of the report

The GIT has made good progress to achieve their objectives, i.e., promotion and support of GNSS implementation in the region. The growing number of participants to attend each GIT meeting naturally suggests the role and importance of the meetings in the region. As the chairperson of the SN/C, I would like to express sincere appreciation to the GIT for its splendid outcomes and feel the necessity that the SN/C, SCSE and TPTWG continues to endorse the work of the GIT.

Due to schedule conflicts, the SN&C and GIT were not able to meet during the week of TPTWG-22.  However, both the SN&C and GIT will meet after TPTWG-22, during the week of October 6-10, 2003 in Chiang Mai, Thailand.  Intersessional reports for both meetings will be submitted to the SCSE and posted on the APEC TPTWG. 
Recommendations:

a. endorse the SN&C Advisory Committee interim report (TPTWG22/SCSE/3.5);

b. note economies’ progress in regards to implementing GNSS as a means of navigation for en route and non-precision approaches;

c. note the progress on funding opportunities to initiate GIT work program;   

d. encourage economies to prepare for WRC 2003 in regards to spectrum protection;

e. urge economies to submit appropriate contact information for SN&C/GNSS experts to the SN&C Secretariat; and

f. encourage each Economy’s Communication Authorities to be aware of the Joint Ministerial Statement in preparation for WRC-2007
