INFORMATION ABOUT THE HOST

INDONESIA

Indonesia is the largest archipelago in the world. Consisting of five main islands and 30 groups of smaller islands, it has total of 17.508 islands comprising 30 provinces. It stretches between the Asia and Australia continents and devides the Pacific and Indian Oceans at the equator.

Each island has its own character, its own allure, no two are a like inscenic beauty, art, culture and people. Its people made up of many races, share warmth, enthusiasm and love of live that welcome visitors with dazzling smiles and friendly greetings.

Indonesia is proud of its diversity of culture which derived from age old tradition until the present day.

BALI

A vibrant culture, unique arts ceremonies, friendly people and scenic beauty make Bali an island almost unreal in today’s changing world and is therefore the main destination for pleasure tourist to Indonesia . Bali’s International Airport, Ngurah Rai, is nation’s eastern gateway, served by numerous international airlines and charter flights.

The attraction of Bali is its unique art  and culture. It almost seems that every person is an artist in some form, whether it is painting, weaning, carving, basketry etc.

CLIMATE

The average temperatures in Bali in September are between 28-30º Celcius and the relative humadity is about 88%. There is comparatively little difference between the daytime and nighttime temperatures.

CURRENCY

The official currency is Rupiah. Only Rupiah  is acceptable at regular stores and restaurant. Certain foreign currencies and credit cards are accepted by most hotels, restaurants and souvenir shops. The Indonesian Rupiah is available in note denomination of 100.000,-, 50.000,-, 20.000,- 10.000,- 5.000,- and 1000,-.Coins are available in denomination of 1000,- 500,-  200,- 100,- and 50,- Rupiah can be bought at foreign exchange banks and other authorized money changers on presentation of your passport.

TRAVELLER CHECKS AND CREDIT CARDS

Traveller checks are accepted by leading banks and hotels in principles cities. The use of traveller check in Indonesia as popular as in any other countries. Dinner club  and American Express, visa and master cards are widely accepted at hotels, department stores, shop, restaurant and night club. According to Indonesian banking regulation, payment by credit cards should be charged in local currency.

BANKS AND CURRENCY EXCHANGE  

It is advisable to change currency at hotels, banks and authorized money-exchange houses. Banks are opened until noon on Friday.

TIPPING

This is not a general in Bali, in the larger hotels a service charge is already included. In smaller hotels and restaurants tips are not expected. However, if the service has been good, a token of Rp. 5000 would be appreciated. Porters at the airport should receive Rp. 5000 per bag depending on the size.

ELECTRIC CURRENT 

The electric current in use throughout Indonesia is 220 Volt at 50 cycle. In hotels, though, you may find two sockets for 110 and 220 Volt each; or a converter may be obtained through the housekeeper.

BUSINESS HOURS

Government offices opened at 8 am. every day except Saturday and Sunday. Monday to Thursday are open to around 3.30 pm.

BUSINESS ESTABLISHMENT 

Shops  in Denpasar and other towns closer in the afternoon for a siesta ( usually 1 pm to 6 pm) and re-opened in the evening until 9 pm. In the tourist area, they generally open all afternoon. Banks are open from 8 am to 2 pm Monday to Friday.

RESTAURANT

The city of Bali offers a wide variety of restaurants specialized in international cuisine and world famous Indonesian cuisine. There are many typical dishes from each region of the country to choose from. It is advisable to ask how these dishes are prepared, as some may be rather spicy or too hot.
