APEC Management Issues

1. STAR Implementation

The Lead Shepherd will present and discuss TPT-WG’s response to the implementation of the STAR initiative. In addition the Lead Shepherd will invite HOD’s to comment on possible trade/security language for the upcoming Trade Ministerial.  This is a discussion item.

The Lead Shepherd will likewise invite economies, on voluntary basis, to report on initiatives/activities they have undertaken to address the issue of transportation security. This is an information item.

2. Development of Pathfinder Initiatives

The Lead Shepherd will solicit the views on the development of pathfinder initiatives, particularly those agreed to at TPT 22, the GNSS and HBS initiatives.. This is a discussion item.

3. Chile Agenda for 2004

The Lead Shepherd will solicit the views of economies particularly the three (3) Steering Committee Coordinator economies on how the TPT work plan can absorb Chile’s themes and sub themes for 2004. This is a discussion item.

4. Gender Integration

With reference to the Joint Ministerial Statement (JMS) issued by Transportation Ministers during their 3rd Meeting in Lima, Peru from 6-9 May 2002, the Lead Shepherd will lead the discussion on how the TPT-WG can integrate gender issues in its current and future work. This is a discussion item. 

5. Human Capacity Building

The Lead Shepherd will outline the status of TPT’s work with respect to the human capacity building.  He will encourage economies to propose project proposals, which seek to address the issue of developing human capital as well as the other applicable themes of the 1996 Manila Declaration on the Framework for Strengthening Economic Cooperation and Development. This is a discussion item.

6. TPT’s consideration of the Invasive aquatic species and ballast water transfer Initiative

The Lead Shepherd will solicit the views of economies on how the TPT can assist in addressing the environmental issue of invasive species in ballast water. This is a discussion item.

7.  APEC Reform (TPT)

The Lead Shepherd will solicit comments of HOD’s on how the TPT can be mad more efficient.   This is a discussion item.

TPT-WG Management Issues

1. Proposed Work Program for TPT 2004-2005

The Lead Shepherd will solicit comments on the paper entitled Principles for Action: A

Strategic Plan for the APEC Transportation Working.  This is a discussion item. 

2. Report on the implementation of the JMS to the Work Programme of the TPT-WG

In preparation for the forthcoming 4th APEC Transportation Ministerial, the TPT will develop a report to ministers on the status of the implementation of their directives from the 3rd Transportation Ministerial. This is a discussion item.

3. Preparations for the forthcoming APEC Transportation Ministerial

The Lead Shepherd will give an overview of the proposed program for the 4th APEC Transportation Ministerial.  He will invite Indonesia to give a briefing on their preparations.  The Lead Shepherd will ask for proposed themes to the 4th Transportation Ministerial Meeting.

This is discussion item.

4. Development of the Ministerial Statement for the 4th APEC Transportation Ministerial

The Lead Shepherd will invite comments on the draft ministerial statement.  This is a discussion item.

5. Outcomes of the BMC Meeting.  

The Lead Shepherd will outline the implications of recent decisions by the BMC.   This is a discussion item.

6. Process to Update the TPT-WG Operational Plan

With a view to making the work of the TPT-WG more responsive to the directives of Economic Leaders and Transportation Ministers, the Lead Shepherd will encourage Lead Economies to propose updates to the TPT-WG Operational Plan which was approved during the TPT-WG/22 Meeting in Korea last September, 2003.

7. Non Member Participation

The Lead Shepherd will briefly review developments in non member participation. This is a discussion item.

8. Arrangements for Future Meetings

The Lead Shepherd will invite economies to consider hosting future TPT-WG Meetings.  Thailand will host the 24th APEC Transportation Working Group (TPT-WG/22) Russia, Canada and the United States have expressed interest in hosting the 25th and 26th APEC Transportation Working Group meetings. Indonesia will host the 4th APEC Transportation Ministerial Meeting. 

Particularly, the Lead Shepherd will seek the cooperation of economies, which have not yet hosted a single TPT-WG meeting to consider hosting one TPT-WG in the future. This is a discussion item.

9. Effective Communications

The Lead Shepherd will share his thoughts on how to continue maintaining effective communication system within the TPT-WG.
