	Phase V of the RTHP, commenced in 1999, seeks to provide advice to APEC member economies to assist them over the next five years in achieving Bogor Declaration objectives. Phase V, Stage 1 provides guidelines for APEC economies to actively participate in United Nations ECE Working Party 29 and provides advice and steps to achieve effective certification systems and harmonised regulations. Australia and Thailand volunteered as the pilot study economies. Seven volunteer APEC economies are participating in Stage 2 in 2000, and Stage 3 in 2002.  Two economies are participating to develop their action plan, Four economies are follow up their plan, and a Multilateral Workshop was held in conjunction with TPT21. 

Following Trade Ministers’ endorsement of the model Mutual Recognition Arrangement for Automotive Product, member economies are encouraged to utilise the MRA to facilitate trade. Ministers also encouraged dialogue with UN/ECE in connection with the 1998 global agreement and/or 1958 agreement on road vehicle regulations.

Several member economies have either signed or have made commitment to sign the UN/ECE Agreements.

Joint meetings between MI and ITF to discuss maritime intermodal issues will be held as appropriate.

In the Steering Committee of “More Competitive Transportation Industry” of the 21st TPT-WG, “Efficiency in the Facilitation of International Seaborne Trade Project” was reported and approved. The MI requests the Steering Committee to provide further guidance on specific issues the MI should consider, given the significant progress in information technology and documentation management since the FAL convention was adopted by IMO in the 1960s.

       The ITF, ITS and E-Commerce groups will continue to share and work together on intermodal issues of mutual interest with particular emphasis on secure and efficient transportation issues and projects.

      The ITF endorses the work of the ISO technical committee (TC) 104 to develop and implement international standards for container seals (E-Seals and Manual). A proposal was submitted intersessionally to the ITF This project proposal has been reviewed by the BMC and has received funding – it reports to the ITS.

     A proposal for the mutual recognition of skills with the emphasis on intermodal skills as submitted intersessionaly for a Stage 5 effort that would focus on Intermodal and Logistics Managers for testing of the model developed under Stage 4 
 In August 2003, APEC funding was approved for the project. In March 2004, Australia conducted a public consultancy tender for the project. In May 2004, a decision on a consultant was made, subject to confirmation by the APEC Secretariat. 
  The Sea and Air Container Tracking and Tracing Project is due to be finalised by 30 June 2004. The Electronic Intra Port Community Discussion Group Pilot Project is half way and due to complete at the end of December 2004.

     An RFP for Phase 2 of the “Identification of Intermodal Skills” was issued and an  international team was selected to prepare a weeklong course that will develop core competencies for successful careers in intermodal transportation.
The project on Identification of Competency Standards for Perishable Goods Handling Skills and Development of Training Programs is now completed. A project final report and training programs are now available on the TPT-WG website.

In that respect the TPT-WG 17 endorsed a document entitled “Implementation of the Framework for the Integration of Women in APEC: A proposal for the Transportation Working Group." At the TPT-WG 17 a Gender Information Session was provided by a representative of the SOM Ad hoc Group on Gender Integration.

The TPT-WG 18 reconfirmed its endorsement of the Framework and noted the SOM III recommendations to Ministers and tasked the Gender Project team to take all necessary actions to ensure the TPT-WG is able to fully implement the Framework. 

New Zealand indicated its interest in taking over as project leader at TPT-WG 20. 

At TPT-WG 21 New Zealand agreed to continue as the TPT Gender Focal Point if no other economy volunteered to assume this role. New Zealand will prepare a list of TPT Gender Focal Points in APEC economies.

New Zealand will create a TPT-WG contact list of APEC member economies. The list will be posted in the TPT website.  At the Special HODs Meeting, New Zealand invited those economies that had not yet provided the relevant information to do so before the end of July. New Zealand circulated a follow up message to economies after that meeting. New Zealand indicated that, should another economy wish to take over the role of Gender Focal Point for the TPT, it would not stand in their way.   [No economy volunteered
