PROGRESS REPORT ON THE PROJECT “GLOBAL NAVAGATION

SATELLITE SYSTEMS (GNSS) AWARENESS RAISING” 

PROJECT OBJECTIVE

The purpose of the project is to increase efficiency, safety, security and environmental protection in multi-modal transport in the APEC region through capitalising on the benefits delivered by GNSS.  The principle component of the project is the delivery of two GNSS awareness-raising workshops.

BACKGROUND

Australia initiated and developed the proposal for a GNSS Implementation Team (GIT) project to conduct GNSS awareness-raising workshops.  The project proposal was first considered at GIT2 in Brisbane (September 2002), and was considered again and endorsed at GIT3 in Kobe (February 2003).

The project proposal was endorsed by the meeting of APEC Transportation Working Group held in Wellington, New Zealand in June 2003.  The proposal was subsequently approved for funding by the APEC Budget Management Committee (BMC) at its July 2003 meeting.

The amount of APEC funding approved for the GNSS Awareness Raising Project is $US29,120.  Australia proposes to contribute project management time and expertise costed at approximately $US 5000.  The total estimated cost of the project is therefore $US34120.  The project will be managed by officers of the Australian Government Department of Transport and Regional Services.

NEXT STEPS

1. Undertake a process to identify where the two GNSS awareness raising workshops should be held.


2. Conduct a Request For Proposal process to select a suitable provider(s) of the GNSS awareness raising workshops.
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
