MI Members are expected to prepare for discussion on the following items for the meeting in Bangkok.

Item1. Adoption of the Agenda (MI/04 II/1)
An introduction of preliminary agenda items will be made briefly by the Chair. If MI members do not have any comments, the preliminary agenda would be adopted as the official agenda.

Item2. Report of the 4th APEC Transportation Ministerial
Meeting
The 4th APEC Transportation Ministerial Meeting was held (27-29 July 2004 Indonesia, Bali). The Minister-Industry symposium was also held. We will introduce these events especially maritime transport.

Item3. Facilitation of International Shipping Project (MI/04 II/3/1, MI/04 II/3/2, MI/04 II/3/3, MI/04 II/3/4, MI/04 II/3/5, MI/04 II/3/6)

At the last APEC TPT-WG in April 2004 in Beijing, in order to finalize Volume 3 for adoption, the MI considered and had full debate on the various items of Volume 3 of the report, and some issues still remain to be finalized at this meeting. “Policy Items: 2-10” will be discussed for the sequel of the last meeting, and be adopted with necessary modifications.

Item4. WTO negotiations on Maritime Transport Services (MI/04 II/4)

Japan will provide a brief explanation on the current negotiations on maritime transport services in the WTO. Following to the report, Members will exchange their views. 

Item5. Consideration on the recommendation from the other project group (MI/04 II/5)  (for exchange of views)
At TPT-WG21, in connection with the report of Steering Committee of “More Competitive Transportation Industry” (TPT-WG21/ SC/CT/REPORT
/FINAL/Rev1), the Committee recommended the MI to address consideration of recommendations concerning “Adoption of FAL Form Usage”. At TPT-WG23, the MI requested the Committee to provide further guidance on specific issues the MI should consider, given the significant progress in information technology and documentation management. MI members will be expected to follow this issue.

Item6. Cooperation on Technical Issues (for discussion)

Discussion on technical cooperation issues was initiated at TPT-WG20. MI members will be expected to propose and discuss new project.

Item7. Presentation by the Shipowners’ Association (for information)

       A representative of the Thai Shipowners’ Association (TSA) will make a presentation on the maritime transport industries in Thailand.
