APEC Management Issues

1. Fourth APEC Transportation Ministerial

The Lead Shepherd will present and discuss the Fourth Transportation Ministerial and the implications for the TPT’s work.  In addition, the Lead Shepherd will invite HOD’s to provide input on how the TPT can best implement Minister’s directives.  This is a discussion item.

The Lead Shepherd will likewise invite economies, on voluntary basis, to take leadership of the new project areas as described in the Ministerial statement. This is an information item.

2. Development of Pathfinder Initiatives

The Lead Shepherd will solicit the views on opportunities for facilitating liberalization and developing a technical assistance program in the TPT.  This is a discussion item.

3. Chile Agenda for 2004

The Lead Shepherd will solicit the views of economies particularly the three (3) Steering Committee Coordinator economies on how the TPT work can contribute to the APEC Leader’s statement for 2004. This is a discussion item.

4. Project Funding

The TPT will consider opportunities for Public and Industry funding of future TPT work.  The Lead Shepherd will lead a discussion on opportunities for cooperation with International Financial Institutions. This is a discussion item. 

5. Human Capacity Building

The Lead Shepherd will outline the status of TPT’s work with respect to the human capacity building.  He will invite input from SCHRD on how our current proposed projects can implement the Minister’s directives in Human Capacity. This is a discussion item.

6. TPT’s consideration of the Invasive aquatic species and ballast water transfer Initiative

The Lead Shepherd will solicit the views of the SCSE Chairperson on how the TPT can assist in addressing the environmental issue of invasive species in ballast water. This is a discussion item.

7.  APEC Reform (TPT)

The Lead Shepherd will ask for the report of the Deputy Lead Shepherd on TPT reform.   This is a discussion item.

VI.
TPT-WG Management Issues

1. Proposed Work Program for TPT 2004-2005

The Lead Shepherd will present the final paper entitled Principles for Action: A Strategic Plan for the APEC Transportation Working.  This is a discussion item. 

2. Report on the implementation of the JMS to the Work Programme of the TPT-WG

As a result of the 4th APEC Transportation Ministerial, the TPT will begin to develop the reporting structure for the report to ministers on the status of the implementation of their directives from the 4th Transportation Ministerial. This is a discussion item.

3. TPT projects that will be considered at the BMC Meeting.  

The TPT will review TPT projects that are being considered at the forthcoming BMC meeting.

The Lead Shepherd will outline the implications of recent decisions by the BMC.   This is a discussion item.

4. Process to Update the TPT-WG Operational Plan

With a view to making the work of the TPT-WG more responsive to the directives of Economic Leaders and Transportation Ministers, the Lead Shepherd will encourage Lead Economies to propose updates to the TPT-WG Operational Plan which was approved during the TPT-WG/22 Meeting in Korea last September, 2003.

5. Non Member Participation

The Lead Shepherd will briefly review developments in non member participation. This is a discussion item.

6. Arrangements for Future Meetings

The Lead Shepherd will invite economies to consider hosting future TPT-WG Meetings.  Russia, Canada and the United States have expressed interest in hosting the 25th and 26th APEC Transportation Working Group meetings. In addition, we will ask for a nominee for the 5th APEC Transportation Ministerial Meeting. 

Particularly, the Lead Shepherd will seek the cooperation of economies, which have not yet hosted a single TPT-WG meeting to consider hosting one TPT-WG in the future. This is a discussion item.

7. Effective Communications

The Lead Shepherd will share his thoughts on how to continue maintaining effective communication system within the TPT-WG.
