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PROGRESS REPORT ON THE PROJECT

“Bilateral Training Projects Register”
Project Objectives and Scope

· To establish a bilateral training projects register to enable APEC economies to identify all existing bilateral training projects being undertaken between APEC economies.
Background

· At the 18th APEC Transportation Working Group (TPT-WG) Meeting, Australia presented a paper on a proposal to establish a Bilateral Training Projects Register.
· The register will identify all existing bilateral training projects being undertaken between APEC economies, raising economies’ awareness of these projects and providing access to details of existing bilateral training projects
· this in turn may lead to other economies identifying similar training requirements and initiate projects to meet their specific needs.  This could also facilitate the development of multilateral APEC projects.

· At TPT-WG18, most economies generally agreed on the usefulness of the proposed register and agreed to Australia commencing work on developing a bilateral training projects register.

· Australia developed the bilateral training projects register and updated details of all existing bilateral training projects that had been provided by economies.  The register was then posted on the TPT-WG web-site (HRD Steering Committee, Reference Papers) in March 2003.
Progress since the TPT-WG23 Meeting in Beijing, China, 19 – 23 April 2004 
· As the Bilateral Training Projects Register was completed and posted on the TPT-WG web-site in March 2003, there has been no further work undertaken on this project.  It is now up to individual economies to update the register as bilateral training projects are undertaken.

Recommendation
· A recent check of the website found that the Bilateral Training Projects Register has not been updated since it was posted on the website in March 2003.  Australia seeks the Human Resource Development Steering Committee’s support to encourage economies to identify existing training projects which are being undertaken bilaterally between economies, and to update the Bilateral Training Projects Register prior to each TPT-WG meeting, or as appropriate. 
· If economies have no interest in updating the bilateral projects register, then it is recommended that the register be withdrawn from the website.
