Background Information

Participating Economies
The APEC Transportation Working Group (TPT-WG) Steering Committee on Safe and Environment-Friendly Transportation Systems (SCSE) held its twelfth meeting on Wednesday, August 18, 2004, during the 24th meeting of the TPT-WG.  Canada chaired the SCSE meeting, which was attended by participants from fourteen (14) economies, including Brunei Darussalam; Canada; China; Hong Kong, China; Indonesia; Japan; Republic of Korea; Malaysia; Philippines; New Zealand; Singapore; Chinese Taipei; Thailand; and the United States.

The Chair welcomed the SCSE and commended them on the work that has been completed during the week.
The Chair asked the SCSE to review and accept the day’s agenda.  The group formally accepted the agenda without revision. 

Projects Completed since last TPT-WG Meeting
Road Safety Experts Group completed its project, “Initiatives for Improving Road Transportation Safety – Phase I”.

ONGOING PROJECTS – NEXT STEPS

Aviation Safety Experts Group (United States)

The United States reported that twenty-one participants from eight economies attended including Brunei Darussalam, Japan, Korea, Philippines, Singapore, Chinese Taipei, Thailand, and the United States as well as a representative from the International Civil Aviation Organization (ICAO).

The Chair reviewed the Report of the Chair of the 23rd Transportation Working Group (TPTWG) with particular attention to the report of the ASEG recommendations accepted by the 23rd TPTWG Chair, as well as the Joint Ministerial Statement of the 4th APEC Transportation Ministerial held 27 – 29 July in Bali, Indonesia, concentrating on the minister’s priority to harness new technologies and best practices to facilitate travel and trade.  The Chair observed that the minister’s further priority to cooperate with international organizations coincided with recommendations accepted by the 23rd TPTWG and ASEG’s Terms of Reference. 

The Chair, on behalf of the United States Federal Aviation Administration (FAA), presented best practice options in order to determine that structure of a New Technology Workshop.  After much deliberation and lively discussion, the participants determined the following:
· a single focus seminar on RNAV/RNP that discussed best practices with the objective of implementation within the APEC region in a manner that facilitates ongoing ICAO efforts to determine an international standard;

· an audience consisting of the economy’s Civil Aviation Authorities (regulators) and industry (users) including air carriers, manufacturers and professional associations; with

· presentations from the United States on RNAV/RNP terminal/approach and an economy (to be determined) on en-route/oceanic procedures and ICAO on current guidance for RNP implementation; and

· that the workshop would be completed no later than August 2005.

The Head of Delegation (HOD) of the United States briefed the group on Canada’s proposal on TPTWG reform.  The Chair requested comments from the participants and achieved consensus that the work of ASEG was unique and important.  

The Steering Committee recommends that Plenary:

· note the progress on the development of the a New Technologies Workshop on RNAV/RNP with the objective of implementation within the APEC region in a manner that facilitates ongoing ICAO efforts to determine an international standard;

· encourage the economies to work inter-sessionally on the New Technologies Workshop with the goal of holding the session no later than August 2005;

· encourage the economies to discuss the New Technologies Workshop with the appropriate officials in order to determine additional presenters and potential invitees; and

· encourage economies to forward appropriate aviation safety points of contact to the ASEG Chair.

Experts Group on Maritime Safety (Canada)
The Experts Group on Maritime Safety (EGMS) did not meet during TPT-WG 24.  The Group continues to address marine environmental issues and to contribute to IMO meetings. The Coordinator provided an interim progress report on the project “Accreditation of Seafarer Manning Agencies in the APEC Region”. Task 2 has been completed; Task 3 is expected to be completed soon and a final report will be submitted to TPT-WG 25.

