In Beijing, an APEC Secure Trade Workshop was hosted jointly by the ITS Experts Group, the Intermodal Task Force, and eCommerce Group. Australia briefed on Phase 1. US presented briefings on Phase 2 including a conceptual plan for Phases 3-5. Issues arising included: identifying funding sources, reviewing the project size, and increasing involvement of APEC Economies. 

PROPOSED ACTION: Member Economies should come prepared to discuss the Phase 3 and explore approaches for Economy involvement in subsequent phases.

5. Report from 2nd Joint ISO TC204 / ITS Experts Group Workshop

As part of the ITS Experts Group Action Plan, a 2nd Joint Workshop with ISO TC 204 took place on 17 May 2004 in Vancouver, Canada. The focus of this 2nd Workshop was to exchange views and discuss activities concerning development of standards in the areas of Transit and Freight/Fleet Management. An outcome of this workshop was the identification of specific APEC Economies' needs in those areas.  (See Brief and Summary Report)

PROPOSED ACTION: Member Economies should come prepared to discuss the Summary Report of the Joint Workshop with ISO TC 204.  The expected outcome of the discussion is the identification of next steps to enhance collaboration.

6. World Standards Report – Korea

In Beijing, Korea proposed to undertake a project to develop a World Report for ITS Standards. The report will be based on a comprehensive international survey and is envisioned to include each APEC Economy’s experiences, strategies, and polices on ITS standards. The report will be useful in articulating and documenting ITS standards needs. The Group approved Korea's proposal and sent it forward for TPT consideration. Korea also briefed the proposal to ISO TC204 who formulated a resolution to collaborate on the project and to publish the report as an ISO document as well.  (See Proposal)

PROPOSED ACTION: Member Economies should come prepared to discuss specific involvement in developing the World ITS Standards Report. Korea has initiated arrangements to hold a first organizational meeting on 13 October 2004 in Beijing, China in conjunction with the next ISO TC204 meeting week. Member Economies should consider how they would like to be involved and/or make contributions.
7. Transport Ministerial Meeting Feedback

The APEC transportation ministers held a meeting on 27-29 July in Bali, Indonesia.  A ministerial statement was issued commending the work of the TPT and provided direction for future activities. (See Statement) One action included in the statement affecting the ITS Experts Group is:

“Implement an intermodal supply chain security initiative over the next two years”

PROPOSED ACTION: Member Economies should come prepared to discuss the Ministerial Statement and its impact on the Group’s activities. 

8. Presentations by Member Economies

PROPOSED ACTIONS:  Member Economies should come prepared to give a 5-10 minute oral presentation of key items of interest in the ITS development and deployment arena in their respective economies.  It is recommended that each member distribute hard copies of their presentations to all members.

9. ISO TC 204 Liaison Update

PROPOSED ACTIONS:  The U.S. will present a status update of ISO TC 204 activities occurring since the last APEC TPT-WG meeting.  The focus will be on relevant information possibly affecting the Action Plan. (See Liaison Report)

10. Other Business

PROPOSED ACTIONS: Member Economies are urged to bring up other topics of mutual interest that are not covered on the agenda.
