The Agreement provides a mechanism to establish international vehicle technical regulations – known as UNECE Regulations – and reciprocal approval recognition arrangements.  There are currently 116 UNECE Regulations.

Australia is also undertaking steps to “apply” regulations within the 1958 Agreement framework to enable mutual recognition of technical certifications of automotive product.

· The Executive Agreement was signed on 21 June but has not yet been ratified by Australia. The first implementation procedures (the Implementation Procedures for Airworthiness or IPA) have been settled and signing is proposed for the near future.

· The Agreement established a framework by which the aviation authorities of Australia and the United States could cooperate to support improved procedures for the reciprocal acceptance of findings of compliance or data in specific aviation technical areas (mutual recognition).  The IPA sets out in detail the agreed processes that the Australian Civil Aviation Safety Authority (CASA) and the United States Federal Aviation Authority (FAA) will follow when examining approvals, evaluations and monitoring associated with civil aeronautical products.  If these agreed processes are followed, each State will automatically accept the other State’s relevant approvals for airworthiness covering design approval, production activities, and export airworthiness approval.  The Procedures also facilitate agreed post design approval activities and technical assistance between CASA and the FAA.   

· When the IPA has been signed, both the IPA and the Executive agreement will be subject to Australia's Parliamentary processes for ratification and will enter into force when this process is successfully concluded.
