1. Memorandums of Cooperation with the ADB, World Bank, and the IMO. 
2. APEC Leader’s Directives
The Lead Shepherd will present and discuss possible transportation issues for Leader’s consideration.    In addition, the Lead Shepherd will invite HOD’s to provide input on how the TPT can best implement Leader’s and Minister’s directives.  This is a discussion item. ( A paper will be tabled)

In addition, we will ask Australia to brief us on preparations for the 5th APEC Transportation Ministerial Meeting. 

Particularly, the Lead Shepherd will seek the cooperation of economies, which have not yet hosted a single TPT-WG meeting to consider hosting one TPT-WG in the future. This is a discussion item.
