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Dangerous Goods Expert Task Force - Terms of Reference

Aim 
Australia is leading the development of a proposal for APEC ‘to support the secure transport of dangerous goods within the APEC region, that would include an inventory of economies’ regimes pertaining to the transportation of dangerous goods and other appropriate actions’.  

In developing this proposal, Australia is seeking input and guidance from an Expert Task Force to assist in the development of a suitable proposal for APEC.

Role of Task Force

The role of the Expert Task Force is to guide the development of the dangerous goods proposal, and provide input into the direction and content of the proposal.

Role of Task Force Members

Expert Task Force members will contribute to the work of the Task Force by:

· providing input to the inventory of current arrangements; 
· offering suggestions to contribute to the development of the proposal; 
· identifying documents on which the proposal can draw; and 
· commenting on drafts of document.
Methodology
The Expert Task Force is expected to communicate primarily through correspondence, including email.  Expert Task Force members will be expected to participate in discussions, and provide ideas, feedback, suggestions and comments.
The Task Force will seek to work in a co-operative and consultative manner.
Reporting

The Expert Task Force will report to the Steering Committee for Safe and Environmentally Friendly Transport.

Timeframe

The Dangerous Goods Expert Task Force is a time-limited expert group established solely to advise on the development of this project.  It is not envisaged that the Task Force will continue to operate following the completion of the project.
