Agenda 

The conference was held under the main theme of enhancing transport security while realizing smooth and efficient transportation. Findings 

At the Conference, ministers responsible for transport security from major countries exchanged views and information for enhancing transport security and discussed issues that should be addressed in a coordinated, cooperative manner. 

As a result, the Ministers were unanimous in their desire to send a strong message to the world of their commitment to assure security in transportation through cooperation among countries, capacity building assistance, and endorsement of the initiatives of relevant international institutions.
Also, since avian influenza and transport security are similar in their need for emergency response, Ministers agreed to endeavor to minimize any negative impact for transport systems arising from such diseases.

Ministerial Conference on International Transport Security

Tokyo, Japan 12-13 January 2006
Ministerial Declaration

1. We, the Ministers Responsible for Transport Security, met in Tokyo, Japan, on 12-13 January, 2006, to discuss issues of mutual interest and concern.
2. Transport systems form the foundation of today's globalized society, supporting a wide range of human activity and logistics, and contributing to economic development.

3. Owing to their easy accessibility, high profile and social as well as economic significance, transport systems have become a key target for terrorists and, in some cases, also a means of attacking other targets. We reiterate our sympathy and condolences for the loss of lives in terrorist attacks worldwide, and we resolve to take every practicable measure to prevent other such terrorist acts.
4. These recent events have shown that no state in the world is immune from terrorism. Acts of terrorism can be attempted at any time and in any place.
5. Protection being only as strong as the weakest link of the overall security system, we consider the implementation of effective preventive security measures to be of the utmost importance in the fight against terrorism.
6. We value very highly the significant efforts of individual States and of the International Maritime Organization, the International Civil Aviation Organization, and the World Customs Organization in setting standards and recommended practices for transport and trade security. We confirm our commitment to close collaboration with these organizations, and to the implementation of their standards and recommended practices. We also appreciate the participation of concerned transport stakeholders in this global effort.

7. While commending all of these efforts, we reaffirm that high priority must continue to be given to addressing vulnerabilities in transport systems, to ensuring that measures deal effectively with the threat, and to ensuring that special attention is paid to capacity building assistance to those states that have not yet fully addressed the security threats to transport.
8. We recognize that more active and wide-ranging international and domestic cooperation, including partnership between public and private sectors, is essential to ensure the resilience and integrity of international transport security. Therefore, we hereby confirm our resolution to intensify our efforts in this regard.
9. At the same time, we have a responsibility to ensure that as far as practicable, transport systems are not interrupted by terrorist threats, and that they continue to provide efficient and reliable services. Security measures must be based on an assessment of risk and be compatible with facilitating the legitimate flow of people and goods.
10. We have exchanged views on these matters during this Conference, and we have issued joint statements supporting stronger cooperation in the fields of maritime, aviation and land transport security.

11. Finally, we strongly encourage all States to join us in taking steps to further strengthen and enhance transport security worldwide for all modes of transport, and to support efforts to address vulnerabilities in the inter-modal supply chain.

Ministerial Statement on Security
in International Maritime Transport Sector

1. We met in January 2006 in Tokyo, Japan, to participate in the Ministerial Conference on International Transport Security and considered directions for further enhancement of the security in international maritime transport sector.

2. We recognize that acts of terrorism pose a serious threat to international maritime transport and that acts of piracy and armed robbery against ships recur with alarming consequences. We, therefore, believe that it is essential to reduce the vulnerability of international maritime transport to such unlawful acts.

3. To this end, we welcome and support the vigorous activities undertaken by relevant international organizations, particularly, the International Maritime Organization (IMO) and the World Customs Organization (WCO). 

4. In particular, we firmly believe that the provisions of chapter XI-2 of the International Convention for the Safety of Life at Sea, 1974, as amended (1974 SOLAS Convention) and the International Ship and Port Facility Security Code (ISPS Code), which were adopted under the auspices of IMO in December 2002 and entered into force in July 2004, and the exercise of control and compliance measures, have greatly contributed to enhancing international maritime security, and we stress the importance of ensuring continued compliance with these requirements.

