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REPORT FROM THE LEAD SHEPHERD OF THE 28TH MEETING OF THE APEC 

VANCOUVER, CANADA 

5-8 SEPTEMBER 2006

OVERVIEW
1. Canada hosted the 28th meeting of the APEC Transportation Working Group (TPT-WG28) in Vancouver, British Columbia, Canada, from 5 to 8 September 2007.  

2. The TPT-WG28 meeting was attended by 169 delegates from eighteen APEC economies and seven guest organizations: 1/Australia; 2/ Brunei Darussalam; 3/ Canada; 4/ People's Republic of China; 5/ Hong Kong, China; 6/ Indonesia; 7/ Japan; 8/ the Republic of Korea; 9/ Malaysia; 10/ Mexico; 11/ New Zealand; 12/ the Philippines; 13/ Russia; 14/ Singapore; 15/ Chinese Taipei; 16/ Thailand; 17/ the United States; and 18/ Viet Nam.  The APEC Secretariat was represented by the Program Director for the TPT-WG Mr Alexander Sukhov.

· The following guest economies and organizations in attendance were: 1/ Macao, China; 2/ the International Association of Maritime Universities; 3/ International Motorcycle Manufacturers Association; 4/ InterVISTAS; 5/ Mitretek Systems; 6/ General Motors (Automotive Dialogue) and 7/ Unisys Corporation. 
3. The TPT-WG28 program included three meetings of Heads of Delegation (including a half-day discussion on the 5th APEC Transportation Ministerial Meeting to be held in Adelaide, Australia in March 2007), Modal Experts Group and Sub-group meetings, industry tours and hospitality events. The Opening Plenary Session was held on 5 September with a traditional greeting by Elder representatives of the Squamish First Nation; the Closing Plenary Meeting was held on 8 September.

4. The Lead Shepherd expressed his appreciation to Canada, especially to Transport Canada’s Coordinating Team for the efficient hosting of the meeting, the quality of the meeting arrangements and the warm hospitality. In addition, other economies expressed their appreciation for the Canadian hospitality and a successful meeting.

SUMMARY OF MAJOR OUTCOMES FROM HODs AND PLENARY MEETINGS

Directions for the Heads of Delegation  

6. The Lead Shepherd identified some key objectives for Heads of Delegations:

· In the short-term, to ensure human resources development (HRD) is embedded in the work of all groups and Sub-groups of the TPT-WG, and to prepare for the Ministerial Meeting in 2007;


· In the medium term, to ensure economies get the benefits of the recent restructure of the TPT-WG, with policy direction, direction setting and drive from HODs, and with HODs to consider cross-cutting issues including HRD, technology and intermodal operation;


· In the longer term, to improve alignment of TPT-WG work with APEC Leaders’ directions and to make its work more visible to Leaders.  Also to work on better engagement with business; and


· On an ongoing basis, to support the important work of Modal Expert Groups and Sub-groups to facilitate concrete initiatives in areas such as capacity building, data collection and sharing of good practices.

TPT-WG Appointments    

7. HODs elected Ms Elena Bautista of the Philippines as Deputy Lead Shepherd.  

8. The Lead Shepherd and Deputy Lead Shepherd discussed working arrangements and the Deputy Lead Shepherd will take a lead role in relation to project proposals – overseeing the processing and monitoring of project implementation progress, and in relation to the HRD – monitoring the information from Modal Expert Groups on HRD issues, and promoting integration of HRD activities across the groups.

9. HODs also agreed that Japan continue as chair of the Maritime Experts Group, with Mr Furuichi (Japan) taking over from Mr Suzuki (Japan).  

10. HODs recorded strong appreciation of the contributions made by Mr Han Jun (China) as Deputy Lead Shepherd and by Mr Suzuki.

11. HODs endorsed the appointment of Mr Michael Daniel (USA) as Deputy Chair of the Aviation Experts Group, taking over from Mr John Doherty (Australia) who took up the position of Lead Shepherd from 1 July 2006.

Human Resources Development – Capacity Building 

12. HODs endorsed a recommendation from the Philippines that, rather than appointing a special HRD adviser, each Modal Expert Group include a special section summarizing HRD issues and activities in its report to the Closing Plenary.  This would allow HODs to monitor HRD activities and consider areas of common concern and opportunities for coordinated action.  The reporting template for Modal Expert Groups was amended accordingly and the new arrangements were brought into effect for TPT-WG 28.

