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4th ministerial AvSEG language

Establish safe and secure transportation that fosters trade amongst the APEC Economies and assures equally high priority to the safe, secure, efficient, integrated and environmentally sustainable aspects of the system while addressing capacity constraints.

As such, we state our priorities for transportation as being:

· the implementation of the Bogor goals on free and open trade and investment in all modes of transportation;

· the improvement of regional safety;

· the implementation of the goals of the STAR initiative;

· support of the WTO;

· improvement of human capacity development; and 

· development and implementation of new technologies to facilitate the safe and secure movement of people and goods.

To accomplish these goals, we will:

· reestablish the Aviation Safety Experts Group;

· pursue the development and use of new technologies to facilitate trade and improve aviation safety;

· promote the importance of the continuing integration of safety concerns as part of the theme of promoting seamless transportation as a key to economic development and continued prosperity within the APEC region; and 

· work with regional Economies, international organizations and aviation industries for the safe, rapid introduction of new technologies and the implementation of a seamless satellite navigation and positioning system that transcends national boundaries and improves aviation safety and efficiency worldwide.
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
