1. Opening of the meeting
The meeting will be opened at Fairmont Hotel at 13:30 on 5 September 2006.  
2. Adoption of the Agenda
The Provisional Agenda (TPT-WG28/MEG/3) will be introduced by the MEG Secretariat with the Annotation to the Provisional Agenda.  Member economies will be invited to consider and adopt the provisional agenda.

3. Instruction on the preparation for the Ministerial Meeting

In accordance with Lead Shepherd’s directives, the Chair will ask all member economies to consider some documents, which are “Phase ll Roadmap – Economy Report”, “Phase lll Roadmap – Draft set of Recommendations” as well as three draft issue papers regarding “Safety”, “Security” and “Liberalization” as the preparation for the next Ministerial Meeting. 
4. Present situation on Maritime Transport in Canada  

Canada will make a presentation on current situation of Canadian maritime transport, which may include general market environment of the maritime transport, major ports and harbors, legislation and regulations applied to the maritime services, measures taken for maritime security and etc.

Interim report of the Bogor Questionnaire will be introduced by the MEG Secretariat and those economies that have not responded to it, Indonesia, Papua New Guinea, Thailand, South Korea, United States and Viet Nam, will be requested to make an oral report on their progress/achievements of Bogor Goals.  

Then, member economies will be invited to discuss and seek a new decision of MEG on the future work including whether or not to hold the Seminar on Bogor Goals at TPT-29.
6. Preparation for the Ministerial Meeting and MEG Future Work 1
The meeting is invited by the Lead Shepherd to: 

· consider how the work of group has contributed to the program set out in the statement from the Bali Ministerial or in recent Leaders declarations, 

· identify the key issues and obstacles encountered, and any emerging challenges, 

· suggest directions or priorities for future work, and any principles that might guide that work, and

· identify specific projects or other initiatives that Ministers might endorse.

· consider potential new directions or areas of work in relation to the Roadmap work

6.1 Consideration of Roadmap Ⅲ
In accordance with Lead Shepherd’s instructions for  Experts Groups to consider potential new directions or areas of work, member economies will be invited to provide comments in paper and discuss Roadmap 3.

6.2 Consideration of Issues Paper on Transport Safety
