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As a member of APEC Indonesia is committed to work towards the goals and objective of the Bogor Declaration, for free and open trade while also in the same time pursuing facilitation programme and technical assistance.
In order to support the policy Indonesia has taken extensive deregulation measures gradually to allow greater private sector’s participation and to facilitate market entry of foreign service suppliers. Indonesia is willing to work hand in hand with other member economies to achieve the goals of APEC Leaders for the prosperity of peoples in the APEC region.
MARITIME TRANSPORT

As an archipelagic country Indonesia which consists of thousand of islands depend on maritime transport services as the important mode of transport to support the sustainability and smoothly of domestic and international trade. Around 90 percent of international trade is carried by sea transport.

Since last decade, Indonesia has been gradually changing its sentralistic maritime transport services rules and licenses into public sector participation with more freer rules and licenses, as well as conducting decentralization system.
Indonesia has started to deregulate its maritime transport services sector since 1985 as shown by the increasing number of foreign vessels activities in international ports in Indonesia.
Indonesia has already taken a liberal step for international maritime transport both for passenger and freight services. Nowadays, around 97 percent of international cargo are transported by foreign vessels, means that only 3 percent of them carried by domestic vessels. Indonesia also opens its 14 international ports for ships from all countries. Services at ports are made available to foreign maritime transport supplier on reasonable and non-discriminatory terms and conditions, such as pilotage, towing, tug assistance, provisioning and water supply, anchorage and berthing services, emergency repair facilities, etc.
In the near future Indonesia plans to also liberalize the maritime cargo handling services for foreign supplier, which will be tabled in WTO.

AIR SERVICES

Currently Indonesia adopts an air transport policy which characterized by point to point services and eased market access by the opening up of 26 (twenty-six) airports for international services.

Indonesia is promoting a more competitive air services by considering : 

-
multiple designation system based on reciprocity and equal opportunity principles;

-
considering double disapproval system of tariff;

-
encouraging harmonization and cooperation among air carriers in the term of code sharing, joint operation, block space arrangement and airline interlining.
-
relaxation of all air cargo services
With respect of charter services, Indonesia allows international passenger and cargo air charter services carried out by foreign airlines, based on point to point services and without involvement of third party (no third party code sharing).

Indonesia also allows foreign airline to provide their services without appoint general sales agent in Indonesia.
