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The Australian Government introduced measures on 31 March 2007 restricting the amount of LAGs that can be taken through screening points and onto international flights for flights to and from Australia.

Each container of liquids, aerosols or gels taken on board as carry-on baggage must be 100 millilitres/grams or less. All the containers must be sealed in a transparent, one-litre plastic bag. Only one bag per passenger is permitted. Any transparent resealable bag of one litre capacity or less is allowed. 
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Who the LAGs measures apply to

· LAGs measures apply to all persons who progress through an international screening point or a LAGs search area. Aircrew are not exempt.

· The measures only apply to international air services that are regular public transport operations or open charter operations.

Presentation of LAGs at the screening point

· All LAGs presented at an international screening point must fit comfortably within a sealed, one litre, transparent, plastic, resealable bag.

· All containers within the bag no larger than 100mls. 

· Partially filled containers more than 100mls will not be accepted.

· There is a limit of one bag per passenger.

· The LAGs bag is to be presented separately at the screening point, but not in a separate tray to other items such as mobile phone, wallet, keys etc.

· The bag is to be visibly inspected by a screening officer.

· The LAGs bag must be x-rayed.

· All LAGs that do not meet these requirements must be prevented from passing through the screening point.

Exemptions

Exemptions are to be made for the following LAGs:

Medicine

· Prescription medicine and prescribed medical devices are exempt from LAGs restrictions.

· Passengers should carry supporting documentation (ID cards, letters from doctors etc) regarding their medication needs.

· Passengers should ensure that the name on the label of the prescription medication matches the name on the passenger’s boarding pass.

· Where the medication is non-prescription, a determination on reasonable amounts is required. Reasonable amounts include what is required for length of the flight as well as possible delays and flight diversions. 

Baby Products

· Baby products in amounts reasonable for the flight including possible delays and flight diversions are exempt from LAGs restrictions.  

· Where the volume of baby food is deemed excessive, it is not to be allowed through the screening point.

· Baby products may include: baby milk; sterilised water; baby juice; baby food in liquid, gel or paste form; and wet wipes.

Tools of Trade

· Tools of trade are also exempt from LAGs restrictions.  

· Tools of trade are defined as: if the person in possession requires it for the purpose for which he or she is in the sterile area; and the purpose is lawful.  

· Tools of trade may include items such as cleaning products, sealants, degreasers, glues, paints and oils.  

· Beverages, perfumes, cosmetics, thermos and other similar items are not considered tools of trade.

Exempt Persons

· Current exemptions from screening under the Aviation Transport Security Act 2004 and the Aviation Transport Security Regulations 2005 for certain classes of persons remain (e.g. law enforcement officers and emergency personnel responding to an emergency).

Purchase of LAGs in sterile areas

Outbound Duty Free

· Passengers are able to purchase LAGs, including duty free, past the international screening point of an Australian airport, and take these LAGs onto the aircraft, subject to other country requirements. 

· Once purchased LAGs are not to be taken outside the secure area of the airport.

Inbound Duty Free

· For flights to Australia, where the LAG is a duty free item, it may be transported if it is delivered to the gate in a sealed bag with proof of purchase and only collected by the passenger after proceeding through LAGs screening.

· All other LAGs items will not be permitted.

· Passengers may purchase LAG duty free items onboard an aircraft. However, it should be noted that no duty free items will be permitted to be taken through the transit screening point.

United States (US) and New Zealand (NZ) inbound passengers

· Additional screening is not required by airlines departing from US or NZ  who have adopted LAGs restrictions in accordance with ICAO recommended security control guidelines and whose aviation security measures are considered equivalent to Australian measures. 

· In these circumstances, LAGs purchased after screening, including duty free, will be able to be given to passengers at the point of sale inside the sterile area.

Frisk Searches (Pat-Downs)

· Frisk searches to detect LAGs and other prohibited items are to be conducted on a random and continuous basis.

· Frisk searches must be undertaken by a screener who is the same gender as the person being frisk searched, a person of both genders must be available at all times.  

· A person may request to have the search done in a private room. 

· A person may refuse a search, at which point the person must be refused entry into the sterile area.

Bulky Items

· Passengers will be required to remove any bulky coats and present them for x-ray screening.

· A bulky coat or jacket includes, but is not limited to; overcoat, parka or other heavy coat. It does not include suit jackets.
