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APEC STRATEGIC SEMINAR ON

MEASURES TO MANAGE AVIATION EMISSIONS

10-11 August 2007, Singapore
· At the 5th Transportation Ministers’ Meeting held in Adelaide, 28-30 March 2007, Ministers requested that the Transportation Working Group work with relevant experts in the field to address as a matter of urgency, options for cooperative work to contribute to sustainable policy approaches to managing aviation emissions.  Ministers encouraged economies to support the initiative to hold a seminar in the second half of 2007 for APEC economies on the aviation emissions issues and options for action. 
· Australia is sponsoring this seminar and it will be held in Singapore 10‑11 August 2007 at the Raffles, the Plaza.

· The seminar is not intended to be a public forum.  It is envisaged that economies’ delegations will include officials with responsibility for civil aviation and/or climate change matters.  Economies are welcome to invite officials from bodies that provide air traffic services and representatives from industry to join their delegations.
· The Seminar will cover a number of key policy, operational and technological approaches that will be examined at the strategic level.  The Seminar will provide the opportunity to share experiences and bring an Asia-Pacific focus to this important global issue.  The broad objective of the seminar will be to reach consensus on a policy direction for addressing aviation emissions while recognising the economic benefits of continued aviation growth.
· The seminar is not intended to bind economies or be a decision making event.  It is intended to provide an opportunity for open debate and for assisting economy’s to engage on an emerging issue in the aviation sector.

· This timing of the seminar is designed to enable a report from the discussion to be made to the APEC Economic Leaders’ Meeting in September.
· Experts in the field have been invited to give presentations during the seminar.  These presentations and are designed to spark discussions and active participation during the seminar.  A draft program is attached.
