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1. As a meeting of the Global Navigation Satellite System (GNSS) Implementation Team (GIT) was not planned during the APEC Transportation Working Group (TPT-WG) meetings and is held intersessionally, this report is to reflect the co-chairs view of the progress of the related activities since the 28th meeting of the TPT-WG (TPT-WG/28) held in Vancouver, Canada in September 2006. 
2. The most remarkable achievement since the TPT-WG/28 meeting was the 10th GIT meeting and the 11th GIT meeting, held in Manila, the Philippines on 2 - 5 October 2006, and in Tokyo, Japan on 25 – 28 June 2007, respectively.
3. The 10th GIT meeting (GIT/10)

The GIT/10 meeting was hosted by the Air Transportation Office of the Department of Transportation and Communications, the Philippines. It was attended by 41 experts from 11 APEC Economies (Australia, the People’s Republic of China, Hong Kong China, Japan, Malaysia, New Zealand, the Philippines, Singapore, Chinese Taipei, Thailand, and the United States), the International Civil Aviation Organization (ICAO), and various industries.  India also attended the meeting with an official guest status. 

4. The 11th GIT meeting (GIT/11)

The GIT/11 meeting was hosted by the Civil Aviation Bureau of the Ministry of Land, Infrastructure and Transport of Japan (JCAB). The meeting was attended by 62 experts from 12 APEC Economies (Australia, the People’s Republic of China, Hong Kong China, Indonesia, Japan, the Republic of Korea, Malaysia, the Philippines, Singapore, Chinese Taipei, Thailand, and the United States), India with an official guest status, the ICAO, and various industries. A technical visit to JCAB Aeronautical Satellite Center in Hitachiohta was conducted during the meeting.

5. GIT Initiatives
a.
The GIT agreed to hold a seminar inviting experts and other interested in GNSS from all transport modes. AEROTHAI informally offered to host the seminar in March – May 2008 timeframe in Bangkok, Thailand.

b.
The United States suggested the following actions to expand the use of GNSS in the APEC Region.

· Points of contact from all transport modes, namely road, rail, maritime and aviation with responsibility for GNSS should be identified within each Economy;

· GIT activities should be presented to the International Committee on GNSS (ICG) since the collaborative works of GIT by both providers and users in the aviation sector can be seen as a successful model; and

· Since GNSS technologies may have a positive impact on APEC Economies, GIT should expand its activities to the area beyond transportation, such as precision farming, mapping, surveying, natural disaster prediction and response, and climate science.
6. GIT future meetings
GIT/11 discussed preferred frequency of future meetings.  GIT meetings have been held with an approximately 6 month interval. In order for Economies to reduce cost for travels and organizing the meetings and to take into account the progress of planning and implementation of GNSS, it was agreed to hold GIT meeting with an approximately 12 month interval in principle.

7.
GIT Co-Chairs

a.
Mr. Yoshiki Imawaka, Co-Chair from Japan, advised at GIT/11 that he would not be able to serve as the GIT Co-Chair any longer due to his new assignment in the JCAB. In this connection, he recommended Mr. Hiroshi Inoguchi, who will succeed Mr. Imawaka’s position in JCAB, in view of Mr. Inoguchi’s involvement in the past meetings in assisting the Co-Chairs in drafting reports. This would ensure smooth transition of Co-Chair work, including submission of GIT/11 report to the IEG at the TPT-WG/29 meeting in Taipei.

b.
Mr. Lo, Singapore seconded this nomination of Mr. Inoguchi, and there was no objection. Accordingly, Mr. Inoguchi was trusted by the meeting as a new Co-Chair for future meetings.

c.
Mr. Harizan b. Mohd Yatim, Malaysia, informed that Mr. Lim Yong Heng would also be uable to continue serving as the Co-Chair.  Since there were no other nominations to replace Mr. Yong Heng, this Co-Chair would be kept vacant until the next meeting. In this regard, Mr. Imawaka invited Economies to consider nominating experts as a Co-Chair who preferably have expertise in transport modes other than aviation or with a capability to coordinate GNSS matters with experts of other modes in his/her administration/organization.
8.
GIT Recommendations

Recommendations made by GIT are summarized and are attached at Appendix A to this Report.

Action by the IEG
The Intermodal and Intelligent Transport Systems Group (IEG) is invited to consider and endorse the herein recommendations by GIT.

Appendix A

Recommendations to the IEG

By the APEC GNSS Implementation Team (GIT)

The IEG should

1. Note that GIT has agreed to hold a seminar, inviting experts from all transport modes. The seminar would be held in conjunction with the GIT/12 meeting in March – May 2008 timeframe in Bangkok, Thailand;
2. Request the APEC TPT-WG to identify points of contact from all transport modes, namely road, rail, maritime and aviation with responsibility for GNSS, within each Economy;
3. Note that it was suggested that GIT activities should be presented to the United Nations International Committee on GNSS (ICG) meeting to be held in Bangalore, India, in September 2007.  It is considered that an approval from the APEC TPT-WG is needed to report the GIT activities to the ICG;
4. Note that GIT recognizes that GIT should expand its activities to the area beyond transportation since GNSS technology may have positive impacts in non-transport sectors, such as precision farming, mapping, surveying, natural disaster prediction and response, and climate science;
5. Note that in order to open a dialogue with other APEC WGs, especially in areas that beyond the realm of transportation, GIT considered that assistance from the APEC TPT-WG is needed;
6. Note that GIT agreed to hold GIT meetings intersessionally with approximately 12 months interval; 

7. Note that both GIT Co-Chairs, Mr. Yoshiki Imawaka, Japan and Mr. Lim Yong Heng, Malaysia stepped down from Co-Chairs. Mr. Hiroshi Inoguchi, who is taking over Mr. Imawaka’s position in JCAB was trusted by the GIT as a new Co-Chair, and that since no nomination was made to replace Mr. Lim, this Co-Chair will be kept vacant until the GIT/12 meeting. Economies are invited to nominate Co-Chair to replace Mr. Lim; and
8. Encourage all Economies to send experts from all transport modes in GIT meetings.
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
