2004 – A proposal for the review of the Code and for consideration of annexing an appropriately amended Code to the 1974 SOLAS Convention, was proposed by Australia, Canada and Vanuatu.

June 2007 - “Code of the International Standards and Recommended Practices for a Safety Investigation into a Marine Casualty or Marine Incident” was agreed by sub-committee on Flag State Implementation (FSI) of IMO

October 2007 - The draft Code and the draft amendments to SOLAS will be submitted to The Maritime Safety Committee (MSC) for approval

May 2008 - The Code will adopted at The Maritime Safety Committee (MSC) 

And 

The code will take effect in future after progress for one year and six months (in the earliest case)
