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REPORT FROM THE LEAD SHEPHERD OF

THE 29TH MEETING OF THE APEC TPT-WG, CHINESE TAIPEI
9-13 JULY 2007
OVERVIEW

1. Chinese Taipei hosted the 29th meeting of the APEC Transportation Working Group (TPT-WG29) in Taipei, from 9 to 13 July 2007.  

2. The TPT-WG29 meeting was attended by 248 delegates from eighteen APEC member economies, APEC official observer Pacific Islands Forum, official guest Macao China and five guest organizations.  The economies participating were Australia; Canada; People's Republic of China; Hong Kong, China; Indonesia; Japan; the Republic of Korea; Malaysia; New Zealand; Papua New Guinea; Peru; the Philippines; Russia; Singapore; Chinese Taipei; Thailand; the United States; and Viet Nam.  The APEC Secretariat was represented by the Program Director for the TPT-WG, Mr Alexander Sukhov.

3. The TPT-WG29 program included meetings of the Heads of Delegation, Modal Experts Group and Sub-group meetings, industry and cultural tours, and hospitality events. The Opening Plenary Session was held on 10 July 2007 with an opening address by Deputy Minister Oliver Yu on behalf of the host economy.  The Closing Plenary Meeting was held on 13 July 2007.

4. The Lead Shepherd and economy representatives expressed appreciation to Chinese Taipei for the efficient hosting of the meeting, the quality of the meeting arrangements and the warm hospitality.
5. Apologies were conveyed for the Deputy Lead Shepherd, Elena Bautista (Philippines) who was unable to attend due to conflicting commitments.

6. The TPT-WG expressed appreciation to Dr Fang Liu of China for her valuable contribution to the TPT-WG, including as Chair of the Aviation Experts Group.   

7. The TPT-WG agreed that Australia act as interim chair for the TPT-WG29 Land Experts Group and the Vehicle Standards Harmonisation Sub-group meetings due to the unavailability of the respective Chairs. 
8. This report should be read in conjunction with the attached Summary of Actions/Decisions and the four reports from the Modal Experts Groups on their deliberations during the TPT-WG29.  Experts Group reports were endorsed at the final Plenary meeting and set out key outcomes from the Groups, including proposals for actions arising from Ministerial Directives. SUMMARY OF MAJOR OUTCOMES FROM HODs AND PLENARY MEETINGS

Lead Shepherd’s Direction for the Heads of Delegation  

9. To maintain the momentum and goodwill from the 5th APEC Transportation Ministerial Meeting (TMM5) in Adelaide, Australia in March 2007, the Lead Shepherd identified key objectives for a TPT-WG plan in response to Ministerial Directives reflecting the key themes (safety; security; liberalization/ facilitation):

· the integration and harmonisation of security regulation with safety and efficiency;

· a greater focus on total supply chain management rather than an individual modal approach to common issues;

· new areas of focus for the Working Group, in particular mass transit security and emissions;

· continued work by Experts Groups on the Roadmap to Bogor Goals recommendations and, where appropriate, the development of specific action plans on areas where greatest progress could be made.

· Key areas of work identified for specific Modal Experts Groups included:

· Aviation Experts Group – the development of the Aviation Action Plan, including consideration of the final report from the project ‘Liberalisation of Air Services Arrangements in APEC from 1995-2005’ relating to progress in liberalisation.

· Land Experts Group - increasing the priority of road safety and working towards a comprehensive road safety strategy for each economy.

· Maritime Experts Group - establishment of the APEC Port Services Network in a timely manner and the implementation of marine casualty investigation systems in member economies in line with the work of the IMO.


· Intermodal and ITS Experts Group – promotion of environmentally sustainable transport and opportunities for technical collaboration.

· Each group was to examine the Ministerial Statement and their current work program to identify practical work to implement Ministerial Directives.

10. In ongoing work and all new initiatives, Experts Groups were asked to maintain a strong focus on human resource development and capacity building.

Collaboration with other APEC forums since the last TPT-WG28 in Vancouver                    

11. The Lead Shepherd reported that he attended a meeting of the Counter Terrorism Task Force in April 2007 to discuss areas for collaborative work. He indicated that the TPT-WG is interested in collaboration, but that the TPT-WG should not be expected to lead work in areas outside its area of influence, suggesting that TPT-WG will have a strong role where the initiative to be taken is led by transport agencies or transport businesses.  All Expert Groups and sub-groups were encouraged to look for areas of cooperative work. 

