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1. Welcome and Introductions

The Chair, the United States opened the meeting and welcomed participants to the Aviation Safety Subgroup meeting.  The Deputy Chair, China was represented by Mr. Xu Chaoqun, filling in for Mr. Jiang Rui as the Deputy Chair, China.  Participants introduced themselves.  The following economies participated:  China (2), Japan (2), Korea (1), Malaysia (2), Philippines (3), Chinese Taipei (1), Thailand (5), United States (2), Indonesia (5); Singapore (1).

2. Review, Modify, and Adopt Agenda

The draft agenda was reviewed and modified to add a new item to review the AEG-SAF work plan and update the Ministerial progress table.  The agenda was then adopted as edited.

3. Review of AEG-SAF 29 Final Report

The AEG-SAF 29 report was provided for participants to review as it contained items for consideration for future work.  Participants were given several minutes to review the final report before proceeding with the agenda.  

4. Economy Presentations – Information Sharing

See agenda items 5 and 6.
5. AEG-SAF Work Plan Action Items Review
5.1 New Technologies Workshop II

The U.S. presented the draft New Technologies Workshop II agenda and briefly explained that the primary goal of the workshop is to provide economies with some specific guidance on how to create operational policy and guidance for operational approaches of new technologies that are key to NextGeneration Air Transportation, including Performance Based Navigation (PBN), ADS-B, and Enhanced and Synthetic Vision Systems.  Upon seeking tentative dates for the seminar, Thailand indicated that their offer to host the workshop was based on dates prior to end of the fiscal year, September 2008.  U.S. explained that it would take considerably more time to secure USTDA funding to cover the costs for attendance for several developing APEC economies, as was done for the first workshop held in Singapore, 2005.  Thailand agreed to request approval from their government to host the activity in late 2008 or early 2009 prior to the next Ministerial meeting.  All economies were asked for their opinions on the draft workshop agenda, and a deadline of April 30 was set for all economies to submit comments to the U.S. including any exclusionary dates to avoid when scheduling the workshop.
In discussion, Thailand noted that the ICAO Asia Pacific regional plan for PBN implementation is expected to be submitted to APANPIRG this September, and an ADS-B plan may also be presented.  Japan indicated that they have offered to host an ICAO PBN seminar as a part of the PBN Task Force activities, by next spring 2009.  It was agreed that Japan’s PBN seminar would largely focus on Regional Planning for PBN implementation, whereas the APEC workshop would focus specifically on providing guidance to economies on operational policy and guidance for authorizations of new technologies, including PBN procedures.  There will be no duplication of efforts between these two activities.  (See 2008/TPTWG30/AEG/AEG-SAF/01: Agenda Item: 5.1 for the draft agenda proposal).
5.2 SMS based on ICAO SARPs
Philippines gave a short presentation on the status of their SMS implementation, which started in 2006.  Out of 57 Air Traffic facilities, they have conducted safety assessments on 33 facilities, spear-headed an emergency response plan, and are currently working on phases 2 and 3 of SMS implementation.  Their challenges are to apply the latest technology to their training seminars.  They are sharing ICAO training course information with their employees.  (See 2008/TPTWG30/AEG-SAF/01: Agenda Item: 5.2 for the full presentation).
Korea stated that they are working on a two-year plan on implementing SMS with airlines.  Korea expressed that every aviation authority needs to implement SMS according to ICAO rules, but that ICAO currently does not provide enough detailed information on standards, methods, and procedures to construct SMS.  Korea called on all relevant APEC economies to express similar concerns at ICAO, and request that ICAO develop additional guidance and support materials such that ICAO provides greater standards for leadership on SMS.

5.3 Foreign Carrier Licensing - The United States provided updates on the following efforts, which are to facilitate international air carrier operations.

