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REPORT FROM THE LEAD SHEPHERD OF THE 30TH MEETING OF 

THE APEC TRANSPORTATION WORKING GROUP 

FROM 14 – 18 APRIL 2008, MAKATI CITY, THE PHILIPPINES

Overview

1. The Philippines hosted the 30th meeting of the APEC Transportation Working Group (TPT-WG30) in Makati City from 14 – 18 April 2008.

2. The meeting was attended by 240 delegates from 17 member economies (with Macao China as an official guest) and guest organizations. The economies in attendance were Australia; Canada; People’s Republic of China; Hong Kong China; Indonesia; Japan; the Republic of Korea; Malaysia; New Zealand; Peru; the Philippines; Russia; Singapore; Chinese Taipei; Thailand; the United States; and 
Viet Nam. The APEC Secretariat was represented by the Program Director for the TPT-WG, Mr Alexander Sukhov.

3. The TPT-WG30 included meetings of the Heads of Delegation, Experts Groups (Aviation; Land; Maritime; and Intermodal/Intelligent Transportation Systems) and Sub – groups. The Opening Plenary Session was held on 14 April 2008, with the Closing Plenary on 17 April. The host also provided industry and cultural tours and hospitality events. 

4. The Lead Shepherd and representatives expressed appreciation to the Philippines for the efficient hosting of the meeting, the quality of the meeting arrangements and the warm hospitality.

5. The TPT-WG30 expressed appreciation to Professor Jess Browning (USA) for his valuable contribution to the TPT-WG, in particular as co-chair of the Intermodal and ITS Experts Group. Professor Browning has retired.

SUMMARY OF MAJOR OUTCOMES FROM HODs AND PLENARY MEETINGS

Lead Shepherd’s Policy Direction

7. The Lead Shepherd urged Experts Groups to continue to give top priority to implementing the Directives set out in 2007 by APEC Transportation Ministers (TMM5) and Economic Leaders
. 

8. The Lead Shepherd noted that some of the TMM5 Directives relate to broad policy issues that will not be resolved in the immediate future. As such, Experts Groups were encouraged to look for manageable steps that could be taken to help in broader efforts to advance these issues – examples might be the establishment of identifying research tasks for information sharing. Experts Groups were also reminded of the value of projects in advancing TMM5 Directives that might be funded through the APEC Secretariat.

9. Chairs of the Experts Groups and Sub-groups are urged to address the actions/ matters arising from TPT-WG30, as per Attachment 1: Summary of TPT-WG30 Actions and Decisions.

Key Outcomes:

10. Establishment of a Taskforce to identify practical measures to limit aviation greenhouse gas emissions, in response to the instructions of APEC Leaders in Sydney 2007 for co-operative action on aviation emissions. The Taskforce is an outcome of the recent Seminar on Practical Measures to Manage Aviation Emissions, co-hosted by Australia and Malaysia in Kuala Lumpur from 3-4 April 2008. 

11. The Taskforce will be chaired by New Zealand (Mr Bruce Johnson), with Australia as interim Deputy Chair. Details of the Taskforce’s first meeting will be circulated by New Zealand. The Taskforce aims to:


· increase cooperation between economies on aviation emissions issues;  


· share information between economies on aviation environmental best practices; 


· complement and support the work of ICAO on aviation environmental issues without duplication; and 


· advance the capabilities in APEC economies to implement new Air Traffic Management technologies that assist in reduced aviation emissions in the APEC region.

12. In-principle endorsement of a draft constitution for the APEC Port Services Network, subject to final approval from economies by 17 May 2008
. 


· The purpose of the Port Services Network is to promote the liberalization and facilitation of investment and trade and to enhance the supply chain security.  


· Businesses and authorities who are involved in port and port-related industries will be able to cooperate through the network to strengthen economic cooperation and work together in areas such as capacity building, information sharing and personnel exchange.


13. Support for the proposed APEC Air Cargo Security Workshop, to be held in Bangkok from 24–26 June 2008. The Workshop will be co-hosted by Australia, the United States and China, with logistical support from Thailand.


· The Workshop will provide an opportunity to exchange information on challenges and opportunities in developing and implementing air cargo security arrangements relating to regulation modeling, technologies for air cargo security screening and the challenges, audit and compliance and training strategies to strengthen the skill base of the air cargo security workforce.


