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APEC Transportation Working Group – TPT-WG30
TPT-WG Office Holders – Schedule of Elections
Purpose: To provide information on TPT-WG office holder vacancies for resolution at TPT-WG30.
Background:

The TPT-WG comprises Modal Expert Groups on intermodal/ intelligent transport systems, land, aviation and maritime transport, with sub-groups of experts addressing aviation security, aviation safety, maritime security, road safety, vehicle standards harmonization and GNSS (Global Navigation Satellite Systems) – see Attachment A. 

The TPT-WG Management Group consists of the Lead Shepherd, Deputy Lead Shepherd, Modal Experts Group Chairs and the APEC Program Director. The TPT-WG Management Group is supported by the Heads of Delegation. 

In addition, other member economies in consultation with the Program Director have responsibility for the leadership of TPT-WG projects and for hosting TPT-WG and Transportation Ministerial meetings. 

A summary of current TPT-WG office holders and the nominal terms of their appointments is at Attachment B. 

Protocols for Nominations and Selection of Office Holders

a) Lead Shepherd and Deputy Lead Shepherd 

According to the Consolidated Guidelines on the Rotation System for Lead Shepherd/ Chair and Deputy Lead Shepherd/ Chair of the APEC Working Groups
, APEC Working Groups select a Lead Shepherd to serve for a one-to-two year period on a rotation basis. The aim is to enhance wider participation, shared leadership, and to ensure that more members assume the role and responsibility of Lead Shepherd or Deputy Lead Shepherd as well as to promote synergy in the activities of Working Groups and other APEC Forums.
Any member economy may express its interest and be selected as Lead Shepherd or Deputy Lead Shepherd.

The TPT-WG Lead Shepherd is selected by the consensus of economy members for a period of 2 years. A Member Economy as Lead Shepherd should not serve for more than two consecutive 2-year terms. The Lead Shepherd’s role is to ensure the efficient management of the Group and assist the Working Group in achieving objectives set by APEC Economic Leaders, APEC Ministers, Transportation Ministers and Senior Officials.

Like the Lead Shepherd, the Deputy Lead Shepherd is selected by the consensus of members for a period of 2 years. The role of the Deputy Lead Shepherd is to assist the Lead Shepherd in the efficient management of the TPT-WG with special responsibility for project management. Experience as Deputy Lead Shepherd would provide valuable preparation for service as Lead Shepherd.
Discussions on the selections of the new Lead Shepherd and Deputy Lead Shepherd will occur during the opening Heads of Delegation Meeting, with endorsement of the nominations/ selections taking place in the Opening Plenary and a final announcement in the Closing Plenary.

b) Chairs of Modal Expert Groups and Sub-groups

Chairs of the Modal Expert Groups and Sub-groups are selected by the consensus of members of their particular groups. Acting under guidance from the Lead Shepherd, Deputy Lead Shepherd and HODs, Chairs of Modal Groups and Sub-groups are responsible for the work and direction of their respective groups.

Nominations for the vacancies should be made in consultation with relevant HODs for discussion in the Opening HOD meeting, with outcomes to be considered by the relevant Modal Group who will make a recommendation for consideration at the second HOD meeting and a subsequent endorsement in the Closing Plenary. 
Recommendation
It is recommended that members note the forthcoming vacancies with a view to considering nominations.
