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Notice of the Entry into Force of Constitution of APEC Port Services Network
and Calling for Designations of the APSN Council Members
Mr. John Doherty, Lead Shepherd of the APEC Transportation Working Group (TPT-WG) and Mr. Li Guangling, Deputy Director-General of the International Cooperation Department of the Ministry of Transport of China are pleased to announce the entry into force of the Constitution of APEC Port Services Network (APSN) and formally invite the designations of the APSN Council members by the APEC member economies.
As you may recall that the APSN Constitution was adopted by the TPT-WG 30 at its closing plenary on 17 April in Manila, the Philippines. The meeting also agreed that the Constitution would be deemed to be approved if no APEC member economy submits objection within 30 days from the date of adoption. As the 30-day-period has ended on 17 May, the Constitution has entered into force on 18 May 2008. This once again demonstrates the utmost support of member economies towards the early establishment of the APSN.

In this context, we would like to invite you to designate a senior representative to serve as your APSN Council member in accordance with Article 6 of the Constitution. The APSN Council, which is composed of senior representatives duly authorized by each APEC member economy will, in accordance with Article 12 of the Constitution, exercise its functions in guiding the process of bringing the APSN into full operation at the initial stage and leading the work of the APSN in the future.
Therefore, it would be highly appreciated if you could make your designation and submit the completed nomination form (attached) to the Lead Shepherd no later than 1 August, 2008, so that the first Council meeting can be arranged at an appropriate date in the second half of this year as may be decided by the TPT-WG 31 to be held in Lima, Peru on 25-29 August 2008.
It is our sincere hope that the APSN will be brought into full operation as soon as possible so that it would fulfill its mandate by furthering the close cooperation among port and port-related industries for the benefit of all APEC member economies.
