Proposed Joint Workshop

between

APEC Transportation Working Group and the International Standards Organization

Building on the success of the National Institute of Standards and Technology (NIST)’s Standard in Trade (SIT) Workshop on Intelligent Transportation Systems (ITS) and Transportation Management Systems (TMS) Standards held in Brazil in early 2008, the USA recommends that a similar workshop be held that focuses specifically on transit ITS standards.  

For over a decade, the US Department of Transportation has been engaged in developing, harmonizing, and promoting the adoption of transit-based technology standards through the International Standards Organization (ISO).  The value of these efforts has resulted in technical exchange that has provided for greater innovation within the US domestic transit industry and has opened up critical debates on the architecture and standards needed to optimize transit technologies currently in use.  It has also produced international standards that have created lower cost and greater technology selection for transit agency procurements.
