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Project: Compendium of Best Practices on Motorcycle and Scooter Safety TPT 06/2009A
Objective:

To provide a progress report on the above project, now underway with an expected  completion date of 31 July 2010.
Recommendations:

It is recommended that:

· the Road Safety Sub-group (LEG-SAF) note progress of the project; and that 

· project outcomes in stages will be circulated inter-sessionally to members of the Road Safety Sub-group for information and comments.

Objectives; Benefits; Scope: 

1) The project aims to develop a compendium of best practice measures to improve motorcycle and scooter safety. It is intended that these measures will reduce motorcycle and scooter crashes, post-crash trauma and the associated socio-economic costs. Specific objectives are as follows:

Stage 1: to identify the most important motorcycle safety issues in APEC economies and any current (including gender) barriers to addressing these issues. This needs assessment will be carried out by means of a questionnaire to all economies. The results from the survey (including sex disaggregated data as far as possible) will be analysed and presented as a useful reference document
. 


Stage 2: The results of stage 1 will be used to develop a compendium. The compendium will include an assessment of the literature on motorcycle and scooter safety and information on practical and cost-effective safety measures that can be implemented in APEC economies. As far as possible, the compendium will include photographs, diagrams and short videos (as applicable) to illustrate the application of the safety measures.

· As a next step for road safety capacity building (Stage 3), it is proposed that a workshop to present the safety measures in the compendium and to facilitate their implementation be held preceding a TPT-WG meeting or in conjunction with some other appropriate event. The workshop will focus on developing economies and key stakeholders from both government and industry. Funding for this workshop will be subsequently sought from interested members of the private sector and government agencies. 

2) The project will assist the populations of APEC economies (both developed and developing) to have better quality of life, greater productivity and lower burdens of health care, grief and suffering. The project will also have significant capacity building benefits including assisting developing APEC economies to address motorcycle and scooter safety issues in a sustainable manner and promoting collaborative learning outcomes and the formation of communities of practice on motorcycle and scooter safety.

Implementation:

· On 2 July 2009, a decision was made to choose as the successful consultant for the project the Centre for Accident Research and Road Safety – Queensland (CARRS-Q): http://www.carrsq.qut.edu.au/ 

· On 14 July 2009, the Project Overseer (Australia) met with the consultant
to discuss project scope and a timeframe in two stages in 12 months (from July 2009 – July 2010) – see Background below. 
Background: 

The project is in response to a 2007 Directive relating to road safety from APEC Transportation Ministers. In the Joint Ministerial Statement from their Fifth Meeting (TMM5) in Adelaide, Australia in March 2007, APEC Transportation Ministers requested that continuing efforts to improve road safety should be a high priority for APEC economies. Economies are encouraged to develop strategies which will reduce risks to vulnerable road users including young people, the aged, motorcyclists, cyclists and pedestrians.

The US$100,000 project (US$75,000 from APEC and US$25,000 from the Global Road Safety Partnership) will be undertaken in two stages with expected outputs outlined in  paragraph 16 of the Request for Proposal.

Stage 1: Survey of motorcycle and scooter safety issues in APEC economies and barriers to addressing these issues.  Steps would include: 


· Discuss methodology including scope and structure for the project.

· Prepare a survey instrument which will include, as far as possible, the collection of sex-disaggregated data and a gender analysis of the barriers to road safety.

· Seek inputs from APEC economies (both government and non-government stakeholders).

· Analyse results of survey, draw out main themes and issues.

· Prepare report.

Stage 2: The stage 1 report will provide guidance in developing the stage 2 compendium. The measures selected for inclusion in the compendium will have regard for the particular circumstances and needs of APEC economies. As far as possible, the measures will be evidence-based and supported by appropriate references, details and examples. Photographs, diagrams and short videos will be included as far as possible. Stage 2 will include:

· Conducting review of literature.

· Selecting safety measures and standards for inclusion.

· Classifying safety measures and standards and providing appropriate indexing and cross referencing.

· Preparing a draft compendium. 

· Reviewing of the draft compendium by selected experts, Project Overseer, project co-sponsors and members of the Road Safety Sub-Group of the APEC Transportation Working Group.

· Finalising the compendium.

The comments of members of the Road Safety Sub-group and other stakeholders will be sought throughout the project.
