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INTRODUCTION:

Ms. Emily White (USA), Chair of the Aviation Experts Group (AEG) opened the TPTWG 34 Aviation Experts Group and welcomed 61 delegates attended to the meeting on 13 – 15 June 2011, representing 17 economies:  Australia, Canada, China, Hong Kong China, Indonesia, Japan, Republic of Korea, Malaysia, New Zealand, PNG, Peru, Philippines, Russia, Singapore, Chinese Taipei, Thailand, and United States.
The AEG Chair opened the meeting with a personal introduction, followed by an invitation for those seated at the main table to introduce themselves.  The Chair then asked for modifications to the current agenda, moved item 4.2 ahead of 4.1, and adopted the agenda as modified. 
The Chair led a discussion on the newest language of the TMM7 statement as discussed prior to convening the AEG Plenary.  During the review, the Chair noted that the reference to the Counter Terrorism Task Force was inadvertently removed during the drafting session. The AEG noted that the reference was to be placed under the section of regulatory cooperation and convergence, and provided recommended language for final consideration.  No additional comments were noted during the meeting, and the Chair asked that any further comments be brought forward via Heads of Delegation by early Tuesday morning for consideration during the final drafting session scheduled for Tuesday afternoon. 

Next, the Chair led a discussion on the newest language of the Joint Ministerial Action Agenda, and specifically pointed to the amended paragraph 3.3 as pertaining to the AEG.  New Zealand proposed broadening this paragraph to include reference to aircraft efficiencies gained through air traffic management and technology enhancements.  New Zealand’s proposed language was folded into a revised paragraph that covered both air traffic management initiatives and aviation alternative fuels as two primary means toward meeting ICAO’s stated goal of carbon neutral growth starting in 2020.  
Amendments to both documents were submitted for final consideration, and accepted into the Transportation Ministerial Statement 7 and the Joint Ministerial Action Agenda.  AEG delegates were encouraged to review final drafts and raise any further concerns on the language with their respective HODs. 

Subgroup Reports

Subgroup Chairs summarized the activities of their groups, per the following:

AEG-SAF   
1. The Aviation Safety subgroup had 21 attendees from 11 APEC economies, Australia, China, Japan, Republic of Korea, Malaysia, PNG, Peru, Singapore, Chinese Taipei, Thailand, and the United States. 

2. The AEG-SAF heard from Peru and the United States with respect to two APEC funded projects.  The first was the final report presented by Peru on the project “The Necessity of cultural change to promote reporting on air safety issues to complement ICAO requirements.”  The second was a status update on the project “APEC Airport Safety Evaluation Visit Program” which is currently in process.
3. The AEG-SAF heard economy reports per the following:
a. Voluntary Reporting System of Aviation Safety Information – Japan
b. Report of 2011 Flight Safety Seminar for CAAs and Operators (FSSCO) – Republic of Korea
c. AME Licensing – Transition of A&E license into CAAT-66 – Chinese Taipei

d. ASPIRE and Performance Based Navigation – Thailand

4.  With respect to New Project Proposals and Emerging Issues, the AEG-SAF further discussed the U.S.-Australia’s joint efforts on establishing an APEC Aviation Biofuels Work Plan which will be introduced during the joint APEC Transport and Energy Ministerial, and endorsed a joint GIT-SAF Concept Note project titled “Performance Based Navigation Regulatory Review and Evaluation Program (PBNRREVP)”.
5. The AEG-SAF has one self-funded project led by the United States focused on developing standardized training profiles for use by all civil aviation authorities.  The idea is to develop generic training profiles so that aviation safety inspectors world-wide will have the same, consistent level of training.  The AEG-SAF may seek APEC funding at a later time to host a workshop on the outcomes of this project.
6. Finally, the AEG-SAF updated and closed out our 2009-2011 Work Plan.  The work plan and all presentations delivered at this meeting will be posted to the APEC Transportation Working Group Meeting Website.

AEG-SEC
1. AEG-SEC noted presentations on the outcomes of key aviation security meetings and workshops held during the year, including the 22nd ICAO Aviation Security Panel, and the 47th DGCA Conference.  


2. AEG-SEC noted key global strategies adopted in the ICAO aviation security panel, such as the ICAO Comprehensive Aviation Security Strategy (ICASS) and the Asia Pacific AVSEC Plan of Action. 

3. AEG-SEC was provided with a summary from the United States on the outcomes of the APEC Canine Screening Workshop held in June 2011 in Canberra.  The project was self-funded by Australia and endorsed by AEG-SEC at the last meeting in Tokyo in 2010.


4. AEG-SEC considered issues raised by economies in their respective presentations:

· Human resources developments in aviation security (Japan); 
· Australia’s Joint LAGs Trial with the UK and U.S. (Australia);
· Australia’s Regulated Shipper Scheme to secure the supply chain (Australia);
· The TSA Layered Approach to combat insider threat (United States);

· Interaction with the Counter Terrorism Task Force.


5. AEG-SEC endorsed two new project proposals: 

· A proposal by Viet Nam for an APEC funded 3rd Air Cargo Security Workshop in late 2011, cosponsored by the United States, Singapore, and Australia; 

· A proposal by Singapore for a self-funded project to examine advanced screening technology in 2012. 