In the absence of an EGMS meeting, the Steering Committee addressed the Project Proposal on the subject of Invasive Aquatic Species and Ballast Water. SCSE recalled that this subject was considered at TPT-WG 23 when the views were sought on how economies could assist in addressing the environment issue of invasive species in ballast water. Australia had submitted a proposal at earlier sessions that had not received funding approval. Canada advised that it is willing to coordinate a project based on the earlier Australian proposal and would, with the assistance of interested economies, revisit the 2002 proposal with a view to developing a project proposal that addresses the environmental issue of invasive species in ballast water on ships.  Australia offered to assist in this regard and to co-sponsor the project proposal. The proposal will be tabled for consideration at TPT-WG 25.
Although there are a number of maritime issues that should be addressed within the APEC TPT-WG, the lack of a current Chair prevents them from being considered.

The Steering Committee recommends that Plenary:

· note that the project “Accreditation of Seafarer Manning Agencies in the APEC Region” is still ongoing and is expected to be completed soon.;
· note that a new Chair is required to coordinate maritime safety issues and future meetings and that economies consider taking on this role;  and

· note that Canada will produce a new Project Proposal in the area of Invasive Species in Ballast Water.

ITS Experts Group (United States) 

The APEC TPT WG - ITS Experts Group meeting was held in Bangkok, Thailand on Monday August 16th from 11:00 AM to 5:00 PM and Tuesday August 17th from 9:00 AM to 12:30 PM.   The meeting was chaired by Canada and attended by representatives from ten economies including: Canada, People's Republic of China, Chinese Taipei, Indonesia, Japan, Republic of Korea, Philippines, Singapore, Thailand and Vietnam.  In addition, Macau, China participated as a Guest Economy.  The Agenda was reviewed and approved as presented.

The report of the meeting of the ITS Experts Group from TPT WG 23 in Beijing was reviewed.  Progress on the project proposal for Phase 3 of the APEC Secure Trade Project, the second Joint Workshop with Technical Committee (TC) 204 of the Organization for International Standardization (ISO) [ISO TC-204], held in Vancouver, Canada on May 17, 2004, the project proposal for the World ITS Standards Report and the representation and presentation at the Ministerial Meeting in Bali were noted as significant achievements. 
The status of the project proposal for Phases 3-5 of the Secure Trade Project was reviewed and it was noted that there were significant changes to reduce the scope of work since the draft proposal was reviewed in Beijing.  It was also noted that the project proposal has been submitted to the APEC Secretariat for funding approval by the APEC Budget Management Committee (BMC).  Further progress on this project is dependent on the outcome of the BMC meeting.

The reports prepared by the United States from the 2nd Joint Workshop between the APEC ITS Experts Group and ISO TC-204 held in Vancouver, Canada on May 17, 2004 were reviewed.  Opportunities to organize a 3rd Joint Workshop with ISO TC-204 were explored.  Topics for future workshops which included Electronic Vehicle Registration Identification, standards for RFID sensors and public-private-partnership models for ITS, were raised.  Economies were encouraged to submit other topics of interest, potential meeting venues and potential schedules to the Chairman.

The status of the project proposal for the World Standards for ITS Report Project was reviewed and it was noted that Korea has done an excellent job of completing the proposal and that it has been submitted to the APEC Secretariat for funding approval by the APEC Budget Management Committee (BMC).  Further progress on this project is dependent on the outcome of the BMC meeting.

The Joint Ministerial Statement from the 4th APEC Transportation Ministerial Meeting held in Bali, Indonesia on July 27 – 29, 2004 was reviewed for its impact on the work of the ITS Experts Group.    In particular it was noted that the Ministers’ priorities of : harnessing new technologies and best practices to facilitate travel and trade; improving transport safety in the region; implementing the Secure Trade in the APEC Region (STAR) and other security related initiatives consistent with international law; improving human capacity and institutional development, with a particular focus on developing concrete results-oriented actions of economic and technical assistance and capacity building to ensure the balanced advancement between economic and technical cooperation and trade and investment liberalization and facilitation; and cooperating with international organizations with common goals in accordance with APEC rules, such as the International Civil Aviation Organization (ICAO), the International Maritime Organization (IMO) and the International Labor Organization (ILO) without duplication of the work undertaken by those organizations: had significance for the Group.  It was also noted that continued work on the Secure Trade Project was consistent with the Ministers’   implementation plan to implement an intermodal supply chain security initiative over the next two years.  Economies were encouraged to identify any other areas of impact for them and submit their ideas to the Chairman for discussion at the next meeting of the Group.  The Group also reviewed the presentation on ITS that was delivered to the Ministers by a private sector representative of the United States.