5. We also believe that the Framework of Standards to Secure and Facilitate Global Trade, adopted in June 2005 by WCO, represents a new approach to working methods and partnership for both customs and business.

6. Furthermore, we welcome the adoption, under the auspices of IMO in October 2005, of the Protocol of 2005 to the Convention for the Suppression of Unlawful Acts Against the Safety of Maritime Navigation, 1988 and the Protocol of 2005 to the Protocol for the Suppression of Unlawful Acts Against the Safety of Fixed Platforms Located on the Continental Shelf, 1988. 

7. We note the decision of IMO to continue its work in relation to the protection of shipping lanes of strategic importance and significance, especially the follow-up of the Jakarta Statement referred in paragraph 10-3.
8. While commending the efforts of these organizations as well as the efforts of individual States, we believe that a continuing high priority must be given to addressing vulnerabilities in international maritime transport by promoting further enhancement of international maritime security, bearing in mind the significance of ensuring the efficient and legitimate flow of people and goods.

9. Recognizing that the effectiveness of security measures for international maritime transport will be enhanced if they are considered and adopted by all States concerned, we reaffirm our commitment to co-operate to enhance the security of international maritime transport.

10. We hereby:

1) invite IMO to consider, in cooperation with WCO, the development and adoption, as necessary, of appropriate measures to enhance the security of the maritime transport of containers in the international supply chain, while respecting efficiency and international harmonization;

2)
invite IMO to undertake a study and make, as necessary, recommendations to enhance the security of ships other than those already covered by SOLAS chapter XI-2 and the ISPS Code, in an effort to protect them from becoming targets of acts of terrorism, piracy, or armed robbery and to prevent them from being exploited or used as means for committing such acts;

3)

note with satisfaction the adoption in September 2005 of the Jakarta Statement on Enhancement of Safety, Security and Environmental Protection in the Straits of Malacca and Singapore (the Jakarta Statement), and in particular the agreement that a mechanism be established by the three littoral States to meet on a regular basis with user States, the shipping industry and others with an interest in the safe navigation through the Straits of Malacca and Singapore;

4)
resolve to take necessary actions, as appropriate, in response to the Jakarta Statement while respecting fully the sovereignty of the littoral States, and note with appreciation the offer by Malaysia to host a follow-up meeting;

5) 
urge all Contracting Governments to the 1974 SOLAS Convention to ensure the continued compliance of port facilities located within their territory with the requirements of SOLAS chapter XI-2 and the ISPS Code by appropriate measures which may include conducting inspections or audits of the port facilities located within their territory;
6) 
resolve to share, to the extent possible, in an effort to promote effective implementation, best practices on the implementation of SOLAS chapter XI-2 and the ISPS Code in relation to security in port facilities;

7) 
resolve to continue, in cooperation with IMO and other appropriate fora, to provide necessary assistance and support to Contracting Governments to the 1974 SOLAS Convention in enhancing their ability and capacity to implement appropriate security measures at their port facilities through further international and regional efforts; and

further promote international co-operation in the education and training of Port State Control (PSC) officers, through relevant regional Memoranda of Understandings for PSC, and other officers specifically designated to exercise control and compliance measures, in order to promote effective implementation of SOLAS chapter XI-2 and the ISPS Code.

Ministerial Statement on Aviation Security
1. We participated in the Ministerial Conference on International Transport Security held in January 2006 in Tokyo, and considered issues concerning civil aviation security. We reached consensus on efforts to further enhance aviation security.

2. We note that various measures for enhancing aviation security have been adopted in a number of international fora such as the International Civil Aviation Organization, the G8 and APEC, and confirm our intention to support these efforts.

3. While more stringent security regulations have been applied by the international community since the terrorist attacks in the United States of America on 11 September 2001, terrorists are refining and adapting their tactics to perpetrate further acts of unlawful interference against aviation, such as the attack in Russia in 2004.