Terms of Reference for Modal Experts Groups.  

13. All Modal Groups finalized proposed terms of reference in a consistent format based on the template agreed at TPT-WG 27 (May 2006 in Ha Noi, Viet Nam).   It was agreed that the documents would be given a final check to ensure they comply with APEC requirements, with the Lead Shepherd to notify final endorsement.  

Update of Management Papers (on TPT-WG28 Webpage).  

14. HODs agreed to the updated papers (New Structure; Management) which outline the working arrangements for the TPT-WG since the restructure.  It was agreed that in accordance with recent practice in TPT-WG, the final report (Chair’s Report) on each TPT-WG meeting will be the responsibility of the Lead Shepherd rather than the host economy.  

15. It was confirmed in the discussion that the role of the Intermodal/ITS Experts Group is broad, encompassing the whole supply chain. Technology and ITS are important elements of this, but the Group’s focus is wider.

TPT-WG Website.   

16. Delegates noted the transfer of responsibility for the TPT-WG website to China from Chinese Taipei, and expressed appreciation to both economies.  All economies should review the relevant parts of the TPT-WG website and provide the updated information requested by China.  In addition, economies should review the list of APEC contacts, and advise China of changes.
17. China, in consultation with Australia, agreed to further update the website to reflect the TPT-WG new structure and to examine implications of the proposed APEC Portal for the next TPT-WG29.

Reporting Template for Modal Expert Groups    

18. A revised reporting template was endorsed to assist with consistency and to ensure that the reports cover the full range of significant issues addressed by the Groups.

19. Modal Groups Chairs should ensure sufficient details on projects and initiatives are provided in their meeting reports to allow HODs to assess the projects and their relative priority. 

New Projects for BMC Funding Consideration

20. The following projects were approved by HODs for submission for BMC funding consideration in October 2006:

· Intermodal Skills Seminar: Developing Core Competencies and Leadership Skills in Planning and Managing Intermodal Systems and Technology (Viet Nam) for $US49,000 (TILF);


· Facilitation of International Shipping – Competition Policy Related to Liner Shipping (Canada) for $US130,000 (TILF).

Next Meeting – TPT-WG29

21. HODs accepted the offer by Chinese Taipei to host TPT-WG 29 in May or June 2007 in accordance with established APEC working arrangements.  

22. The Lead Shepherd thanked Chinese Taipei for the offer and asked other economies to consider hosting TPT-WG30, especially those who have not recently hosted a meeting.

Roadmap 2 and 3 Presentation  

23. At the HODs One Meeting, Singapore presented the outcomes of Stage 2 of the Roadmap Survey – Economy Reports.  

24. Australia presented a proposal for six directions for recommendations arising from the Roadmap report, representing Stage 3 of the exercise.  The TPT-WG28 thanked the taskforce for its work on the report. 


25. The papers on Roadmap Stages 2 and 3 (2006/TPT-WG-28/hod/008_v2; and 2006/TPT-WG-28/HOD/005) were also discussed in the Closing Plenary.  It was noted that the Roadmap arose from an express directive from the APEC Transportation Ministerial Meeting in Bali, and that some agreed recommendations should be developed for the Ministerial Meeting.  

26. The following process was agreed to:

· Economies to provide comments on the Stage 2 report and Stage 3 recommendations by 11 October 2006, with comments to be directed to Linda.rasmussen@dotars.gov.au ;


· The thrust of the Stage 2 outcomes and interim recommendations to be included in the draft papers for the Ministerial Meeting, in particular the discussion paper on Liberalisation and the report on the work of the TPT-WG;


· The form of presentation of the Roadmap results and the terms of the interim recommendations be settled through the processes established for finalizing those papers, as set out in the ‘Preparations for the Ministerial Meeting – Key Issues Papers’ (see paras 34-45);

· A further discussion of the Roadmap recommendations could be conducted at the TPT-WG29 in conjunction with the discussion of directions from the Ministerial Meeting.