12. The Lead Shepherd reported that he had attended the STAR V conference in June 2007 to explore the extent to which their work on Supply Chain security overlaps with the directions of work in the TPT-WG  

· While the main focus of the STAR V conference was on modern approaches to customs controls across the supply chain, there are significant impacts on transport operators and freight terminals – ports, airports and other intermodal terminals.

13. In addition, the Lead Shepherd reported that he had received a letter from the APEC Tourism Working Group inviting discussion of areas for collaborative work.  He urged the Aviation Experts Group in particular to look at scope for sharing of information or joint work with the APEC Tourism Working Group.

Report by the Program Director, APEC Secretariat

APEC Portal 

14. The APEC Portal (a one-stop shop for on-line collaboration by APEC delegates and project work for sectoral Working Groups) is now available to economies.  Interested users are to apply for a user id and password from the APEC Secretariat’s Program Director.
APEC Project Management Unit (PMU)
15. The PMU has been recently established to improve the coordination of project activities, provide additional assistance to delegates involved in developing or overseeing projects, and ensure more cost-effective and targeted projects. The PMU will help capture corporate history and ensure continuity.

· The initiative was part of strengthening the APEC Secretariat and reflects the recent significant growth in APEC's project activity from 33 projects per year to some 120 in 2006 with APEC funding from $1 million to almost $8 million per year. Some 1200 projects have been undertaken since 1993, at a value of $18.5 million of APEC funds (excluding self funding).

16. The Program Director should continue to be the first port of call for enquiries and project administration pending further detail on the PMU.

TPT-WG Appointments    

17. The following economies were elected to TPT-WG leadership positions for a period of two years from the close of TPT-WG 29.  A revised TPT-WG organization chart is attached. 
· The Philippines (Ms Elena Bautista) as Chair of the Land Experts Group.

· Thailand (Mr Chamroon Tangpaisalkit) as Chair (second term) of the Road Safety Sub-group.

· The USA (Ms Emily White) as Chair of the Aviation Experts Group, with Indonesia (Ms Lilien Amarwiyati) as Deputy Chair.  The USA (Ms White) also as Chair of the Aviation Safety Sub-group.

· Thailand (Mr Pyrasak Duangkaew) as Chair of the Air Services Sub-group. 

· Canada (Mr Jerry Rysanek) as Deputy Chair of the Maritime Experts Group.

· Australia (Mr Bob Evans – second term) and the Philippines (Mr Miguel Oraa) as Co-Deputy Chairs of the Maritime Security Sub-group.
18. The TPT-WG29 welcomed Mr Hiroshi Inoguchi (Japan) as successor of Mr Imawaga (Japan) as Chair of the GNSS Implementation Team (GIT), a sub-group of the Intermodal and ITS Experts Group.
19. The TPT-WG expressed thanks to the outgoing chairs and deputy chairs and recognized the particular contribution that chairs and deputy chairs of the Groups made to the work of the TPT-WG. 

20. The new appointments mean that some 10 economies have volunteered for the current chair and deputy chair positions in the TPT-WG, indicating the broad participation of economies in leadership roles. 

TPT-WG Website.   

21. The TPT-WG received a presentation about the TPT-WG website from the website host (China) and noted continued efforts to improve and update the website, including the establishment of new pages for the TMM5; TPT-WG29 and TPT-WG30; templates for Group reports and presentations; and a link to the APEC Portal.  The meeting thanked China for the presentation and the work as website host.
22. Chairs of Modal Groups and economies are urged to provide updates and required changes to the TPT-WG web pages. 

New Projects for Funding Consideration by the Budget Management Committee (BMC)
23. The TPT-WG29 approved the following project for BMC consideration: 

· Using More Inland Rivers in Intermodal Transport (China) for $US60,000 (APEC Support Fund). 

24. The Inland Rivers project was ranked first by the Intermodal and ITS Experts Group; the project ‘Secure and Smart Container Development for Intermodal Transport’ required further work for consideration at TPT-WG30.