5.3.1 14 CFR Part 129 FAA Aviation Rulemaking Committee

The United States provided an update on this FAA project.  In May 2007 FAA began an Aviation Rulemaking Committee to explore issues with other interested parties, including industry and other governments, as to recommendations to update regulations regarding foreign air carrier operations into the United States.  This particular regulation, at 14 CFR Part 129 has not been significantly updated in 41 years.  The most recent meeting was held in April 2008.  The committee work is scheduled to end in November 2008.  The FAA will take the recommendations from this group and develop a rulemaking proposal.  The goal is to review operations specifications for foreign air carriers and move much of the individual paragraph information into the regulations to streamline operations specification development for foreign carriers.  

5.3.2 Status:  ICAO Revision of DOC 8335 / Operations, Inspections, and Continued Surveillance
The United States provided an update on the work of an ICAO study group, which has been working to find common ways to issue operations specifications for ICAO contracting states while still allowing them to maintain proper safety oversight of foreign air carriers operating in their air space.  The working group has concluded its work and the final draft of the revision will be sent out to working group members in next two weeks for a comment period.  After comment period, the document should be published in late summer 2008.  The United States took the action to notify AEG-SAF participants when the ICAO document is published.
China noted that they would like to have contacts with the FAA committee to exchange information on Part 129 changes so that they can adapt their own CCAR 129 which mirrors the Part 129.  For DOC 8335, CAAC has already made amendments to their own CCAR, and is awaiting final changes to DOC 8335 to finalize their own updates.

5.4 ICAO Language Proficiency

The Philippines reported that they have already assessed 97% of Air Traffic Controllers and 68.5% of their pilots.  Remaining assessments are on-going.  They hired an English Language professor and contracted them to become the rater.  As far as language training, they are still developing a plan.  Newly hired pilots generally come with English language capability as a part of their qualifications.  In response to questions, the Philippines noted that they will not convert or validate a foreign license unless the foreign license has an existing language endorsement from the State of License issue.  (See 2008/TPTWG30/AEG-SAF/01: Agenda Item: 5.4 for the full presentation).

5.5 Aviation Training Register 

The Philippines provided an information paper on its training center, and invited APEC economies to send personnel to attend their courses, and to share information about their training center.  Indonesia inquired as to courses on inspector training, and the Philippines described some of their 2 and 4 year programs.  APEC Economies were requested to send information regarding their training courses available for international attendance, technical assistance capabilities and contact information to the United States by July 1, 2008, such that the United States may compile a training and technical assistance register and have it posted to the APEC web site.  (See 2008/TPTWG30/AEG-SAF/01: Agenda Item: 5.5 for the full presentation).
5.6 Ramp Inspection Harmonization 

5.6.1 United States presentation on IASDEX

The United States delivered a presentation on IASDEX data sharing program and how it works.  In short, those partners that sign an agreement with the US/FAA agree to share ramp inspection data it has collected about US carriers and vice versa.  Ramp inspection checklists need not be identical but agreement is needed on the collection and submission of data in a unified way so that participates will be able to use the data in a uniform manner.  All data in the system is exempt from U.S. Freedom of Information Act (FOIA), and information is not available to the public.  (See 2008/TPTWG30/AEG/AEG-SAF/01: Agenda Item 5.6.1 for full presentation).
5.6.2 Ramp inspection Check List 

China presented information on CCAR 129, which requires ramp inspection of foreign air carriers flying into China.  China has 3 organizations in regional offices, Beijing, Shanghai, Guangzhou. CAAC set up ramp inspection check list based on ICAO requirements to be used by regional offices.  If any problems are found, findings will be shared with authorities overseeing those foreign air carriers, as well as the airlines.  CCAR 129 is in process of being amended this year based on comments and any changes that may be made to referring ICAO annexes.  China indicated that the ICAO annexes are the basis for check list requirements for foreign air carriers.  Air carriers are informed of results of inspections first, and then the information is shared back with the air carriers’ authorities.  China noted that it is sometimes difficult to find the appropriate persons in various CAA’s to send the reports to.

The China check list was shared at the last meeting, and is also offered again to anyone who is interested.  It will be posted to the APEC website to close out this item from the workplan.
5.7 IATA Fuel Efficiency Gap Program Information. 