14. Endorsement by economies to use the matrices developed by Australia to share information on national road safety strategies and targets. In addition, Australia and New Zealand will respectively develop project proposals to establish a best practices compendium on motorcycle safety; and a study on driver fatigue and its impacts on road safety. 

· Road safety has been accepted a priority topic for TPT-WG31 consideration in Lima, Peru from 25-28 August 2008.


15. Approval of the establishment of the Port Security Visit Program for member economies. A number of economies expressed interest in hosting or participating in a future visit namely Australia, Canada, Indonesia, Japan, and the Philippines.


· The Visit Program aims to establish and share maritime security best practices, identify future capacity building opportunities and ensure a level of consistency in the implementation of the International Ship and Port Facility Security Code (ISPS) in the Asia-Pacific Region, in collaboration with the International Maritime Organization 
.

16. TPT-WG31 was preceded by an APEC Mass Passenger Surface Transport Security Conference, held in Manila, 10–11 April 2008 and co-hosted by Australia and the Philippines. The Conference provided: 


· a forum for the sharing of best practices across APEC member economies in the area of mass passenger transport;

· exposure to leading world transport security experts; and


· a platform for economies to build effective working relationships in this transport sector.

 

Governance Issues

17. The Philippines (Ms Maria Elena Bautista) was elected to take over the position of Lead Shepherd from Australia for a two-year term from 1 July 2008, with China (Mr Zhang Xiaojie) elected as Deputy Lead Shepherd. 

· New Zealand (Mr Bruce Johnson) was elected to the position of Chair of the Taskforce on Aviation Emissions, with Australia as interim Deputy Chair.


· The Philippines (Ms Daisy Jacobo) was elected to the position of Deputy Chair of the Road Safety Sub-group. 


· Canada (Mr Marc Mes) was elected to extend his term in the position of Chair of the Maritime Security Sub-group until the conclusion of TPT-WG32, to be held in Singapore in July 2009.


· Australia (Ms Philippa Power) was elected to succeed Mr Bob Evans (Australia) as Deputy Chair of the Maritime Security Sub-group until the end of TPT-WG32.


· Australia was elected as Chair of the Aviation Security Sub-group, with Singapore as Deputy Chair.


· A revised TPT-WG organization chart is at Attachment 2.

18. Peru confirmed it will host TPT-WG31, 25–29 August 2008, in Lima. The Peruvian delegation indicated that an administrative arrangements bulletin will be ready by June 2008. 

19. Singapore confirmed its offer to host TPT-WG31, 27–31 July 2009, and has separately confirmed that it will not host a transportation ministerial meeting during their 2009 APEC year.

20. The Philippines and Korea re-affirmed their interest in hosting a Meeting of APEC Transportation Ministers in 2009. A decision will be made by the Lead Shepherd  intersessionally. The meeting is likely to be held in the first half of 2009, in advance of the scheduled meeting of TPT-WG32 in Singapore. In view of the timeframe, a decision on hosting for the Ministerial meeting is required soon.

21. TPT-WG30 endorsed the TPT-WG Terms of Reference and 2008 Work Plan, including for communication to the APEC Steering Committee on ECOTECH.

22.  The TPT-WG30 endorsed a summary of the key role of the Program Director in the work of the TPT-WG, consistent with broader APEC Guidelines. The summary is available at: http://www.apec-tptwg.org.cn/.

Report by the Program Director (TPT-WG), APEC Secretariat

23. The Program Director presented a summary of key items from the written report circulated.  The report highlighted the new emphasis within APEC on social as well as economic aspects, which is consistent with a focus within TPT-WG on issues such as security and safety, which have major social as well as economic implications.

24. Delegations were encouraged to consider using the Project Management Unit Portal, established within the APEC Secretariat to assist with the development and processing of project proposals.

Projects for Funding Consideration by the Budget Management Committee (BMC)

25. The TPT-WG30 endorsed the following project, which was further revised to meet BMC requirements. The revised project will be submitted for BMC inter-sessional consideration before the next BMC deadline on 4 September 2008;

· Using More Inland Rivers in Intermodal Transport (China) for $US60,000 (APEC Support Fund). 