AEG-SRV

1. At the 34th meeting, Korea presided over the meeting as chair and 28 delegates from 15 economies participated.

2. The AEG-SRV discussed the survey results on economies’ priority on 8 options; progress made since 1995 and chokepoints; and economies’ future plans to implement the 8 options.
3. The AEG-SRV also discussed such issues as secondary airport access, approaches to code share arrangements, air transport related chokepoints in supply chains and possible solutions, liberalization policies by economies, emergence and development of business aviation, economies’ policies on traffic rights and slots allocation, etc. 
4. The United States (Keith Glatz) was nominated as the new Chair to the AEG-SRV group and Japan (Ms. Akiko Sakai) agreed to Vice-Chair for the remainder of this term, which ends in July 2012.
PROJECTS COMPLETED AND RESULTS ACHIEVED: 

1. Peru completed its APEC funded project titled “The Necessity of cultural change to promote reporting on air safety issues to complement ICAO requirements.” Economies were informed on the need to implement non-punitive ICAO Safety Management System requirements, including confidential accident/incident reporting. 

2. The AEG-SEC sponsored Canine Workshop was completed and provided economies with information on canine screening detection techniques.   

ONGONG PROJECTS:
The United States briefed the AEG on the status of the project “APEC Airport Safety Evaluation Visit Program” which is currently in process.  The first economy site visit, which is Vietnam, is tentatively scheduled for late August 2011, pending the successful completion of a contract between the APEC Secretariat and the sole bidder to the RFP, which is IATA.  It was noted that there is currently an opening for a second economy to act as a Host Economy under this project for this funding cycle, with Thailand pending confirmation, and PNG as another backup.  Should this first project cycle be deemed a success, the AEG-SAF may pursue a repeat project cycle next year with openings for two more developing APEC economies to act as Hosts for the team of airport safety experts.
NEW PROJECT ENDORSEMENTS:
The AEG formally endorsed two projects that will be submitted for APEC funding during the 3rd funding cycle for 2011.  
The first project is the joint GIT/SAF APEC Performance Based Navigation Regulatory Review and Evaluation Program (PBNRREVP) submitted by the United States and Thailand.  A third cosponsor to the project was sought and New Zealand agreed to step forward.  This is a two-phased project.  The first phase is self-funded by the United States and will review and consolidate documentation with respect to economies’ needs to developing full PBN implementation plans for submission to ICAO.  The second phase will seek APEC funding for a team of 3-4 experts on PBN to visit host developing APEC economies, TBD, to assist with further development of PBN implementation plans.
The second project for which APEC funding will be sought is an Air Cargo Security Workshop, cosponsored by Vietnam, Australia, United States, and Singapore.  This workshop will address regional needs identified through two earlier APEC Air Cargo Security Workshops.
The AEG recommends that the Transportation Working Group HODs endorse both projects as high priority activities during the project ranking process.  The AEG formally agreed to rank the PBN project as our first priority.
ECONOMY REPORTS: 
· Thailand provided the AEG with a detailed presentation on its efforts to implement Performance Based Navigation procedures at its various airports.
· The United States gave a presentation on its government and industry efforts to develop, approve, and market aviation biofuels in the U.S. as well as an outline of international cooperative efforts in this area.
· Australia gave a presentation on its national efforts to research, develop, test and approve aviation biofuels, and outlined the joint Australia-U.S. efforts on biofuels at both the government and industry levels.  Australia proposed, and the AEG accepted, that the Transportation Working Group endorse a joint U.S.-Australia Biofuels Work Plan, which is in draft form and will be completed and announced as a deliverable at the joint APEC Transport Energy Ministerial this September.

Summary Reports on Projects and Activities





United States reviewed the details of the APEC Airport Safety Evaluation Visit Program (ASEVP) and called for an additional developing economy participation for Host Economies to this project;


Thailand briefed on its ASPIRE and Performance Based Navigation implementation activities;


United States presented the outcomes of the APEC Canine Screening Workshop held in June 2011.  The subject was on using dogs to screen cargo and baggage before loading aircraft.





New or On-going Project Endorsements/Sub-groups





The AEG endorsed the Intermodal and ITS GNSS Implementation Team’s new project concept note on Performance Based Navigation Implementation Assistance for APEC economies, which the AEG-SAF had earlier endorsed as a joint, multi-year project between our two groups. New Zealand agreed to act as the third cosponsor to this project, along with the United States and Thailand;


Australia briefed the AEG on its internal efforts to develop alternative aviation fuels, specifically biofuels, as well as bilateral efforts with the U.S.  The U.S. and Australia are drafting an APEC Aviation Biofuels Work Plan to initiate APEC action on bringing biofuels to market for aviation in our region.  The work plan is expected to be announced during the Joint APEC Ministerial in September;


Singapore announced and briefed on a new self-funded project on body scanning equipment;


New APEC Funded project proposal was tabled by Vietnam for an air cargo security workshop to explore supply chain security concepts and technological solutions to air cargo security; 


AEG formally endorsed the APEC U.S. – Australia Aviation Biofuels Work Plan concept, which is expected to be announced as a formal effort during the joint APEC Ministerial this September.