Presentations were made by Group members on key items of interest in their respective Economies regarding the planning and deployment of ITS. Members representing Canada, Japan, Republic of Korea, Philippines and Thailand made formal presentations.

The ISO TC-204 Liaison Report dated August 2004 which was prepared by the United States was reviewed.  It was noted that several APEC Economies are also members of ISO TC-204.  Economies were requested to review the contact information for their respective Economy in the table entitled ‘Country Membership in TC204 and /or APEC-TPT’ and send any changes to the Chairman.  It was also noted that ISO TC-204 had passed a resolution endorsing the proposed World Standards for ITS Report and agreed to publish the final report as an ISO Technical Report.  The schedule of upcoming meetings was noted and Economies were encouraged to participate in the next meeting scheduled for Beijing, China for October 11 to 15, 2004.  All details related to the Beijing meeting are included in the Liaison Report.

After the conclusion of the meeting, Australia tabled two reports (see Attachment 1) for consideration by the Group.  The reports are for projects which Australia oversees.  Reports for these projects were previously provided to the former e-Commerce Group.  Australia will continue to oversee the projects and now believes that these reports should be managed by the ITS Experts Group.

The Steering Committee recommends that Plenary:  
· Endorse the ITS Experts Group report as an indication of the Group’s activity;
· Endorse the updating of the Action Plan for the ITS Experts Group to be reflective of the Ministers’ priorities;
· Endorse the continuing efforts of the ITS Experts Group and the Intermodal Task Force to implement the Secure Trade Project;  

·      Note the significant intersessional progress made by the Group in completing and submitting the two project proposals for Phases 3-5 of the Secure Trade Project and the World Standards for ITS Report Project;
· Note the significant interest that developed and developing Economies have in ITS;
· Note that the group will be planning to organize a 3rd Joint Workshop with ISO TC-204;
· Note the significant support offered by ISO TC-204 for the proposed World Standards for ITS Report; and
· Note Australia’s interest in having the ITS Experts Group take responsibility for the management of two projects which previously reported to the former e-Commerce Group.

Road Safety Experts Group (Chinese Taipei)

The Road Safety Experts Group met on Tuesday, 17 August.  Chinese Taipei and the United States (U.S.) served as interim co-chairs.
The Economies represented were: Australia, Indonesia, the Republic of Korea, New Zealand, Philippines, the Russian Federation, Singapore, Chinese Taipei, Thailand, the United States, and Viet Nam.  In addition, a representative of the International Association of Traffic Safety Science (IATSS) was present.
After the welcoming remarks and introductions, RSEG discussed and adopted the Agenda.
The co-chairs summarized the outcome of the Fourth Transportation Ministerial meeting, which took place on 27-29 August, in Bali, Indonesia.  Delegates took a note of the Joint Ministerial Statement adopted by the Ministers, and discussed the need to follow up on the Ministers’ resolve to improve road traffic safety in their Economies.  The co-chair from the U.S. recalled the global efforts to improve road safety under the auspices of the United Nations, specifically the World Health Day (WHD), which was observed on 7 April 2004 in Paris.  The delegate of Thailand remarked on the need of connection of WHD with other initiatives ongoing under the auspices of other international organizations, including the World Bank and the Asia Development Bank.  
The delegate of Korea gave a presentation on “Engineering Approaches for Road Safety in South Korea”, which focused on the strategies to improve road safety in Korea.  The presentation included traffic safety statistics and solutions to improve some of the road infrastructure-related aspects of road safety.  The presentation was followed by a discussion on other Economies’ traffic safety situation. 
The delegate of Thailand continued the meeting with his presentation on Thailand’s road safety condition.  The delegate identified insufficient helmet use among motorcyclists, poor use of safety seatbelts, speeding and drunk driving as one of Thailand’s key traffic safety problems, along with an overriding, serious under-reporting of traffic fatalities and injuries.  The delegates also gave an overview of Thailand’s National Road Safety Action Plan and other strategies implemented by Thailand to improve the current situation, including the new requirement for motorcyclists to have their headlights on while driving as a measure to improve the conspicuity of motorcycles.
The delegate of Indonesia offered his views on the road safety condition in his Economy.