4. Therefore, addressing vulnerabilities within the global civil aviation security network, through security measures that are compatible with the efficient flow of passengers and goods, through increased capacity building, and through the promotion of compatible security measures reducing regulatory divergence remains a high collective priority.

Principles to Guide International Efforts in Aviation Security
We hereby:

1. Urge States to implement and enforce the Standards and Recommended Practices (SARPs) of Annex 17 (Security) to the Convention on International Civil Aviation, and other ICAO provisions relating to aviation security;

2. Strongly encourage the application of the above-mentioned SARPs and ICAO provisions to domestic operations, where appropriate;

3. Encourage the adoption of improved screening capability and practices by sharing related expertise and technologies that better detect explosives, by improving understanding of human factors, and by promoting international cooperation in research and development, including through close coordination of research agendas;

4. Encourage States to work bilaterally and multilaterally to achieve a high level of security in screening procedures used for passengers and bags;

5. Encourage the facilitation of passenger travel in a manner that does not compromise security, by various methods including biometrics, while being mindful of data privacy protection issues;
6. Encourage the development of internationally strengthened and harmonized measures and best practices for air cargo security, taking into account the need to protect the entire cargo supply chain;
7. Encourage increased aviation security capacity building efforts, both on a bilateral basis and through the use of multilateral and regional arrangements, in targeting areas where improvements are needed to ensure the integrity of aviation security worldwide; and

8. Encourage States to register with the ICAO Aviation Security Point of Contact Network, so that States can communicate effectively during situations of heightened threat or security-related emergencies.
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Tokyo, Japan 12-13 January 2006
Ministerial Statement on Land Transport Security

1. We participated in the Ministerial Conference on International Transport Security held in January 2006 in Tokyo, and considered issues concerning the security of land transport. We reached consensus on promoting cooperation in the area of land transport security.

2. Terrorist attacks against land transport have been perpetrated in many countries, for example, the sarin gas attack on the Tokyo subway in March 1995, the bombing on the Paris subway in July 1995, the bombing on the Moscow subway in February 2004 and the bombing on the Madrid train system in March 2004. The bombings of the London underground and buses during the G8 Gleneagles Summit in July last year is particularly fresh in our memory. We reiterate our strong condemnation of such attacks. 

3. Attacks against land transport, the most accessible and frequently used method of public transport, are attractive to terrorists due to its high volume of passengers, critical infrastructure, economic importance and psychological impact; and some of the characteristics of land transport make it particularly difficult to secure. Therefore, in order to effectively counter identified vulnerabilities in land transport systems, we affirm that it is essential for all States to cooperate with each other, including through the relevant international fora and to promote the sharing of information and the development of practical measures. We must also bear in mind the need to retain the benefits of land transport to national and regional economies, in particular, ease of transport, punctuality and accessibility, and adaptability to regional circumstances.
4. We support strengthening and broadening co-operation including for example G8 member states’ effort to promote best practices for rail and metro security.
Principles to Guide Future International Efforts 
in Land Transport Security
We hereby:

1. Encourage the sharing of best practices for land transport security, including through the relevant international fora, in such areas as public awareness, deterrence, consequence mitigation, emergency response and preparedness drills, employee training, detection, and surveillance programmes;

2. Promote international cooperation in research and in the development of technology capable of detecting and monitoring potential threats, while continuing to facilitate passenger flow and passenger convenience;

3. Encourage cooperation among government authorities, land transport operators, and all relevant stakeholders, both within our states and internationally; and

4. Encourage consideration of the creation of an international working group to facilitate the sharing of best practices and enhance global cooperation in passenger rail and transit security, building on the results of the existing work at G8 and other international fora.

Ministerial Statement on Transport and Influenza 
We share the concerns of the international community regarding avian influenza and the possible development, arising from this, of a new variant of influenza capable of human-to-human transmission.

We, noting the extensive actions already being taken by our respective governments and relevant international organizations, will endeavour to minimize any negative impact for transport systems arising from such diseases.
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