Presentation on the 3rd UNESCAP Ministerial Conference on Transport  

27. Korea gave a presentation on the 3rd UNESCAP Ministerial Conference and associated events to be held from 6-11 November 2006.   All economies were encouraged to participate, if possible.

Presentation by Mr Bob Lange, GM, on behalf of the Automotive Dialogue

28. Mr Bob Lange, Executive Director – Structure and Safety Integration, General Motors Corporation, made a short presentation on the proposal by the Automotive Dialogue to stage a summit on road safety in Adelaide, Australia immediately before the Ministerial Meeting in March 2007.  The proposal received support from HODs in their consideration of the Ministerial Meeting (see paragraph 40 below).

APEC Symposium on Total Supply Chain Security

29. Singapore presented the outcomes of a major APEC symposium on supply chain security held in Singapore in July 2006 and advised that a report was to be provided to SOMIII in light of the implications for the APEC Counter Terrorism Task Force as well as the TPT-WG.  The TPT-WG28 agreed that:

· Lead Shepherd monitor the outcomes of the SOM III report and implications for future work that might be undertaken by the TPT-WG;


· Modal Expert Groups and relevant Sub-groups take the findings into account in their work. 

Correspondence from the Secretary-General ECMT

30. The Lead Shepherd advised that a letter had been received from Mr Jack Short, Secretary-General of the European Conference of Ministers for Transport (ECMT).  The letter outlined recent work in ECMT, including the proposal to open the proceedings of ECMT to a broader International Transport Forum from 2007, and invited ongoing cooperation with the TPT-WG.    

31. It was noted that Mr Short had previously attended the TPT-WG meeting as a guest for a period.  Comments indicated some in principle support for collaboration, but the matter is to be considered in more detail at a future meeting when economies have had an opportunity to consider the issue. 

Economy Reports

32. At the Closing Plenary, a presentation was provided by Thailand on the new international airport near Bangkok – Suvarnabhumi (Su – won – na – poom), to be opened on 28 September 2006. 

33. Presentations in Modal Groups meetings included:

· Canada: a presentation on the present situation on maritime transport in Canada;


· Russia: developments in Trans-Siberian Landbridge and container terminal in Vostochny Port;


· Australia: a recent study by the Australasian Rail Association on the attraction and retention of employees in the Australian rail industry developed in response to impending skills shortages (www.ara.net.au );


· Malaysia: the Integrated Transport Information System (covering 243 square kms of Malaysia’s capital city Kuala Lumpur) that enables public transport operators and road users to obtain real-time information from the ITS website, ITS Call Centre, visual display boards and radio;


· Japan: the newly established Aviation Safety Promotion Office, oversighting air operators;

· New Zealand: the national aviation security training program and confidential reporting system;  

· Hong Kong, China: the adaptation of ICAO model legislation on unruly passengers; in the context of promoting liberalization of trade and facilitation,  one-stop security concept for transfer passenger and baggage; 

· USA: the new cargo security requirements in the USA; and the latest security requirements for US-bound flights as a result of the recent security event in the UK and the latest security screening technology;


· Korea: Towards better safety of national highways;


· A number of economies provided reports on progress of vehicle standards harmonization: Australia; Japan; Korea; Philippines; Singapore; Chinese Taipei; and the USA.
Preparations for the 5th APEC Transportation Ministerial Meeting

Overview of Logistics and Preparations

34. Australia presented an overview of preparations and distributed a handout paper (2006/TPT-WG-28/HOC/017) which summarizes the proposals and suggested program, noting that these may need to be adjusted as planning proceeds.

35. HODs indicated support for the general approach, noting that the approach had been adopted to keep the meeting quite short as Ministers have very busy schedules.  HODs identified areas for continued attention:

· Ensure opportunities for bilateral discussions as well as the programmed sessions;


· Look for opportunities for more engagement of business.   Comments on business engagement included the direct engagement of appropriate senior business operators.

Key Issues Papers

36. Australia presented working drafts of three issues papers which are intended to set out briefly the context and possible options for action and as a prompt for discussion on the three proposed themes for the forthcoming Transportation Ministerial Meeting in March 2007: Transport Safety; Transport Security; and Liberalisation/ Facilitation. 