Next Meetings – TPT-WG30 and TPT-WG31

25. The TPT-WG accepted offers by the Philippines and Peru to host the next two TPT-WG sessions: 

· TPT-WG30 from 3-7 March 2008 in Manila, the Philippines; and 

· TPT-WG31 from 25-28 August 2008 in Lima, Peru.
26. The TPT-WG noted that offers to host an APEC Transportation Ministerial meeting in 2009 had been received from Korea and the Philippines, but at this stage it had not been resolved whether Singapore, as the official APEC host for 2009, would propose to include a Transport Ministers meeting in its program.
Presentations
27. Australia made three presentations:
APEC Transportation Ministers Meeting, March 2007: 
· Australia presented a report on the APEC Transportation Ministerial Meeting in Adelaide, Australia from 28-30 March 2007. 

· Australia’s table showing the directives in the Ministerial Statement from the meeting was discussed.  A revised version of the table with an allocation of the directives to specific Expert Groups where appropriate will be circulated intersessionally, taking into account amendments suggested following group discussions.  
· The TPT-WG agreed that the table will be used as a guide for developing work programs, with the attention that concrete measures will be developed against all relevant directives.  The table will also be refined to show which of the directives are broad statements of direction for the Group’s work and which amount to a request for specific work to be carried out.  
Mass Transit Security
· Australia presented a report on possible options to give effect to the Ministerial Directive that the TPT-WG undertake work in the area of mass transit security. The presentation noted the particular challenges of security protection for mass transit, given systems are very open and integrated into everyday life.  

· The meeting endorsed a joint proposal from Australia and the Philippines to conduct a seminar in Manila in early 2008 to commence detailed consideration of options.   
Aviation Emissions

· Australia presented a paper on a seminar addressing aviation emissions to be held on 10 and 11 August 2007 in Singapore, in response to a directive from the Ministerial Meeting.  

· The TPT-WG noted the seminar and urged attendance by appropriate representatives from APEC economies, including decision makers from both technical and policy areas.
28. China gave a presentation on the proposed establishment of an APEC Port Services Network (PSN), including the outcomes of a successful preparatory seminar in Ningbo, China.  The APEC Port Services Network project was supported by the APEC Leaders meeting in Hanoi as well as by the Transportation Ministerial meeting in Adelaide.  The TPT-WG thanked China and the Maritime Experts Group for progressing arrangements to the stage where the Network office will be in a position to commence operation in Beijing at an appropriate time to be determined by China.

29. Japan gave a presentation on the establishment of the International Working Group on Land Transport Security (IWGLTS) and agreed to report regularly to TPT-WG on its work, particularly as the work to the IWGLTS is relevant to the TPT-WG’s new area of work on mass transit security. 

30. Singapore gave a presentation reporting progress on the APEC Trade Recovery Program, which aims to minimise the economic impact of a major terrorist attack by re-establishing assurance in the aftermath and restoring the global supply chain without delay.  The project aims to maintain the appropriate balance between trade facilitation and security.
31. The TPT-WG noted concern raised by Japan with the SOM draft report on regional economic integration, as described in the AEG Report, Attachment 1, Section II, paragraph 8. The TPT-WG agreed the Lead Shepherd write to the SOM, noting the willingness of the TPT-WG to work with and consult on transport related matters.

SUMMARY OF TPT-WG29 ACTIONS/ DECISIONS 

The following is an indicative summary of actions arising from the HODs and Modal Experts Groups meeting reports. Chairs of Modal Experts Groups or Sub-groups and all delegates are asked to review their own records to ensure business proceeds out-of-session, where possible.

Lead Shepherd (Australia)

1. Lead Shepherd to provide to 2007 APEC Ministers and Leaders outcomes wording relating to the proposed establishment of an APEC Port Services Network (APSN); the seminar on aviation emissions in Singapore; and road safety strategies.
2. Lead Shepherd to prepare a letter to Chair of APEC SOM reaffirming the TPT-WG’s readiness to work with the SOM on transport related issues.
3. Lead Shepherd to arrange for an APEC-TPT press release to be issued on the occasion of the opening of the Port Services Network Office in Beijing later in 2007 (para 28). 

4. Lead Shepherd to provide an updated TPT-WG work program to the APEC Steering Committee on ECOTECH.  

5. Lead Shepherd to follow up outcomes on the hosting of the next APEC Transportation Ministerial Meeting (TMM6) as per para 26.