The United States briefly outlined the IATA program as a consulting operation whereby IATA sends a team of experts to work with an airline on significantly reducing its fuel consumption as a means to reduce costs and address environmental concerns.  This information will be posted to the APEC website to close out this action item on the work program.  (See 2008/TPTWG30/AEG/AEG-SAF/01 and /02: Agenda Item: 5.7 for the two presentations).
6. New Issues

6.1 ICAO 36th Assembly and 44th DGCA Outcomes Review (See 2008/TPTWG30/AEG/01:  Agenda Item: 3.2.b for the full presentation).
The group reviewed the outcomes of the 36th ICAO Assembly and the 44th DGCA line-by-line.

· SMS seminar – noted that ICAO Bangkok is hosting a seminar and encouraged all relevant APEC economies to attend.  Philippines noted that there is only so much that can be covered at ICAO and they would like to see something else under APEC.  The Chair indicated that AEG-SAF needs to investigate what the ICAO seminar will focus on and determine if it meets the needs of the economies.  Indonesia is looking for shared experiences from developed countries on how to implement SMS.

· Operations Specifications issue was discussed earlier in the meeting.  It was suggested that AEG-SAF have a presentation on revised ICAO document at the 31st TPT-WG in Lima, if the revision is published at that time.

· Chair requested all economies to submit a listing of training courses available to the international community, technical assistance and contact information by July 1st to the AEG-SAF Chair; information to be posted on the APEC website.

· New Technologies Workshop II – draft program is still under consideration.  Comments are due to the AEG-SAF Chair by April 30th.
· IASDEX – AEG-SAF noted that this item will be closed when the China checklist is posted to the APEC website.

· IATA fuel efficiency gap program – action item to be closed as AEG-SAF information is posted to the APEC website.

· 36th Assembly extended the time for ICAO contracting states to comply with English Language provisions provided ICAO contracting states to file an implementation plan with ICAO.  AEG-SAF had proposed to hold a seminar, and asked Canada to take the lead, which was overtaken by events as ICAO agreed to put on additional workshops in each region.  Chair asked that APEC members attend ICAO workshop instead of doing its own seminar.  Chair is closing out this activity, while also asking economies to share their implementation plans on language proficiency at the next meeting in Lima.  

6.2 Thailand Presentations on CNS/PBN

Thailand gave a presentation on the current deployment of CNS infrastructure as related to PBN implementation. For communication system, Thailand is providing VHF, CPDLC, and SatCom to support continental and oceanic airspace. In term of surveillance system, currently Thailand has a full RADAR coverage over Bangkok FIR. Current surveillance policies include joint uses of civil-military RADAR and ongoing transitions towards SSR Mode-S and ADS-B. Thailand is presently deploying 22 ADS-B ground stations to provide full ADS-B coverage over the airspace.

Regarding to PBN implementation, Thailand has established the National Working Group for Performance Based Navigation (PBN) and Global Navigation Satellite System (GNSS) Implementation. A national PBN implementation roadmap for en-route, terminal area, and approach operations has also been developed. In terms of implementation activities, RNAV-1 SID/STAR and RNP Approach with Baro-VNAV are currently being deployed for Phuket, Krabi, and Suvarnabhumi airports.  ICAO Regional Office in Bangkok will host the next ICAO PBN task force meeting in July 2008.  (See 2008/TPTWG30/AEG/AEG-SAF/02: Agenda Item 6.2, for the full presentation).

Thailand also provided contact information for Asia-Pacific representatives to the ICAO Performance Based Navigation Task Force to further the work in preparation for an AEG-SAF New Technologies Workshop II, which is part of the 2008 work plan.  (See 2008/TPTWG30/AEG/AEG-SAF/01: Agenda Item 6.2).

7. Review and update SAF Work plan and Directives Table

The group reviewed the work plan line by line and added comments.  The work plan with comments is attached to this report as Attachment A.