26. The Inland Rivers project was ranked first by the Intermodal and ITS Experts Group due to its alignment with goals to facilitate the implementation of an efficient, integrated and sustainable transportation system (from the TMM5 Directives).

Update on Collaboration with other APEC Fora 

Counter-Terrorism Taskforce (CTTF) Paper on Capacity Building Needs 

27. The Lead Shepherd drew the meeting’s attention to a recent CTTF paper prepared for the first APEC Senior Officials Meeting (SOM1) in February 2008, which outlined identified capacity building needs in relation to counter-terrorism activities. 


· Expert Groups were encouraged to look for opportunities to collaborate with the CTTF in particular relating to the protection of cargo; ships engaged in international voyages; and international aviation, including measures which overlap with the TPT-WG’s work relating to transport and supply chain security.  

Presentation by the APEC Energy Working Group

28. TPT-WG30 was addressed by a representative from the APEC Energy Working Group. Areas for collaboration, including on maritime security and liquidfied natural gas (LNG) trade, were discussed with particular interest expressed in further work to identify existing gaps in research and outreach efforts on how intermodal and intelligent transportation systems may contribute to energy savings.

APEC Trade Recovery Program Initiative

29. Singapore made a presentation providing an update on work on the APEC Trade Recovery Program that was endorsed by APEC leaders in 2007.

· Singapore plans to host a Capacity Building Workshop on Trade Recovery on 
23-24 July 2008.  The Workshop will be open to all APEC economies and will explain the importance of the trade recovery program and explore options for economies to cooperate in trade recovery initiatives.  

Presentations & Updates

TPT-WG Website update


30. China made a presentation on the launch of the new TPT-WG website and explained the key elements of the new website: http://www.apec-tptwg.org.cn/ .  Delegates expressed their thanks to China for the work.  Positive comments were made about the look of the new website and the clear organization of information on the site.  Delegations were encouraged to make full use of the website and to provide feedback to China on any areas for further improvement.

Progress on the APEC Port Services Network


31. China provided an update on progress with the APEC Port Services Network, an initiative supported by APEC Leaders in 2006 and Transportation Ministers in 2007.  TPT-WG30 noted that the Office of the APEC Port Services Network was opened in Beijing on 28 January 2008; that China has provided initial funding for the operation of the Office; and that work is proceeding to finalise a constitution for the ongoing operation of the network.  

· China clarified that the APSN office will provide services and promote information exchange for the benefit of the economic and technical cooperation among port and related industries of the APEC member economies. China will carry on the ongoing efforts to support the establishment of the APSN.

APEC Mass Passenger Surface Transport Security 


32. The Philippines reported on the outcomes of the Mass Passenger Surface Transport Security Conference, held in Manila on 10–11 April 2008, preceding TPT-WG30.  The Conference was co-hosted by the Philippines and Australia in response to a Directive of APEC Transportation Ministers at TMM5 to look for cooperative work in the area of mass transport security.

33. The Conference was attended by ten economies and the Program Director. Presentations were made by economy representatives and invited experts.  The Conference provided a forum for information sharing, learning about best practice and establishing a network of interested contacts and a platform for planning further work.  

Final Report of the APEC-funded project ‘Secure Trade and Efficiency in APEC with Intelligent Transportation Systems and e-Commerce Technologies’


34. A presentation was provided on the outcome of this APEC-funded project initiated through the Intermodal and ITS Experts Group.  The project involves a study of the take-up of new technological solutions in the screening of cargo at ports.  The study indicates that there is some take-up of new approaches, but that there is no consistency in the particular approach adopted and that some approaches are still in the development stage.  The Intermodal and ITS Group is to look in more detail at the results of the project and options for future work, including possibly in conjunction with the APEC STAR initiative.

Second APEC Seminar on Practical Measures to Manage Aviation Emissions


35. The TPT-WG30 noted that a second seminar on practical measures to manage aviation emissions had been conducted in response to the Directive from APEC Transportation Ministers and the recognition by APEC Leaders of the significance of this issue.  The Second Seminar was co-hosted by Australia and Malaysia and focused on the range of practical measures which could assist in containing the emissions from aviation. · To keep the Lead Shepherd, Deputy Lead Shepherd and APEC-WG informed of Statements or initiatives from Ministers and Leaders and the APEC Secretariat that will impact on the APEC-WG; 

· To assist Chairs with access to additional information on APEC-funded projects on the APEC Portal, as necessary.