In the ensuing debate, delegates discussed the common challenges faced by their respective economies and highlighted the need for better exchanges of information among them to learn of each other’s experience.
A delegate of Thailand made remarks about the effectiveness of the Economy’s traffic safety campaigns; the Australian delegate mentioned educational kits developed for primary and secondary school curricula that could be used by other Economies.
After this discussion, co-chair from Chinese Taipei gave a summary on the project, which was completed in July.  Specifically, the co-chair reported that the G. Ho Engineering Consultants incorporated the comments received from Economies in the final report of the project, TPT 01/2003: Initiatives for Improving Road Transportation Safety - Phase I.  The final report was finalized on 8 July 2004, and sent to APEC Secretariat two weeks later for completion.  The final report was posted on our TPT-WG website.
The U.S. co-chair suggested developing a directory of organizations with road traffic safety responsibilities within APEC Economies in order to facilitate closer exchanges of information.  The suggestion was well received by other delegates.  The delegate of Australia offered providing a list of traffic safety-related organizations, which has been recently developed by ASEAN.  The U.S. co-chair offered to prepare a template for the directory by the time of the next TPT meeting.
A delegate of Indonesia inquired about the recommendations of the Final Report and follow-up actions planned by RSEG.  (The delegate also asked about the availability of the Final Report.  The U.S. co-chair will provide a direct link to the website with the Final Report.)    
In response, the co-chair from Chinese Taipei began a discussion of the new project, which was discussed and adopted during the 23rd Meeting of the TPT in April 2004 in Beijing, China.  This project, which aims at developing a traffic safety data collection and evaluation system, was discussed in greater detail by the co-chair from the U.S.
The co-chair highlighted key aspects of the project, citing from the Factsheet, which was prepared for the Bali Ministerial.  Hard copies of the Factsheet were also distributed to the delegates along with copies of the Ministerial Press Release and the Ministerial Joint Statement.
RSEG discussed at length the project’s objectives and implementation.  The delegate of Australia pointed out to similar ongoing or completed projects  undertaken by some Economies and by non-governmental organizations, including the ASEAN, Asia Development Bank, the World Bank, the British Transportation Research Laboratory, etc.  The delegate cautioned RSEG that the new project should not interfere or duplicate these ongoing efforts.  The U.S. co-chair responded by assuring the group that before the project begins, due care will be given as to make the project as effective as possible, avoiding duplication with other projects.  The U.S. delegate also suggested that it might be useful to have an expert from the U.S. Department of Transportation (DOT) come to the next meeting of TPT in spring 2005 to give a presentation on the implementation of the project.  In the interim, U.S. would provide a detailed synopsis of the project.
In the following discussion, the RSEG delegates heard from the U.S. co-chair of expressions of interest from prospective Economies to volunteer in the project.  The delegate reported on interest expressed prior to the RSEG meeting from Viet Nam, Indonesia, Malaysia and Peru.  In this meeting, Indonesia reaffirmed its strong interest to be considered as a volunteer Economy.  The delegate from Viet Nam reported that his Economy was still exploring the possibility of participating in the project.  While representatives of Malaysia and Peru were not present to confirm their interest, two additional Economies, Korea and Thailand, expressed their interest to participate as volunteer Economies.
A representative from IATSS brought to the attention of the group the funding available through the Honda-Fujisawa Foundation for this and other road safety projects, and referred delegates to the website about this organization for more details.
As a last but critical item on the agenda was the identification of a new chair for the RSEG.  The RSEG delegates expressed their appreciation of the efforts of the outgoing RSEG Chairman, Dr. Kaikuo Chang of Chinese Taipei, and hoped that he would continue his active participation in the group.  The delegates continued by discussing the selection of a new chairperson.  At the end, a delegate of Thailand stepped forward as the new Chair of RSEG.  The group approved and thanked Thailand for taking the initiative.  In addition, the co-chairmen from Chinese Taipei and the U.S. have offered to provide support to Thailand in order to facilitate a smooth transition of this function and performance of its duties.     