37. HODs indicated support for the broad structure of the papers and made the following suggestions:


· Safety paper – currently no reference to rail safety. The Land Experts Group has included rail transport on its future meeting agenda; 


· Liberalisation paper – draw out the broad context and benefits of liberalisation – economic benefits for all and boost to prosperity, developed and developing economies can cooperate to improve overall prosperity for both;


· Also clarify that the session on liberalization is broad – it would cover trade facilitation and addressing the practical barriers which add cost or delay, as well as direct trade limitations;  


· identify the linkage between appropriate safety and security regulation and efficiency of transport; the significance of safe, secure and efficient transport to the overall objectives of freer trade; and the significance of the transport agenda to the APEC Leaders agenda; 


· Continue to focus on practical options for Ministers to consider - Ministers will be looking for concrete deliverables, not just general directions.  

38. HODs noted that the papers are initial drafts and that comments and suggested additions would be welcome.  Proposed additions should be kept to a form consistent with the overall document – to identify a range of issues or actions in summary terms, avoiding detailed argumentation or discussion that would make the document unnecessarily long or difficult to read.   

39. Written comments from economies or Modal Experts Groups and Sub-groups were sought by 11 October 2006, with further drafts with new input to be circulated.

Automotive Dialogue Proposal for a Road Safety Summit 

40. HODs indicated support for the concept of a summit on road safety immediately before the Ministerial Meeting, with the results of the summit to be reported to the Ministerial Meeting and the potential for Ministers to adopt one or more of the recommendations. 

TPT-WG Report to Ministers

41. HODs agreed that the Lead Shepherd prepare an initial draft in consultation with Kevin Sample (USA), as former Lead Shepherd, with a draft to be circulated by November 2006.

Process for Drafting Joint Ministerial Statement

42. After considerable discussion, HODs agreed to a process which involved two additional meetings in the lead-up to the Ministerial Meeting:  

· A drafting meeting of interested economies (not more than two delegates per economy are envisaged) in December 2006; 


· A special HODs meeting in February 2007 for a final briefing on the organisational arrangements and to finalise the TPT-WG position on papers for the meeting.  This would allow the papers to be finalized some 6 weeks before the meeting as a basis for properly prepared briefing for Ministers.

43. Prior to the drafting meeting in December 2006, a draft Ministerial Statement will be circulated for consideration to ensure a solid base for discussion at the meeting in Singapore, taking into consideration inputs from Modal Groups.                  

44. If suitable arrangements can be made, the drafting meeting is to be held in Singapore.  This would be kept to the level of a modest meeting over 1 ½ days, unlike a normal TPT-WG session.  Australia would provide a venue for the meeting, with any requests for on the ground assistance from the APEC Secretariat or Singapore to be kept to a minimum.

45. HODs noted the costs and inconvenience for holding two preparatory meetings and discussed options for limiting the preparations to one meeting, but no viable option was identified, including because of the timing of SOMI in late January 2007.

SUMMARY OF TPT-WG28 ACTIONS/ DECISIONS 

The following is an indicative summary of actions arising from the HODs and Modal Experts Groups meeting reports. Chairs of Modal Experts Groups or Sub-groups and all delegates are asked to review their own records to ensure business proceeds out-of-session, where possible.

Lead Shepherd (Australia)

Ministerial Preparations

1. Australia to prepare a draft Joint Ministerial Statement for comments by economies to ensure a solid base for discussion at the December meeting in Singapore.     

· Lead Shepherd to arrange two HODs meetings prior to the Ministerial Meeting: 1/ drafting meeting of interested economies in Singapore in December 2006; and 2/ a special HODs meeting in February 2007 on final arrangements, with information on timing and venue to be circulated as soon as possible. 

2. Lead Shepherd to prepare an initial draft of the report on TPT-WG work since Bali for the Ministerial Meeting, in consultation with former Lead Shepherd Kevin Sample, for circulation by November 2006, taking account of Roadmap outcomes.

3. Australia to include outcomes from Roadmap into drafts of all Ministerial papers as appropriate (the Chair’s Report, paragraph 26).

4. Lead Shepherd to note inputs from Modal Experts Groups to the draft Joint Ministerial Statement.

Other Matters (for Lead Shepherd)

5. To confirm final endorsement of Terms of Reference of Modal Experts Groups.

6. To monitor the outcomes of the SOM3 report relating to the APEC Symposium on Total Supply Chain Security (implications on the APEC Counter Terrorism Task Force and TPT-WG transport security), in consultation with the Program Director.