6. Lead Shepherd (Australia) to update the table on TMM5 directives for future TPT-WG implementation. 
7. Lead Shepherd to collaborate on TPT-WG transport security capacity building with the APEC Counter Terrorism Taskforce.
Deputy Lead Shepherd (Philippines)

8. To continue to oversight project proposals, including the processing and monitoring of project progress and implementation, with the Program Director and Australia. 


· Deputy Lead Shepherd to submit the new project proposal ‘Using More Inland Rivers in Intermodal Transport’ – China to the next BMC funding consideration (para 23).


9. To monitor the information on HRD capacity building from Modal Experts Groups and promote integration of HRD activities across the TPT-WG.

10. To follow up on an invitation for the Lead Shepherd of the APEC HRD Working Group to attend a future TPT-WG meeting.

HODS 

11. To encourage contributions and commitments to the TPT-WG process by relevant participating agencies. 

12. To provide direction on the scope of the supply chain security issue for TPT-WG (page 3, Intermodal and ITS Experts Group report – Directive 33).

Program Director

13. To keep the Lead Shepherd and TPT-WG informed of Statements or initiatives from Ministers and Leaders and the APEC Secretariat that will impact on the TPT-WG. 

14. To assist Chairs with access to additional information about the APEC Portal, as necessary. 

Modal Experts Group and Sub-group Chairs

15. To continue using consistent terminology and acronyms as adopted at TPT-WG28, Vancouver:

· Aviation Expert Group – AEG; Air Services Sub-group – AEG-SRV; Aviation Safety Sub-group – AEG-SAF; Aviation Security Sub-group – AEG-SEC;

· Maritime Expert Group – MEG; Maritime Security Sub-group – MEG-SEC; 

· Land Expert Group – LEG; Road Safety Sub-group – LEG-SAF; Vehicle Standards Harmonisation Sub-group – LEG-VSHG;

· Intermodal and ITS Experts Group (IITSEG); GNSS Implementation – IITSEG-GIT.

16. To use the agreed templates for final reports and presentations (now available on the TPT-WG website). 
17. To coordinate and oversight follow-up actions arising from the Modal Experts Group and Sub-group reports.

Aviation Experts Group (USA)

18. AEG Chair to coordinate the Group’s work to ensure the implementation of actions by the Sub-groups (Aviation Safety; Aviation Security and Air Services).
Aviation Security Sub-group (Hong Kong, China; Australia) 
19. The USA to develop a questionnaire on capacity building in the aviation security to identify sources and needs of economies and avoid duplication and Hong Kong, China as the Chair will assist to distribute it. 

20. The AEG-SEC to consider arranging aviation security-related training for economies in collaboration with ICAO and other international bodies.

21. AEG-SEC member economies to share information and expertise on suitable screening equipment of passenger baggage and cargo.


22. The AEG-SEC to consider developing a work plan to address air cargo security and harmonization/ mutual recognition of security standards in response to the Lead Shepherd’s direction.

23. Australia to report outcomes of the Point of Contact (PoC) project to the next APEC Counter Terrorism Task Force. 

24. Economies to update PoC as required by the annual Counter-Terrorism Action Plan. 

25. Economies to be rotated annually to test the efficiency of PoC.

Aviation Safety Sub-group (USA)

26. The Aviation Safety Sub-group (USA) to develop a list of aviation training centres for airman and inspector training and technical assistance and capabilities of member economies.
27. The Aviation Safety Sub-group (USA) to conduct a workshop to assist economies on the implementation of ICAO Language Proficiency in late 2007.

Air Services Sub-group (Thailand) 

28. Economies to prepare where appropriate economy reports for the next meeting where appropriate, including using pre-existing material such as media releases, policy statements or websites to reduce duplication of work.  

29. Economies to share information on a voluntary basis inter-sessionaly, such as web sites addresses and media releases.

30. Economies to agree on 1 or 2 priorities from the Eight Options for Liberalisation of Air Services in the APEC region to enable discussion in 2008

31. Economies to report on current approaches to disseminating information about their air services agreements, reports on new initiatives or measures that could be undertaken to improve transparency across their air services arrangements or in the sector globally; and develop principles on transparency in air services agreements, taking into account confidentiality and policies for the disclosure of information. 