· To continue using consistent terminology and acronyms as adopted at APEC-WG28, Vancouver:

Aviation Security Sub-group (Chair: Australia; Deputy: Singapore)

· Air Cargo Security Workshop: Australia, China, and the USA to co-sponsor the Workshop from 24-26 June 2008 in Bangkok, co-hosted by Thailand. 

· Screen Practices Survey: USA to conduct a Screen Practices Survey to identify technologies under consideration by member economies to avoid duplication of technology research and development funding. Economies are urged to respond to the survey by 31 May 2008. 

· Aviation Security Capacity Building Survey: USA to conduct a survey to identify economies’ aviation security capacity building to identify gaps and needs and to prioritise the provision of assistance. The survey deadline is 31 May 2008.

· APEC Point of Contact Network (POC): In August 2008, Peru to conduct a second test of the point of contact on aviation security. 
· Proposed Workshop on Aviation Security to Optimize the Use of ICAO’s Security Audit and Investigation Programs in APEC Economies: Vietnam to organize the Workshop in September/October 2008 with APEC funds through the APEC Counter Terrorism Taskforce. To avoid duplication with ICAO, the Workshop will focus on capacity building through the development of quality control measures, conduct of internal audit and the effective development of domestic civil aviation security programs.

Aviation Safety Sub-group (Chair: USA; Deputy Chair: China)

· The New Technologies Workshop II: 

· Thailand and the USA to consider to co-host Workshop II in late 2008 or early 2009 prior to TMM6. 

· Economies to provide comments on the draft program as soon as possible.

· The Workshop aims to provide specific guidance on how to create operational policy and guidance for operational approaches of new technologies necessary for Next Generation Air Transportation, including Performance Based Navigation (PBN), Automatic Dependent Surveillance Broadcast (ADS-B) and Enhanced and Synthetic Vision Systems.

· Economies to provide a list of air safety training courses, technical assistance and contact information by 1 July 2008.

· Economies to provide their implementation plans on language proficiency to comply with ICAO English Language provisions.

Air Services Sub-group (Chair: Thailand; Co-chair: vacant)

· A Survey on Air Services Agreements: Thailand (Chair) to conduct a survey on Air Services Agreements, drawing on the recent questionnaire recently developed by Australia.

· A Matrix of Aviation and Air Services Authorities websites: Australia to develop a matrix in collaboration with the Sub-groups on Aviation Security and Air Safety.

· Issues that may facilitate further liberalization of air services: The Philippines to directly raise the relaxation of visa and customs requirements in the APEC Committee on Trade and Investment, which has a sub-committee on Customs Procedures. The Philippines will report on progress to TPT-WG31.

Land Experts Group (Chair: Philippines; Deputy Chair: Korea)

· The Philippines to lead on land security, taking into consideration the outcomes of the recent Conference on Mass Passenger Surface Transport Security in Manila in April 2008, and the project ‘Land International Security and Commuters' Advocacy Protocol’.

Road Safety Sub-group (Chair: Thailand; Deputy: Philippines)

· Road safety (all economies) is to be a priority topic for consideration at TPT-WG31.

· The Road Safety Sub-group (Chair, Deputy and Australia) to develop strategies to improve motorcycle safety.

· Economies to use matrices developed by Australia to share information on national road safety strategies and targets.

· Australia to develop a project proposal to establish a best practices compendium on motorcycle safety.

· New Zealand to develop a project proposal to study driver fatigue and its impact on road safety.

Vehicle Standards Harmonisation Sub-group (Chair: Korea; Deputy: Australia) 

· Economies to provide an update on their vehicle harmonization progress. 

· Economies to provide progress reports on the introduction of UN/ECE regulations
 and bench-marking of type approval systems.

· Sharing Best Practices in Reducing Greenhouse Gas Emissions at Ports (self-funded); and


· Controlling CO2 Emissions from International Shipping (self-funded).