The Steering Committee recommends that Plenary: 

· Note that the Final Report of the TPT 01/2003 project was published and posted on the RSEG TPT-WG website.  The direct website link will be provided to the delegates via email;
· Note that the U.S. will prepare a template for a directory of organizations with road traffic safety-related responsibilities and interests;
· Note that members are to consider participating as volunteer economies in the new project, which aims at establishment of a traffic safety data collection and evaluation system;
· Note that the US will distribute a synopsis of the new project and seek an expert from the U.S. DOT to give a presentation on the implementation of the data collection project; and
· Note the selection of Thailand as the new Chair of RSEG, becoming effective after the 24th TPT meeting.  

Satellite Navigation and Communications (SN&C) Systems Advisory Committee (Japan) 
The Satellite Navigation & Communications (SN&C) System Advisory Committee met on Monday, 16 August 2004, during the 24th meeting of the APEC Transportation Working Group.  15 participants from Australia, Brunei Darussalam, Chinese Taipei, Japan, the Philippines, the Russian Federations, Singapore, Thailand, the United States and International Civil Aviation Organization (ICAO) attended the meeting.

Mr. Richard Day, the SCSE Chair opened the meeting, and advised that Mr. Masahiro Kudo (Japan) was not able to continue to serve as the SN&C Chair.  The SCSE Chair, therefore asked the meeting to elect new SN&C Chair.  The SCSE Chair also requested the meeting to review the activities of SN&C and GIT and discuss future direction of the SN&C, taking into account of the need to avoid duplication of efforts between SN&C and GIT.

Mr. Dennis Beres, the GIT Chair nominated Mr. Yoshiki Imawaka, Director, International Policy Coordination, ATS Systems Planning Division, Civil Aviation Bureau of Japan to the Chair.  The nomination was seconded by Thailand.  Mr. Yoshiki Imawaka was unanimously elected SN&C Chairperson.
Mr. Imawaka then presided over the meeting and presented the following agenda items for discussion.  
· Status of APEC GNSS Implementation Team (GIT) GNSS Test Bed Project

· Future agenda items on the direction of the SN&C

· Report and review of the 4th APEC Transportation Ministerial Meeting

Agenda items proposed were accepted. 

The GIT Chair presented the activities of GIT.  The GIT met five times since its first meeting held in January 2002 in Los Angeles, USA.  The 6th meeting of GIT is scheduled to be held in Phuket, Thailand in October 2004.  The 7th meeting will be held in Bali, Indonesia in early 2005.  Interim MITRE report on the APEC Regional Navigation Feasibility Study will be presented to the 6th GIT meeting.  The final regional navigation feasibility study will be presented during the 7th GIT meeting.
The GIT Chair also informed the meeting that the United States Trade and Development Agency (USTDA) grant agreement of USD 675,000 for GNSS Test Bed was signed on 28 July, 2004 by the President of Aerothai and the Secretary of Transport of the U.S.A in Bali.  Indonesia, Malaysia, the Philippines, Thailand and Vietnam will be covered by the GNSS Test Bed.  The meeting appreciated the U.S.A. for their efforts for providing funding support for the GNSS Test Bed.
In replying to questions, the GIT Chair advised that GNSS Test Bed will be funded for the five economies listed above.  There are several economies that have indicated they would like to participate in the regional GNSS test bed through internal economy funding.  The GNSS Test Bed will not be connected to geo-stationary satellite.  GPS augmentation data will be generated by a master control station and transmitted by VHF datalink.
ICAO encouraged implementation of GNSS in accordance with the Strategies adopted by the ICAO Asia and Pacific Air Navigation Planning and Implementation Regional Group (APANPIRG), and expressed its support to the GIT and SN&C activities as they are assisting economies in implementation.
Thailand made a presentation of GNSS Test Bed, including background, objectives, system components, roles of host economies and roles of Thailand through Aerothai.  The GNSS Test Bed will consist of Test Reference Stations (TRS), Test Master Control Station (TMS), Datalink Broadcast Unit and User Platform.  TRS, which will be installed at each participating economy, will collect GPS signals.  GPS signals will be forwarded to TMS via ground-to-ground communication links for generating GPS augmentation data.