7. To ensure the letter from Mr Jack Short (Secretary-General, the European Conference of Ministers for Transport) is circulated to all economies for consideration at a future TPT-WG meeting.

8. To advise the CTTF Chair that AEG-SEC agree to collaborate on the Points-of-Contact Network, in consultation with AEG-SEC Chair (Hong Kong, China).


9. To bring to the attention of the APEC Committee on Trade and Investment’s Sub Committee on Customs Procedures concern by the Air Service Sub-group on impacts of visa and customs requirements on the movement of people and goods by air, in consultation with the Philippines and AEG-SRV (China).

10. To invite international bodies such as ICAO, IATA, ACI through APEC channels to attend a future meeting to discuss foreign carrier licensing to ensure safety, security and air services concerns.

11. Through the Aviation and Maritime Experts Group Chairs, to seek comments from Security Sub-group Chairs on the issues paper on Transport Security.


Deputy Lead Shepherd (Philippines)

12. To oversight project proposals, including the processing and monitoring of project progress and implementation, with the Program Director and Australia. 


13. To draft for discussion a quick guide on project process, with Program Director and Australia. 

14. To monitor the information on HRD capacity building from Modal Experts Groups and promote integration of HRD activities across the TPT-WG.

15. To follow up on an invitation for the Lead Shepherd of the APEC HRD Working Group to attend a future TPT-WG meeting.

HODS 

16. To oversight comments from economies on draft documents for the Ministerial Meeting and consider representation at the proposed two meetings (in December 2006 and January 2007) to finalise papers. 

Program Director

17. To keep the Lead Shepherd and TPT-WG informed of Statements or initiatives from Ministers and Leaders and the APEC Secretariat that will impact on the TPT-WG. 

18. To assist the Deputy Lead Shepherd in the preparation of a guide for TPT-WG delegates on project process.

19. To assist Chairs with access to additional information about the APEC Portal, as necessary. 

Modal Experts Group Chairs

20. To use consistent terminology and acronyms as adopted at TPT-WG28:

· Aviation Expert Group – AEG; Air Services Sub-group – AEG-SRV; Aviation Safety Sub-group – AEG-SAF; Aviation Security Sub-group – AEG-SEC;

· Maritime Expert Group – MEG; Maritime Security Sub-group – MEG-SEC; 

· Land Expert Group – LEG; Road Safety Sub-group – LEG-SAF; Vehicle Standards Harmonisation Sub-group – LEG-VSHG;

· Intermodal and ITS Experts Group (IEG); GNSS Implementation – IEG-GIT.

21. To provide comments on the Roadmap Stages 2 and 3 and the three issues papers for the Ministerial Meeting in Adelaide.

22. To provide peter.siripol@dotars.gov.au with a revised TPT-WG Operational Plan based on outcomes of the TPT-WG28 Modal Experts Groups meetings.

23. To coordinate and oversight follow-up actions arising from the Modal Experts Group reports.

Aviation Experts Group (China)

24. Post-TPT-WG28, AEG Chair (China) to seek nominations for the Air Services Sub-group Chair.

25. AEG Chair to ask the Lead Shepherd to invite international bodies such as ICAO, IATA, ACI through APEC channels to attend a future meeting to discuss foreign carrier licensing to ensure safety, security and air services concerns.

Aviation Safety Sub-group (USA)

26. New Technologies Workshop 2 (USA self-funding) for the second half of 2007, covering implementation in APEC of Area Navigation, Automatic Dependent Surveillance – Broadcast (ADS-B), Extended Twin Engine Operations – ETOPS.

27. Economies to provide aviation safety points of contact to the AEG-SAF Chair.

Aviation Security Sub-group (Hong Kong, China) 

28. To co-ordinate the development of action plans to take forward the Sub-group’s proposals to 

· arrange more aviation security-related training for APEC economies in collaboration with ICAO and other international bodies.

· continue to encourage member economies to share information and expertise regarding suitable screening equipment for passengers, baggage and cargo to facilitate air transportation across the APEC region.