32. Economies to consider participation in the WTO GATS Air Services Annex Review and attend its meeting in October 2007; and to consider the applicability of the WTO’s QASAR
 model and to be encouraged to provide the WTO Secretariat with updated information about air services arrangements by 2 October 2007

33. The Philippines with interested economies to develop a request for information on the simplification of visa and customs procedures from the APEC Committee on Trade and Investment, for consideration at TPT-WG30 in Manila in March 2008.

Land Experts Group (Philippines) 

34. LEG economy members to consider participation in the work of the International Working Group on Land Transport Security, as appropriate.
35. LEG economy members to support the proposed conference on land transport security to be held in Manila, the Philippines in early 2008. The conference will be co-hosted by Australia and Philippines. 
36. The Philippines to commence the APEC-funded project relating to land international security and commuters advocacy protocol (TPT05/2007).

37. LEG (Philippines with Australia and Korea) to provide LEG’s work plan before the TPT-WG30.
Road Safety Sub-group (Thailand)

38. Each economy to implement the agreed actions on road safety in the Joint Ministerial Statement (paragraphs 45 – 54), including the development of a comprehensive road safety strategy with fatality and injury reduction objectives.
39. Recognising the rapid increase in motorcycle usage in many APEC economies, economies to develop appropriate strategies to improve the safety of motorcyclists.
40. Australia with Indonesia, Malaysia, New Zealand, Thailand and Viet Nam to develop a matrix project for individual APEC economies to share information on their road safety strategies. 

41. The USA to proceed with the final phase of the APEC-funded project relating to a traffic safety data collection system and provide a report to the TPT-WG30 (TPT01/2005; completion: 31 December 2007). 

Vehicle Standards Harmonisation Sub-group (Korea; Australia)

42. Australia to provide a report on evaluating UN/ECE vehicle standards regulations at the next TPT-WG30. 

43. Economy members to provide economy information on IMMA core list of regulations for a report to the TPT-WG30 to Australia (peter.robertson@dotars.gov.au) with a copy to Dr Nick Rogers (nickrogers@immamotorcycles.org) of the International Motorcycles Manufacturers Association (IMMA). 
44. Australia to collect information from economies on vehicle emissions regulations status for the TPT-WG30.
45. The Sub-group (Korea and Australia) to maintain a standing agenda item to include explanations on what changes are being proposed to UN/ECE regulations and why.

Maritime Experts Group (Japan; Canada) 

46. MEG (Japan) to proceed to the next step of identifying a “champion” for each of the nine policy items of the APEC Common Principles to Shipping Policy at the 30th TPT-WG


· while urging Papua New Guinea, Thailand, and Viet Nam to respond as soon as possible to the questionnaire on “The Status of Implementing APEC Common Principles to Shipping Policy”. 
47. China to provide a progress report on the APEC Port Services Network (PSN) to the next MEG meeting at TPT-WG30. 
· The MEG will remain responsible for monitoring the development and operation of the PSN and, where appropriate, for providing advice and guidance to the PSN consistent with APEC policy relevant to the port and port services sectors, and other related sectors.

48. Korea to consider expanding the study on an Integrated Logistics and Transportation System for Northeast Asia to other APEC member economies. 
49. Canada to provide TPT-WG30 with a draft progress report on the APEC-funded project ‘Facilitation of International Shipping’ (completion: 31 December 2008). 
50. The Philippines to elaborate on a suggestion by the International Association of Maritime Universities (IAMU) that an ad-hoc committee for LNG
 safety and security be established in collaboration with the APEC Energy Working Group with a view to submitting terms of reference to the TPT-WG30.
51. Japan to finalise the report “Cutting Cost and Time on Maritime Container Transport” for TPT-WG 30.
52. Japan to improve the project proposal “Impacts of Economic and Transport Policy on International Cargo Shipping” for TPT-WG30 consideration.
53. Japan to further improve the project proposal ‘Feasibility Study of Seaborne Trade Database’ in collaboration with member economies and related institutions such as National University of Singapore (NUS), Korea Maritime Institute (KMI), National Institute for Land, Infrastructure and Management of Japan (NILIM), and other interested organizations in member economies, taking into consideration the nine policy items in APEC Common Principles to Shipping Policy to achieve the Bogor Goals. 
54. Australia to develop a questionnaire on economies’ capacities to meet the IMO Code of the International Standards and Recommended Practice for a Safety Investigation into a Marine Casualty or Marine Incident which will become mandatory in due course. 
55. MEG to further improve a register of Maritime Experts Group Points of Contact, identifying subject matter experts in the APEC region.
56. MEG to follow up HODs’ direction on the scope of the supply chain security issue.
MEG-SEC Sub-group (Canada Chair; Australia and Philippines Deputy co-chairs)

57. The MEG-SEC to continue to share maritime security best practices and on capacity building efforts in the Asia-Pacific region.