· Chairs of MEG and MEG-SEC to monitor the progress of the Philippines to revise 
a project proposal for voluntary/non-binding training standards for LNG management level officers in collaboration with the IMO.

· Canada (Project Overseer) to monitor the consultant to finalise the APEC-funded project ‘Facilitation of International Shipping – Competition Policy relating to Liner Shipping by July 2008, with a Final Report to be submitted to the TPT-WG31 in Lima in August 2008.

· Japan and Korea to upload the final reports of the following completed projects to the TPT-WG website:

· Cutting Cost and Time on Maritime Container Transport (Japan);


· Nurturing an Integrated Logistics and Transportation System for APEC Economies (Korea).

· MEG (Japan) to prepare the Next Step Progress Plan, based on the analysis on the Final Report setting out priorities on each policy item of the APEC Common Principles to Shipping Policy by TPT-WG31.

· Korea to take on the role of champion for Policy 5 ‘Restrictions Applying to Specific Trade’.


· Chairs of MEG and MEG SEC will monitor the progress of the Philippines effots to develop a project for voluntary/ non-binding training standards for LNG management level officers..

Maritime Security Sub-group (Chair: Canada; Deputy Chair: Australia)

· MEG-SEC Member Economies to deliver ISPS Code Implementation Assistance Program Phase II activities in Malaysia and the Philippines in the second half of 2008.

· MEG-SEC Chair to continue to seek additional funds for the ISPS Code Implementation Assistance Program.

· MEG-SEC continues to consider the ASEAN-Japan Regional Action Plan on Port Security when developing capacity building initiatives.
· MEG-SEC Chair to continue to collaborate with the IMO and the Organization of American States (OAS), especially relating to the Maritime Security Training Matrix and the Maritime Security Point of Contact list.

· MEG-SEC to develop Seafarer Identification and Port Worker Identification best practices documents based on questionnaires completed by member Economies. Those Economies who have not yet submitted completed questionnaires were invited to do so.

· MEC-SEC, through a Singapore-based training institution, to provide two workshops relating to the draft APEC Manual of Maritime Security Drills and Exercises for Port Facilities.

· MEG-SEC will continue to revise the Port Facility Visit Program, incorporating lessons learned from future visits and comments received from participating Economies. All revisions are subject to MEG-SEC approval.  A number of Economies expressed interest in hosting or participating in a future visit, namely: Philippines, Japan, Canada, Indonesia and Australia. 
· The Philippines to develop a project proposal for training standards for LNG management level officers. MEG-SEC will collaborate with MEG to advance any security issues as identified.

· MEG-SEC Chair and Deputy to submit a paper to outline initiatives on maritime security to the APEC Counter-Terrorism Task Force in August 2008.

· The United States to provide a presentation on its Security Risk Assessment Tool at TPT-WG31. The United States will also explore the possibility of offering a presentation on its Small Vessel Security Strategy and Port Recovery Protocols.
· Economies to give presentations at TPT-WG31 on their implementation of the IMO Long Range Identification and Tracking of Ships requirement, which will come in force on 31 December 2008.
· MEG-SEC to consider, as necessary, the implications for Economies of the requirement under the ISPS Code, which requires contracting governments to review their list of port facility security plans by July 2009.
· MEC-SEC Chair to distribute the APEC Manual of Maritime Security Drills and Exercises for Port Facilities. The Manual provides guidance to Port Facility Security Officers to comply with the ISPS Code. 

-    MEG-SEC continues to support the Ministerial Directive for the development of a security strategy to enhance supply chain security in the APEC region and awaits direction from the respective lead Experts Group on the development of this strategy.
Intermodal and ITS Experts Group (Chair: USA; Deputy: China)

ISO TC204 Collaboration: 

· The IEG Chair to provide ISO TC204 with the following statement:

“The APEC Transportation Working Group, as a Category A Liaison to ISO TC 204, recognizes the importance of the development of ITS standards that address the needs of public transportation.  The Group notes that discussions have been held within ISO TC 204 regarding needed standards on Transit Communication Interface Protocols (TCIP) and Standard Numbering System for Public Transport Systems (SNSPTS).  The Group recommends further collaboration and discussions with ISO TC 204 to better understand the work already done and to further advance international acceptance of these standards.” 
· IEG Chair to continue to collaborate with the ISO TC204
:

· Survey of Workforce Development Needs: Indonesia to develop a survey on the existing needs for workforce development in APEC economies and identify the gaps in management skills and competencies relating to intermodal and intelligent transport systems. This data would be used to update the Intermodal Skills Seminar and expand the development of a train-the-trainer model program.