As requested by the SESC Chair, the meeting reviewed the recent SN&C and GIT activities, and discussed how to conduct future GIT and SN&C meetings in an efficient and effective manner.

The meeting noted that the GIT met intersessionally between the APEC TPT WG meetings.  The current practice is that the GIT Chair reported the GIT activities to SN&C meetings for endorsement, and the SN&C Chair reported to the SESC Chair.  While the SN&C and GIT have encouraged experts from other transport modes to participate in SN&C and GIT meetings, majority of the SN&C and GIT meetings in recent years were GNSS experts from aviation field.
The SN&C has tried to discuss policy issues to promote satellite navigation and communications, while the GIT mainly works for encouraging and assisting economies to implement satellite navigation.  Since majority of participants to the past SN&C meetings were the same people who attended the GIT meetings, the SN&C was not able to provide significant contributions, except endorsement of GIT activities.  The meeting felt that there would not be specific reasons for holding SN&C meetings if majority of the future SN&C meetings are attended by GNSS experts and the SN&C continues primarily endorsing the GIT activities.  The meeting was of the opinion that GIT could progress the implementation of GNSS by itself and there would be no need to seek endorsement of its activities from the SN&C.

The meeting noted that major development for the SN&C from the 4th APEC Transportation Ministerial Meeting was an announcement of a USD 675,000 grant for a GNSS Test Bed.  An implementation plan for the GNSS Test Bed in APEC will be discussed at the next GIT meeting.  The Chair, therefore encouraged economies to participate in the 6th GIT Meeting to be held on 25-29 October 2004 in Phuket, Thailand.

Australia advised the meeting that two workshops on GNSS awareness would be held in 2005.  As soon as dates and venue for the workshop are confirmed, an invitation will be distributed.

The Steering Committee recommends that Plenary: 
· Note that, due to the duplication of the work of the SN+C and the GIT, the SN+C Group be discontinued;
· Note that the SN&C Chair will serve as a co-chair to the GIT;

· Note that the GIT should review its Terms of Reference and Goals at the 6th GIT meeting; and

· Note that the GIT Chair should report the GIT activities to the Safe and Environment Friendly Transportation Systems Steering Committee.
Transportation Security Experts Group (United States)
The United States chaired the sixth Transportation Security Experts Group (TSEG) meeting on Monday and Tuesday, August 16-17, 2004.  Thirteen economies attended including Australia, Canada; China; Hong Kong, China; Chinese Taipei, Japan; New Zealand, Philippines; Russia; Singapore; Thailand the United States and Viet Nam.

The US indicated that it will relinquish the Chair of the TSEG and recommends to the SCSE that the responsibilities of the group be divided between the ASEG and the MSEG.


The Chair of the Aviation Security Experts Subgroup (ASES) held a meeting August 15-16, 2004 and reported to the TSEG during its sixth Meeting at TPT-WG 24 in Bangkok, Thailand, August 17, 2004.  New Zealand, the Chair of the Aviation Security Experts Subgroup will pass leadership of the group to Hong Kong, China during next ASEG meeting in Queenstown, New Zealand during March of 2004.   Continuing projects of the ASES include a progress report on human factors in aviation security, and several recommendations made to the Transportation Security Experts Group Meeting of TPT-WG 23, which were forwarded to the Steering Committee on Safe and Environment-Friendly Transportation.  Noteworthy of these recommendations was the suggestion that a member of the ASES attend the next ICAO AVSEC Panel meeting as an observer and that APEC explore the possibility of funding the attendance if a developing economy were nominated.