· cooperate closely with ICAO on the implementation of any security measures in addressing the new and emerging threats to aviation security.
29. To ask the Lead Shepherd to advise the CTTF Chair of AEG-SEC agreement to collaborate on the Point-of-Contact Network.

30. Australia to test the Network in early 2007 with the testing protocol to be shared by the USA for comments by other economies.  

· Australia to proceed with the project to survey current practices in air cargo security within member economies across the APEC region, with the results of the survey being considered at the next TPTWG29. 
Air Services Sub-group (vacant) 

31. Australia to finalise the project “Liberalisation of Air Services Arrangements in APEC Region, 1995-2005” by December 2006; and to circulate the draft project final report (analysis findings) out-of-session to facilitate the discussion on finalizing an Action Plan for Air Services 

· Note: Lead Shepherd suggested ‘Action Plan’ for Air Services to avoid confusion with the Roadmap for Transport.


32. Australia to revise the Action Plan for Air Services for comments before the end of September 2006. 


33. Australia to provide the next AEG-SRV meeting with a concept paper to promote transparency in air services arrangements.


34. AEG-SRV to submit to AEG, AEG-SEC and AEG-SAF for comments by 11 October 2006, the revised draft Action Plan (Roadmap for Air Services) in relation to the 6 recommendations in the TPT-WG Roadmap (2006/TPT-WG 28/HOD/005), where applicable to air services.
 

35. The Lead Shepherd, in consultation with the Philippines, to convey AEG-SRV’s views on visa and customs regulation impact on the liberalization of air services arrangements to the APEC Committee on Trade and Investment’s Special Committee on Customs Procedures for consideration. 

36. Land Experts Group (Thailand) 

37. The Philippines to undertake the project ‘Land International Security and Commuters Advocacy Protocol’, subject to APEC funding approval in October 2006.


38. Australia with Korea, the Philippines and Thailand as a taskforce to amend LEG’s Operational Plan before the next TPT-WG29.

Road Safety Sub-group (Thailand)

39. USA to undertake the project ‘Data Collection Systems under the Asia-Pacific Road Safety Initiative’ in the Philippines in early 2007 and in Malaysia in 2008.

40. Economies to consider concrete strategies to take forward the directions identified:

· to develop Road Safety Action Plan by each economy;


· to identify Road Safety issues and problems in the region;


· to develop comprehensive road safety strategies;


· to enhance cooperation in terms of human capacity and skills development, among APEC economies;


· to exchange experiences and best practices in order to achieve greater reduction of road fatalities, injuries and economic losses caused by crashes/collisions.

41. Economies to consider nominating stakeholders in road traffic safety to speak at the Road Safety Summit immediately preceding the 5th APEC Transportation Ministerial Meeting. 


Vehicle Standards Harmonisation Sub-group (Korea)

42. Where applicable, economies to develop action plans, including timelines, to incorporate UNECE Regulations and global technical regulations (GTRs) for motor vehicles into domestic legislation.


· Economies to consider concrete strategies to progress the proposed role to:

assist in capacity building to support efforts of economies in harmonizing regulations and developing certification and regulatory systems.


· provide a forum for knowledge transfer to improve transparency of vehicle regulations and associated processes under the 1958 and 1998 Agreements.


· complement the development of GTRs and the human resource development efforts of JASIC in providing detailed technical training on UNECE Regulations.

Maritime Experts Group (Japan), including MEG-SEC (Canada)

43. Japan to update a report for the next TPT-WG29 to include 5 additional responses (already received 16) to the questionnaire ‘the Status of Implementing APEC Common Principles to Shipping Policy’.

44. Korea to continue the survey ‘Nurturing an Integrated Logistics and Transportation System for APEC economies’.  

45. Japan to provide the next TPT-WG29 with a report on the survey ‘Cutting Cost and Time on Maritime Container Transport and APEC Port Database and Renewal’.

46. Australia to provide the next TPT-WG29 with a progress report on the ISPS Code Implementation Assistance Program for Economies including Viet Nam, Indonesia, Malaysia, Papua New Guinea, Peru, the Philippines and Thailand by May 2007. The program involves a list of maritime security points of contact that can identify maritime security subject matter experts for capacity building and a catalogue of Maritime Security Training Capacity Building and Technical Outreach Initiatives.