58. The MEG-SEC to implement Phase 2 of the ISPS Code
 Implementation Assistance Program for economies including Indonesia, Malaysia, Peru and the Philippines and to report results together with lessons learned from each workshop to the next MEG-SEC at the TPT-WG30.  

59. The MEG-SEC Chair to continue to seek additional funds for the ISPS Code Implementation Assistance Program.

60. Member economies to provide MEG-SEC with lessons learned on maritime security exercises and drills conducted in their own economies. 

61. The MEG-SEC to consider the ASEAN-Japan Regional Action Plan on Port Security when developing capacity building needs.

62. The MEG-SEC to continue to update the Maritime Security Point of Contact list and Maritime Security Training Matrix.

63. The MEG-SEC to re-distribute the Seafarers’ Identification questionnaire to member economies with the proviso that the information collected will be used to develop a best practices report to be presented at the next MEG-SEC meeting.  A completed questionnaire will be included in the distribution to assist economies.
64. The MEG-SEC to distribute questionnaires on conducting drills and exercises to member economies with the proviso that the information collected will be used to develop best practices for inclusion in an APEC Manual for Conducting Maritime Security Drills and Exercises. Completed questionnaires will be included in the distribution to assist economies.  At a minimum member economies are to provide three responses, covering a small, medium and large port or port facility.  The proposed manual will be presented at the next MEG-SEC meeting for approval.  Potentially, the manual could be forwarded to the International Maritime Organization (IMO) for consideration. The recently completed Drills and Exercises project in PNG, led by Australia, was well received and members agreed to include this material as an annex to the proposed manual. 

65. The MEG-SEC to distribute questionnaire on Port Worker Identification to member Economies with the proviso that the information collected will be used to develop a best practices report to be presented at the next MEG-SEC meeting.  A completed questionnaire will be included in the distribution to assist economies.
66. The MEG-SEC to proceed with the approved concept of a Model Visit Program to establish and share maritime security best practices, identify future capacity building opportunities, and ensure a level of consistency in the implementation of the ISPS Code in the Asia-Pacific region.  Potentially, the Model Visit Program could be forwarded to the International Maritime Organization (IMO) for consideration.

67. Member economies to conduct a Model Visit Program pilot project, lead by Australia in Papua New Guinea, in September/October 2007.  The results of this pilot project will be reported to the next MEG-SEC meeting.  Subject to approval of the Model Visit Program, a Phase 3 of the ISPS Code Implementation Assistance Program will be developed to implement the Model Visit Program.


68. The MEG-SEC to develop Phase 4 of the ISPS Code Implementation Assistance Program with a focus on, but not limited to, capacity building opportunities identified through the Model Visit Program.

69. The MEG-SEC to contribute to any initiative to develop a security strategy to enhance supply chain security in the Asia-Pacific region.

70. The MEG-SEC Chair to establish a process whereby MEG-SEC’s capacity building efforts will be shared with the International Maritime Organization (IMO), the Secretariat of the Pacific Community (SPC), Association of South East Asian Nations (ASEAN)-Japan, and the Secretariat of Multi-Dimensional Security of the Organization of American States (OAS) who in turn will share similar information with the MEG-SEC chair.  This information will then be used to update the Maritime Security Training Matrix to avoid duplication and enhance cooperation in capacity building efforts in the Asia-Pacific region.

71. The MEG-SEC to collaborate with other Modal Experts Groups to enhance total supply chain security.

72. The MEG-SEC Chair will provide member economies with a format to provide updates on best practices within their own economies at future MEG-SEC meetings.

73. The MEG-SEC to contribute an APEC regional perspective to the upcoming International Maritime Organization (IMO) scheduled review of the ISPS Code in 2009.

74. The MEG-SEC to update the Operational Plan to include new initiatives and project proposals.