· Project ‘Using More Inland Rivers in Intermodal Transport’: China to re-submit the revised project proposal for BMC consideration before the 4 September deadline.

· Project ‘Secure and Smart Container Development for Intermodal Transport’: China to circulate the next version of the project proposal for intersessional IEG comment before formal submission to TPT-WG31 in Lima.

· Collaboration with other APEC Fora: Australia to lead a consultation with the APEC Energy Working Group and the APEC Biofuels Task Force to help identify existing gaps in research and outreach efforts that would be relevant to the IEG mission. Member economies also appreciated the need for communicating the increased security requirements to the travelling public, which had enhanced effectiveness and efficiency in application of the new measures.

The Air Cargo Security Survey project, conducted by Australia, has been completed. · promote technological advances

The AEG-SEC (U.S.) initiated a screening practices survey at the 30th TPT-WG meeting and invited economies to submit their responses by May 31, 2008, such that a full report may be presented at the 31st TPT-WG meeting in Lima, Peru set for August 2008.  

· work towards standardisation and mutual recognition
Members of AEG-SEC discussed the application of security measures on LAGs with a view to achieving harmonization of regulatory practices and mutual recognition within the Region.

· promoting safety and security measures
At the last meeting in Chinese Taipei, members of AEG-SEC shared their experiences in implementation of the ICAO guidelines on LAGs security controls to counteract the threat arising from liquid-based explosives.  Members recognized that effective implementation of new security measures built on good preparation and effective communications among stakeholders and traveling public was key to implementing security measures. 

· promoting environmentally friendly and sustainable transport

The AEG endorsed the creation of a temporary Aviation Emissions Task Force to increase cooperation between economies on aviation emissions issues, to share information between economies on aviation environmental best practices, to complement and support the work of ICAO on aviation environmental issues without duplication, and to advance the capabilities in APEC economies to implement new ATM technologies that assist in reduced aviation emissions in the APEC region.

In taking the example of the application of the LAGs security measures, members of the AEG-SEC recognized that the sustainability of application of new security measures is largely dependent on cooperation from stakeholders, conveyance of the message to the affected parties i.e. passengers, and availability of sufficient resources and contingencies.

The MEG-SEC Chair will continue to seek additional funds for the ISPS Code Implementation Assistance Program.

3) US provided a presentation on IASDEX data sharing system at the TPT-WG 30 AEG meeting and encourage economies to enter into data sharing agreements with the FAA; China again shared its ramp inspection data checklist at TPT-WG 30, and will post it to the APEC website.

4) AEG-SAF Chair provided an update on the status of the revision of ICAO DOC 8335 / Operations Specifications at TPT-WG 30.  The document is expected to be re-published in summer 2008.  AEG-SAF Chair agreed to inform APEC economies when ICAO DOC 8335 was revised and explore the need for a presentation on the document at the 31st TPTWG meeting in Peru.

5) AEG-SAF Chair presented an update on FAA’s Aviation Rulemaking Committee, whose work is scheduled to end in November 2008.  The goal is to review operations specifications for foreign air carriers and move much of the individual paragraph information into the regulations to streamline operations specification development for foreign carriers.

Members will continue to share their experiences in implementing the supplementary guidelines on security controls of LAGs.

The project on Comparison of Aviation Screening Methods and Technologies by the US will permit information sharing about the screening methods used by member economies.  This information sharing will open the door to better mutual understanding of security arrangements, and in some cases harmonization.  This will facilitate effective security, and cooperation on how to minimize disruption to the flow of air passengers.  Finally this study will help avoid duplication in research and development efforts. 

US has now developed the screening practices survey to review screening practices and capabilities in aviation security among the economies. Goal is to identify vulnerabilities where economies can take additional measures and focus on low cost screening methods and process that they can use to enhance security.  The responses from economies are due back to the US by May 31, 2008.