As was noted in previous reports, the TSEG has actively responded to goals established in the October 2001 APEC Leaders’ Statement on Counter terrorism and the Declaration through anti-terrorism projects including the APEC High-Level Meeting on Maritime Security and Piracy, development and methodologies for implementation of those maritime security requirements, an aviation security training data base listing courses available across APEC economies and available to international students.  

Members of the ASEG completed a Pathfinder initiative to use funds dedicated to the 100% HBS Symposium held in Hong Kong, China, which were used to conduct a second seminar for the APEC economies not in attendance during the 2003 seminar. 

Hong Kong, China completed the training survey and developed a training database, which will be development into a WebPage by Chinese Taipei and linked to the TPT-WG web-site.  Survey responses were received from the United States, Hong Kong, China, Chinese Taipei, Korea, Japan, the Philippines and New Zealand. Chinese Taipei will maintain the database for three years.  The next step is the development of a web-based database that is easily accessible for the use of member economies by March 2005.  

The International Ship and Port Security (ISPS) requirements effective July 2004 involve a wide range of elements in port security plans, access controls, training, etc.  These new requirements place a major strain on some developing APEC economies.  A project to  prepared these economies was presented by the USA, with valuable input provided by Australia and Singapore.  The objective of this ongoing project is to ensure increased compliance throughout the APEC region with these new maritime security requirements among the lesser-developed economies, by providing a port security checklist and self-audit protocol. 

A member of the US delegation briefed the TSEG on Secure Trade Project, a programs designed to facilitate commerce through improved supply chain security and transportation mobility aligned with security goals
critical to ensuring secure trade and supply chain enhancement through electronic cargo manifests.  

The United States provided a briefing on the current threat and mitigation strategies regarding Man-Portable Air Defense Systems (MANPADS).  Major points included the numbers of MANPADS available on the black market, the capabilities and design of the systems and operators, the importance of protecting stockpiles, and action plans that are being promoted and considered by individual economies, ICAO, and the UN.  APEC economies were briefed on the ICAO Guidebook and self-assessment tools available via the ICAO website.  Instructions for accessing the ICAO website were distributed.


The chair offered an update on radio frequency identification technology and ongoing economy projects involving RFID were discussed. 

The Steering Committee recommends that Plenary:
· Endorse the Transportation Security Experts Group’s final report and agree to discontinue the TSEG group in favor of having the ASEG and the MSEG groups report directly to the SCSE;
· Note the ascension of Hong Kong China to the Chair of the Aviation Security Experts group as of March 2005;
· Note the successful completion of the 100% Hold Baggage Screening Seminar and adopt the Final Report of the ASEG; 

· Note the successful completion of the second APEC MSEG Seminar on the implementation of IMO ISPS requirements;

· Endorse the ASEG group’s nomination for observer status on the ICAO
AVSEC Panel;

· Recognize the completion of the AVSEC training database; and

· Note that the STAR Initiative was discussed and that economies are actively working to achieve the goals of the Initiative.

III. MANAGEMENT ISSUES
The Chair reported on  the 4th APEC Transportation Ministerial Meeting held in Bali, Indonesia on 29 July, 2004. 

The Chair identified 8 Ministerial Initiatives that would fall under the purview of the SCSE, and presented a document which identified the initiatives and proposed actions.  Following discussion, action items to address the Ministerial Initiatives were agreed (attached).