47. Indonesia to provide the next TPT-WG29 with a report on outcomes of the survey ‘APEC Economies’ Approach to the Issue of Seafarer Identification’.

48. Canada to undertake the project ‘Facilitation of International Shipping – Competition Policy Relating to Liner Shipping’, subject to APEC funding approval in October 2006.
49. China to develop a project proposal for TPT-WG29 consideration from the concept paper ‘APEC Port Service Network’. The concept received TPT-WG28 endorsement in principle.

50. The Philippines to seek HODs endorsement at the next TPT-WG29 to establish an APEC Maritime Sub-group on Ship Recycling.

51. The Philippines to revise for the next TPT-WG29 the proposal ‘Regional Cooperation among APEC Economies on Oil Spills Preparedness and Response Arrangements’.

52. International Association of Maritime Universities to develop a project proposal ‘Human Resources Development in particular for LNG Seafarers’, endorsed by TPT-WG 28 in principle.

53. Japan to further develop the project ‘Feasibility Study on Seaborne Trade Database’ to improve the efficiency of maritime transport in APEC. 

54. Economies to consider concrete strategies to progress other new MEG-SEC issues, including
· Development of an APEC Manual for Conducting Drills and Exercises;

· Development of a Model Visit Program for reciprocal information exchange on maritime security between APEC Economies; 

· Enhancing collaborative and cooperative working relations with international and regional organizations to coordinate efforts on maritime security capacity building in the APEC region;


· Development of a questionnaire on port worker security identification;

· Collaboration with other Modal Experts Groups to enhance total supply chain security;

· Development of recommendations to assist the IMO in its scheduled review of the ISPS Code in 2009.

Intermodal and ITS Experts Group (USA)

55. USA to conduct an Intermodal Skill Seminar in Viet Nam: Developing Core Competencies and Leadership Skills in Planning and Managing Intermodal Systems and Technology to be conducted in Viet Nam in 2007, subject to APEC funding approval in October 2006.

56. USA to conduct an Intermodal Skills Course in the Philippines (9-13 October 2006) ‘Identification of Needed Intermodal Skills and Development of Required Training Programs’ - financial aspects of the different modes of transport.

57. USA to continue the project ‘Secure Trade – Phase 3-5’ to evaluate the effectiveness and economic implications of track and trace technologies (completion in June 2007).

58. Korea to continue the survey ‘World Report on ITS Standards’.

59. Korea to provide an update before the next TPT-WG29 on liaison activities between APEC and ISO TC 204 to enable APEC to influence the agenda of ITS standards in ISO TC 204.

60. USA to provide an update on the project ‘Short Sea Shipping in the APEC Region – best practices for users, operators, regulators and infrastructure providers.

61. USA to undertake the project ‘Web-based Atlas of Trade and Transportation Corridors’, subject to APEC funding approval in October 2006.

62. Thailand to provide the final report on the APEC GNSS Test Bed project.

63. Philippines and Indonesia to develop a project proposal to identify skills shortages and areas of most needs for future focus.

64. China to revise the draft project ‘Research and Analysis on Using More Inland Rivers in Intermodal Transport’, to reflect comments from TPT-WG 28.

65. China to revise a draft project ‘Secure and Smart Container Development for Intermodal Transport’.

66. USA (Chair) to develop a new Operation Plan to reflect Intermodal and ITS matters, aligning with the Group’s Terms of Reference.

67. USA to provide an update on the project ‘Enhancing the Existing Intermodal Case Study as an APEC Professionally Distributed Product’.

68. To be encouraged to participate in the 3rd UNESCAP Ministerial Conference in Busan, Korea, from 6-11 November 2006.

69. To provide Australia with comments on Roadmap 2 and 3, especially on the six recommendations by 11 October 2006.

70. To provide Australia with comments on the issues papers relevant to the Ministerial Meeting by 11 October 2006.

71. To review and update information on the TPT-WG website as per the new structure and change in contact personnel.


72. Australia to update the TPT-WG Operational Plan based on outcomes of the TPT-WG28 Modal Experts Groups meetings. 


73. China with Australia to update the TPT-WG website and examine implications of the proposed APEC Portal for the TPT-WG29.
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