The Joint Ministerial Statement of the 4th APEC Transport Ministers’ meeting accorded, inter alia, “high priority to ensuring a safe, secure, efficient, integrated and environmentally sustainable transportation system for the Region”. An implementation plan was developed “encouraging progress towards a community based on sustainable development”.  Canada submitted an information paper highlighting a number of activities taken by the Government of Canada to promote a sustainable transportation system and encouraged other economies to submit details of their accomplishments in this area.

The Chair provided information on the work of the Reform Task Force, which is examining the APEC TPT-WG structure with a view to recommending changes if efficiencies could be made. SCSE submitted their ideas for improvement to the Chair for consideration by this task force.
The Expert Group Chairs were requested to revise, as required, the Operational Plan.
STEERING COMMITTEE ON SAFE AND ENVIRONMENT FRIENDLY TRANSPORTATION SYSTEMS

IMPLEMENTATION OF THE 4TH APEC TRANSPORT MINISTERS’ MEETING

WEDNESDAY, AUGUST 18, 2004
During the Heads of Delegation, Shepherds and Steering Committee Coordinators’ meeting (August 16, 2004), the Lead Shepherd instructed Steering Committee Coordinators to discuss with Committee Members the implementation of relevant initiatives stemming from the 4th APEC Transport Ministers’ Meeting.

To this end, please see below each initiative relevant to the Safe and Environment Friendly SC, along with a proposed action plan, for discussion.

1. Implement a road safety technical assistance initiative to establish a model traffic safety data collection and evaluation system to better target road safety policies and strategies and combat road safety hazards.

Proposed Action:  The Road Safety Experts Group will consider ways of implementing this initiative, and report to the Steering Committee at the next TPT-WG.

2. Support the continuing implementation of maritime and aviation security measures, with emphasis on the implementation of the International Ship and Port Facility Security Code (ISPS Code);  and working to support international efforts, including those by multilateral agencies, to control access to MANPADS and other potential threats to civil aviation.

Proposed Action:  The Aviation Security and Maritime Security Experts Groups will continue to oversee this work, and report to the SC as appropriate.
3. Implement an intermodal supply chain security initiative over the next two years.
Proposed Action:  Pending BMC approval of the Secure Trade Project, the ITS Experts Group, in concert with ASEG, MSEG and ITF, will manage and report on this initiative, as required.

4. Implement a Global Navigation Satellite System test bed in all areas of the APEC region.

Proposed Action:   The GIT will oversee the development of this initiative.

5. Implement arrangements for the structured exchange of information among member economies on safety and security best practices and measures.

Proposed Action:  The Road Safety Experts Group is developing a database, and will share its template with the SCC.  It is proposed that this could serve as a building block for the implementation of this initiative.  In the interim, economies have been asked to submit any best practices to the SCC for distribution.

6. Develop a proposal to support the secure transport of dangerous goods which would include an inventory of economies’ regimes pertaining to transportation of dangerous goods and other appropriate actions.

Proposed Action:  A discussion of secure transport of Dangerous Goods should be on the agenda of the next ASEG and MSEG meetings.

7. Develop concrete and specific action plans to carry forward economic and technical cooperation between APEC developed economies and developing economies to assist in establishing an efficient, safe, secure and environmentally sustainable transportation system.

Proposed Action:  This initiative should be considered by all SCSE Experts Groups at the next TPT-WG, with recommendations to be submitted to the SC.

8. Implement our Leaders’ directives with regard to sustainable development.

Proposed Action:  Leaders will meet November 20-21, 2004 in Chile, and clear directives are expected at that time.  SCC will make any relevant directives available to SC members intersessionally.  In the interim, Canada has submitted an information paper on sustainable development, and would encourage other economies to provide similar information.

In addition, the Lead Shepherd has asked each Steering Committee to consider and, if appropriate, submit language that it would suggest the Lead Shepherd propose be included in the APEC Leaders’ Statement (which would be discussed at and released following Leaders’ November 20-21, 2004 meeting in Santiago, Chile).

To this end, the Lead Shepherd has suggested he will accept suggestions until September 30, 2004.

Proposed Action:  SC discussed at TPT-WG-24, and has no recommendations at this time.
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
